I am to begin a weekly BSunday
morning lecture in Brand’s ball om

Twenty-first ward. T was to do s
more ambitious job of lecturing in a
theater for the wohle city or county
organization, but the committee that
has the matter in charge has not de-
veloped the arrangements yet.

I am quite a little disappointed that
my work did not pay for itself this
summer.

The social-demoeratic SBenator, Com-
rade Jacob Rummel, who was appoint-
ed last winter on a committee of the
Benate of Wisconsin, to investigate the

life insurance, has prepared and filed
a minority report. In this report Com-
rade Rummel diseussed the experience
of six or eight foreign states and na-
tions in government insurance, He has
presented a very exhaustive study of
the subject, and shows positively and
conclusively the vast superiority of
government  insurince over private.
He therefore recommends to the state
legislature that a commission be at onee
appointed to recommend a suitable
form of state insurance to be adopted
by the Wisconsin legislature, He also
recommends in this report, that a re-
solution be drafted by the state legis-
lature of Wisconsin, and sent at once
to the National Congress at Washing-
ton, asking that body to immediately
take steps toward the inauguration of
a government insurance, to inelude not
only life insurance, but also insurance
agninst accident, sickness, old age and
invalidity. The report has ereated
considerable astonishment among ea-
pitalist  politicians, beecause of its
strength of its presentation and thor-
ough-going nature,

The social-democratic eandidate for
distriet attorney, Wm. F. Thiel, would
certainly been have elected if it had
not been for the fact that at the last
moment he refused to sign his resigna-
tion, as required by the constitution
of Wisconsin, as a method of enfore.
ing the imperative mandate. The fact
became known among the members of
the party and although there was no
opportunity for party discipline, his
vote fell far behind the ticket, and he
was defeated. As it was a four-cor-
nered fight, Thiel stood the best ehance
of any ecandidate of being elected, but
the Milwaukee ecounty comrades did
not hesitate for one moment to throw
away the possibility of electing a ean-
didate rather than yield in the slight.
est degree their unerompromising devo-
tion to the principles of the party.

The comrades of Allegheny county,
who were fined for street speaking, and
appealed the case from a justice to
the higher court, have been again de-
elared guilty. The test case was made
on Fred. L. Schwartz, the county or-
ganizer. Neither would the ecourt al-
low an appeal unless a ‘‘point of law’’
was raised, although the ecomstitution
allows it in all cases. This Judge Fra-
zer is notorious as an injunction wield-
er. The witnesses lof the socialists
were not heard, the defendant was not
allowed what evidence he wished, and
the socialist attorney was not allowed
to cross examine the prosecution. An
appeal will be taken but there is very
little hope of successs.

““The Armed Nation'' and Strikers.

Bocialist defenders of the armed na-
tion would do well to study the record
of Bwitzerland in the matter of strikes,
It was declared at a recent extraor-
dinary 'meeting pf secialists in the
Canton of Zurieh, at which 200 dele-
gates were present, that in no country
in Europe, not even in Russia, were
troops so constantly sent to put down
strikes and suppress picketing. ‘‘Mil-
litary outrages against unarmed peace-
ful strikers are becoming almost a
dably oceurrence.’’ Resolutionp of
strong protests were passed umanim-
ouly.—Labor Leader.

International
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RUSSIAN STUDENTS,

Their Werk in the Revolution.

One of the most striking facts in
connection with the great revolution-
ary struggle in Russia is the immensely
important share which the students—
young men and young women—are tak-
ing in the terrible battle for freedom.
Any information therefore concerning
the Russian students is bound to be of
deep interest to our readers.

In Monday's “‘Tribune'’, the spee-
ial correspondent of that journal in
Moscow gives a vivid picture of the
students and their work in the revel-

utionary movement. He instances, as

a type, & young fair-haired lad, the son
of a large landowner, who was attend-
ing the classes in Moscow, and pro-
eceds:

The first time I saw him, his hand
was wrapped in surgical bandages.

FOUR
‘“An accident in = laboratory,”’ he
said, and I asked no more. He was
very tired that night—had been for
a long ride. Dressed as a peasant, he
had ridden for days and nights through
the country round Moscow, had slept
from time to time in the peasants’
huts, and lived on their black gruel,
““which wasn’t very nice.”” What
had he been doing? 1 don’t know and
all the whips of Tsardom would not
have made him answer.
Young Revolutionaries

Next time I found him in a friendly
cirele of men and girls, where he was
drinking tea and laughing and talk-
ing with the rest, more gay than any.
He had been in school all day, and
when we left the party towards mid-
night, T asked if he was going back
to his lodging. ‘‘No,'* he said, *‘T am
on duty till four in the morning,’’ and
he walked away to the bridge leading
over the river to the southern quarter
of the city. What was his duty? No
torture eould have made him tell. If
the bureaucracy works with armies of
hireling spies, the revolution has its
armies too; and they are not hirelings.
They are men and women who will die
and tell nothing. Organized and di-
rected from week to week, they keep
wateh throughout the eity. They re-
port the movements of troops, they
know exactly the military force pres-
ent in each quarter, they observe the
inerease or lessening of police, they
know on what nights the bands of ex-
iles are removed to the outlying sta-
tion for SBiberia, they listen at barracks
and prisons for the dull sounds of
execntion,

Nearly 50,000 Students.

There are about 8,000 students in
the university here. In various other
institutes and colleges there are prob-
ably at least 8,000 more. In the high
schools and eommercial sehools, inelud-
ing the girls, there are more than those
two figures put together. I have heard
the numbers of students and pupils
from sixteen to twenty-four estimated
at 50,000 in Moscow alone. That may
be an over-estimate, but, at all events,
there are many thousands, and, almost
without exception, they are working
for the movement. Within the last
two vears the workmen and peasants
have become far more important ele-
ments in the revolution. But the stu-
dents still remain a body to be reck-
oned with in the eivil war as scouts
and raiders—elever, hopeful, and as
eager for martyrdom as the early
Christiana

I ecan bhardly be-
lieve that the artiele in question has
been written by a socialist, and one,
therefore, pledged to the help and ad-
vancement of all workers; to my mind
it breathes a spirit of narrow pessi-
mism, and is more caleulated to de-
press than cheer, and the dear men
want all the hope and encouragement
it is possible to get to merve us to
our unequal fight.

Mrs. Dawson seems to be wedded
to the idea that a woman's only happi-
ness lies in marriage; vut for her life
be full and happy her marriage
is deplorable small. Then, again, she
loses sight of the fact, that there are
not enough men to go around. How
is that dificulty to be overcome? Work
will hurt no woman; indeed it is ben-
eficial to them— to turn out into the
world and rub shoulders with ‘‘all
sorts and conditions.’’ Is it not likely
|to broaden a woman’s mind and open
her eyes to the reforms that are so
badly needed for her sex? No, it is
not the work that eramps the woman’s
soul but the econditions under which
she works; and it is these that want
attacking. Girls are employed in com-
mercial houses as typists, bookkeepers,
ete., at salaries which a boy fresh from
school would almost look askance at,
and for which no man would do half
the work—work requiring brains and
intelligence.
