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WORKING WOMEN AS VOTERS.
Is & woman a person? Bhould she

have a vote! Should she participate
in the social organization to which she
is forced to conform?

Idaho and Wyoming men have gather
ed here lately, union men and social-

ists, every one of them. They have
discussed how to interest women in so-
cialism. They say, “‘That is a pro-
blem we men have got to solve, as it
is one of our greatest obstacles to
meet the opposition of the women of
the working elass.”’ They have come
to an agreement this far—to agitate
for woman suffrage in Montana. It
will take three years before women
ean vote in the state even if the next
legislature constitutional
amendment for woman suffrage, as the
question has to be submitted to the
voters at the next general election af
ter the legislature passes the bill. In
the meantime woman must be educated
to socialism and made to hate the ea-
pitalist system, as it only makes her a
prnltiluh-. a sex slave or a parasite.

What would it mean to live in an
age where there is no prostitution? It
is a terrible state of affairs where a
woman will marry either for a crust,
“leisure or culture. Tt is the desire to
get something for nothing that one
becomes a parssite, a sex slave or u
prostitute. We must get women in-
terested in sociglism—get them o
yearn for it. Only under socialism
will & man be sure he has a wife and
not merely a woman, and a woman
know that she has a husband and not
merely & man.

It is inspiring to see how the Brit-
ish women are fighting for suffrage.
Forty-seven women are in the London
jails for agitating for suffrage, and
are being treated as common eriminals,
while the male Irish political prison-
ers were treated differently, not eon-
fined. But the judge eentenced the
woman suffragists to six and ten weeks
at bard labor. Forty-seven are serv-
ing jail sentences and still the fight
goes on,

While this is being done another
fincident comes up. Since the Boer
war Britain cannot get soldiers. Men
won't enlist. To entice men into the
army the military authorities hired a
woman as a recruiting officer. Bheo
wore a soldier's jacket and a recruit-
ing sack and a cockade im her hat,
Bhe is paid regular wages and gets a
commission for every man she lands

The Duchess of Gordon offered
a kiss along with the shilling to the
men, When she enlisted a man, she
put the shilling between her teeth,
and the reeruit had to take it from

her with his mouth,

Women have been powerful factors
in government when they were desired
to the exiscting powers.

CONSTRUCTIVE LOCAL WOREK.
Deadwood, 8. D., Mareh 17, 1908,
To the State Seeretary:—
Dear Comrade:—I1 want to show you
what the SBouth Dakota socialists are
up against, The corrupt repubilean
legislature of this state at its last
session enacted a so-called Primary
Law that will compel the party to raise
§500 to put a state ticket in the field,
and $5,000 to put county tickets in
the various counties of the state. The
movement is new and weak in this
state and it will be absolutely impos-
sible for us to comply with this ex-
tortion; besides, our state constitution
guarantees any citizen the right to be
a ecandidate for office without paying
for it.

At a recent meeting of the Lawrence
County Central committee of the So-
cialist Party with the approval of the
state committee, the emmencoment of
a mandamus suit to test the constitu-
tionality of this vieious law was au-
thorized.

We now are endeavoring to raise
funds to earry this suit to the Su-
prme court of our state and to have it
determined before the June primaries
are held. As our movement is weak
in this state, we thought we might
justly ask socialists from other states
to assist us in the matter. If consist-
ent with your semse of right I would
be glad to have you bring this matcer
to the attention of the locals in your
state and ask them assist their
South Dakota brothers to fight this
villainous law. It is a matter of Vital
Importance to us for if this law stands,
socialists will be absolutely disfran-
chised in South Dakota.

I think it ean safely be said that in
this country, the richest and greatest
country in the world’s history, poverty
is responsible for at least 80,000 infant
deaths every year. * In normal times
there are not less than 10,000,000
persons in the United States in pov-
erty. * * There are not less than
3,300,000 ghildren under 14 years of
age in poverty, (underfed, poorly elad,
badly housed, ete.) and a considerable
greater pumber in periods of depress.
ion, * * * Poverty, the poverty
of civized man, whizh is every where
eo-existent with unbounded wealth
and luxury, is always ugly, repellent,
and terrible sither to see or to exper
fence; but when it assails the cradle it
assumes its most hideous form. Un-
derfed, or badly fed, neglicted, badly
housed, and improperly elad, the ehild
of poverty is terribly handicapped at
the very start. It has not an even
chanee to begun life with * * To
the c¢hild as to the adult the prineipal
evils of poverty are material ones,—
lack of nourishing food, of suitable
clothing and healthy home surround-
ings. * * *  They suffer terribly
from negleet when, as often happens,
their mothers are forced to abandon
the important fanetions of mother-
hood to become wage earners. The
ery of a child for food which its mo-
ther is powerless to give it, is the moat
awful ery the ages have known. *
yot that ery goes up incessantly: in
the world's richest cities the child’s
hunger-cry rises above the din of the
mart,—John Bpargo. ‘

of Holland, comprising 18 trade fed-
erations with a total membership of
26,227. On Oet, 1, the number of fed-
erations had inereased to 24 and the
membership to 30,208, Since that time
four more trade federotions, with 1,300
members, have affiliated., The trade
federations are what we in the United
States would ecall national unions. The
total number of Duteh working men
now organized in unions and affiliated
with the General Federation now ex-
coeds 32,000—an increase of over 22
per cent in the last year. More than
a fourth of these are diamond workers.
Municipal employees come next with
about an eighth of the whole number.

Russia.

The Bund or General Union of Jew-
ish working men of the Russian Em-
pire will soon hold its eighth general
congress.,

The number of Social-Demoeratic lo-
eal organizations increased from 99 in
1804, to 177 in 1905 and to 937 in 1906;
the figures for 1907 are not yet avail
able. During the same period, the
number of members grew from 16,610
to 85,027 of whom in 1906, 18,936 were
women.

The specialists who examined Nich-
olas Tschaikovsky uat the Fortress of
St. Peter and St, Paul, report that the
prisoner is in danger of a complete
breakdown if his confinement contin-
ues. He is suffering from neurasthenia,
his heart is weak, he is subjeet to
insomnia, and one lung has been af-
feeted as a result of his influenza.

Abolition of the oetrio (a tax upon
foodstuff§ brought into the eity.)

Return to the munieipalities or to
socleties of the municipality of mon-
opolies heretofore conceded to corpor-
ations, and extension of municipal
ownership.

Great Britain,
The growth of Socialism among the
British trade unions is shown by a re
cent issue of the *'Railway Clerk'’, in

which are announced lectures and dis-
cussions on Socialism arranged by
branches of the Railway Clerks' or-

ganization, which has hitherto been
backward in assimilating Socialist
ideas,

Lnodon “‘Justice’’ notes that ‘‘the
growing interest displayed by all see-
tions of the community in the attitude
of Boeinlists to the questions of the
day can be judged by the number of
invitations being received to send
speakers to state the socialist position
to all sorts of meetings and places,'’

The eight-hour bill for coal miners
introduced by the Liberal ministry in
parliament, ‘provides only for an aver-
age, and not an actual, eight hours be-
low ground for each man. Overtime to
the extent of one hour is to be per
mitted on 60 days of the year, and the
government will have the power to
suspend the measure in case of great
emergency.

The Bund was to
have been addressed by Dr. Carl Za-
metkin on the subject of Russian out-
rages, but when the meeting was stop-
ped, it was also deeided to carry the
fight into the courts. Thus the Phila-
delphia grafters, who recently order-
ed that an unemployed procession be
broken up and the leaders elubbed, are
onee more in the lime-light. In fact
about the only news that comes from
Philadelphia are stories of robbery and
oppression.
