Preamble or Declaration of Principles of the Socialist Party 
of America—Adopted at the National Convention 

Assembled at Chicago, May, 1908. 
i . 
OF P R I N C I P L E S . D E C L A R A T I O N 

"Human lift- depends upon food, 
clothing and shelter. Only when tneso 
are assured arc freedom, culture and 
higher human development possibl 
To produce food, clothing and shelter, 
land ami machinery are needed. Land 
by itself does not satisfy human needs. 
Human labor gets raw materials and 
food out of the soil by creating ma­
chinery and using it upon the land. 
Whoever has control of land and ma­
chinery has control of human labor, 
and with it of human life and liberty. 

"Today the machinery and the land 
used for industrial purposes are owned 
by a rapidly decreasing minority. So 
long as machinery is simple and easily 
handled by one man^ it does not make 
its owners ao powerful that they can 
dominate the sources of life of others. 
But when machinery becomes more and 
more complex and expensive, and re­
quires for its effective operation the 
organized effort of many workers, its 
influence reaches over wider and wider 
circles of life. The owners of such 
machinery become the dominant class. 

" I n proportion as the number of 
such machine owners compared to all 
other classes decreases, their power in 
the nation and in the world increases. 
They bring ever larger masses of work­
ing people under their control, re­
ducing them to the |>oint where muscle 
and brain are their only productive 
property. Millions of formerly self-
employing workers thus become the 
helpless wage slaves of the industrial 
masters. 

"The mole the economic power of 
the ruling class grows, the less useful 
does it become in the life of the ua-
tion. The overwhelming bulk of the 
useful work of the nation falls upon 
the shoulders of the classes that either 
have no other produetive property but 
their manual and mental labor ]Hiwer— 
the wage workers—or that have but 
little land ami little effective ma 
chinery outside of their labor power— 
the small traders and small farmers. 
The ruling minority is steadily becom­
ing useless and parasitic. 

" A bitter struggle over the division 
of the products of labor is waged be 
tweeti the exploiting propertied classes 
on the one hand and the exploited, 
propertyless class on the other. In 
this struggle the wage working class 
ean not expert adequate relief from 
any reform of the present order or 
from the dominant elass of society. 

"The wage workers are therefore 
the most determined and irreconcilable 
antagonists of the riding elass. They 
are nlso the elass which suffers most 
from the curse of the class rule. The 
fact that a small number of capitalists 
is permitted to use all tl untry's 
resources and social tools for their in­
dividual profit. and to make the pro 
duct ion of the necessaries of our live* 
the object of tlmir competitive private 
enterprises and speculations, is at the 
bottom of all the social evils of our 
time. 

" I n spite of the organization of 
trusts, | Is and combinations, the cap­
italists are powerless to regulate pro 
duction for social ends. Industries are 
largely conducted in a planless manner. 
Through periods of feverish activity 
the strength and health of the workers 
are mercilessly undermined, and during 
periods of enforced idleness the work­
ers are frequently reduced to starva 
t ion. 

"The climaxes of this chaotic sys­
tem of production are the regularly 
recurring industrial depressions and 
crises which painlvze the nation every 
fifteen or twenty years. 

" I n its mad and reckless MM for 
profits the capitalist class is bound 
to exploit the workers to the very 
limit of tlo ir endnrai ind to sacri­
fice their physical, moral and mental 
welfare to its own insatiable greed. 
Capitalism keeps the masses of work 
ingtnen in poverty, destitution, phys­
ical exhaustion and ignorance. It 
drags their wives from their homes 
to the mill and factory. It snalcbes 
their children from the playgrounds 
and schools ami grinds their slender 
bodies and unformed minds into cold 
dollars. It wantonly disfigures, 111:1 i in^ 
find kill* I Ireds of thousands of 
workingmen annually ;u mines, on rail­
roads and in factories. I . .'rives mil 
lions of workers into ti.f -auks u* 

of them into beggary, vagrancy and all I terms upon which we shall be allowed 
forms of crime and vice. to live. The trusts fix the prices of 

"To maintain their rule over their o u r "read, meat and sugar, af our coal, 
fellow men, the capitalists must keep o i l a n J clothing, of our raw material 
in their pay all organs of the public machinery, of all the necessaries 
powers, public mind and public con ' o f , i f e H n , l even the price* of our 
science. They control the dominating 
parties and, through tin in, the elected 
public officials. They select our ex­
ecutives, bribe our legislatures anil cor­
rupt our courts of justice. They own 
and censor the press. They sway our 
educational institutions. They own the 
nation politically and intellectually 
just as they own it industrially. 

"The struggle between wage work 
ers and capitalists grows ever fiercer, 
and has now become the only vital 
issue before the American people. The 
wage-working class, therefore, has the 
most vital and direct interest in 
abolishing the capitalist system. But 
in abolishing the present system, the 
workingmen will free not only their 
own class, but also all other classes 
of modern society: The small farmer, 
who is today exploited by large cap­
ital more indirectly but not less ef­
fectively than is the wage laborer; the 
small manufacturer and trader, who is 
engaged in a desperate and losing 
struggle for economic indejtendenoe 
in the face of the all-conquering power 
of concentrated capital; and even the 
capitalist himself, who is the slave of 
his wealth rather than its master. The 
struggle of the working class against 
the capitalist class, while it is a class 
struggle, is thus at the same time a 
struggle for the abolition of all classes 
and class privileges. 

"The private ownership of the land 
and means of production used for ex­
ploitation is the rock upon which class | 
rule is built; political government is 1 
its indispensable instrument. The! 
wage workers ean not be freed from 
Habitation without conquering tin 
political power and substituting col 
ective ownership for private owner 

coffins. 
"The ruling class has s e i z e d upon 

The scant legislation apparently passed 
for their benefit has been so distorted 
as to injure those whom it pretended 
to help. 

" T ' I I working class of the I'nited 
States i ; i n not expect any remedy for 
its Wrong! from the present ruling class 
or from the dominant parties.

depriving the workers of rights which 
they bad won by generations of 
struggle. 

"The attempt to destroy the West­
ern Federation of Miners, although de­
feated by the solidarity of Organised 
Labor and the Socialist movement, re­
vealed the existence of a far reaching 
and unscrupulous conspiracy on the 
part of the ruling powers against the 
organizations of labor. 

" I n their efforts to take the lives 
of the faithful leaders of the miners 
the conspirators violated the state laws 
and the federal constitution in a man­
ner seldom equaled even in a country 
so completely dominated as is the 
United States by the profit-seeking 
class. 

"The Congress of the I'nited States 
has shown its contempt for the inter­
est* of labor as plainly and unmis­
takably as have the other branches of 
government. The legislation for which 
the labor organizations have contin­
uously petitioned has been rejected. 

"So long as our courts, legislatures 
and ex.i-iitive offices remain in the 
hands of the ruling classes and their 
agents, our government will be used 
in the interests of these classes as 
against the toilers. 

"Political parties are but the ex­
pression of economic class interests. 
The Republican, the Democratic and 
the so-called 'Independence' parties 
snd all parties other than the Socialist 
Party, are financed, directed and con­
trolled by the representatives of dif­
ferent groups of the ruling class. 

" I n the maintenance of class govern­
ment both the Democratic and Repub­
lican parties have been equally guilty. 
The Republican party has had control 
of the national government and has 
been directly and actively responsible 
for these wrongs. The Democratic 
party, while saved from direct respon­
sibility by its political impotence, has 
shown itself equally subservient to the 
aims of the capitalist class whenever 
and wherever it has been in power.

The child tending a battery of 
Northrup magazine looms weaves miles where the old hand loom worker wove 
feet. The steam thresher turns out car loads of grain where the man with the 
f a i l threshed bushels.

The class of owners does not need to do any work, yet its income flows in. 
This is because of the existence of the other class—the class that DOES 

NOT OWN anything. 
This non-owning class cannot live unless it can use the property of the own­

ers. I t cannot even set foot on the earth unless it uses the land that belongs to 
Hie owning class. 

The non-owning class cannot live unless it produces wealth. In order to 
rroduce wealth it must use the land and machines of the owners. 

For the opportunity to use the property of the possessing class long enough 
each day to produce a subsistence for itself, the propertiless class agrees to keep 
on producing wealth with these wonderfully productive machines all day. 

The portion which the propertiless producing class creates for itself and is 
,'llowe.l to keep is called WAOES and all the remainder flows into the pockets 
of the possessing class as R E N T , I N T E R E S T AND P R O F I T S . 

In return for this the owning class do nothing but hang on to their legal 
titles to the property. This possession makes it possible for them to lay tribute 
t.pon the organizing, directing, managing labor as well as upon the most menial, 
unskilled manual toll. 

The Socialists point out that since no function is performed by these owncis, 
nnd since it requires neither brains nor ability of any kind to hold titles, there 
fore it would be easy for the workers collectively to hold these titles. The 
workers could just as well appoint the state as their agent to hold the titles as 
the capitalists can appoint banks, corporations and trust compauies for that 
purpose.

William Lloyd (iarrison was the first 

man to begin a movement designed to 

annihilate shivery, lie announced the 

principle, arranged the method, gath­

ered the forres. enkindled the zeal, 

started the argument, and finally mar­

shalled the nation fur and against the 

system in a conflict that came near 

rending the Union. • • • This boy 

(Garrison) stood alone, utterly alone, 

at first. There was no sympathy any 

where! his hands were empty; 

single penniless comrade was his only 

helper. Starving on bread and water, 

he could command the use of types, 

that was all. Trade endeavored to 

crush him; the intellectual life of 

America disowned him. • • * No 

sooner did the church disecrii the im 

pctiiotis hoy's purpose than out of 

that dead, sluggish cloud thundered 
and lightened a malignity which i Id 
not find words to express its hale. 
The very pulpit where I stand saw this 
apostle of liberty and justice sore be 
set, always in great need, and often in 
deadly peril; yet it never gave him 
one word of approval or sympathy. 
During all his weary struggle. Mr. 
Garrison felt its weight in the scale 
against him. In those years it led tIn­
sert which arrogates to itself the name 
of Libert*. It' this was the bearing 
of soca lbd Liberals, what bitterness 
of opposition, .judge ye, did not the 
others show f A mere boy confronts 
church, commerce, and college; a boy 
with neither training nor experience | 
Almost at on. e the assault tells, the 
whole country is hotly interested. 
What created such life under those 
ribs of death f VVI came that in­

stinctive knowledge ! Where did 
he get that sound common sense ? 
Whence did he summon that almost 
unerring sagacity which, starting agi­
tation on an untried field, never com 
inittcd an error, provoking year bv 
\ear ndditional cuthusiasm. gathering, 
as he advanced, helper after helper to 
his side ! 

I marvel at the miraculous boy. Ill' 
had no means. Where he got, whence 
he summoned, how he created, the ele 
incuts which changed Isilll into IIU 
IMalt apathy, indifference, ignorance, 
icebergs into lH:t.*>, every man intelli 
gently hating him, and mobs assault 
ing him in every city—Is a marvel 
which none but older men than I can 
adequately analyze and explain. lie 
said to a friend who remonstrated with 
him on the heat and severity of his 
language: "Brother, I have need t~> 
be all on fire, for I have mountains of 
ice about me to melt." 

India. 
Famine still persists, and there are 

over 1,385,000 persons on relief works, 
a considerable increase having been 
shown during the last week reported 

Germany 

The growth of the Socialist influ­
ence on the youth has so alarmed the 
authorities that Conservative and other 
brigades, and homes for the youth are 
being started at a feverish rate. Any­
thing to keep the youth from Socialist 
peril. No part of the Socialist is fol­
lowed by the capitalist press with su'h 
interest as that of the organization of 
the youth, and it may well be that 
not the least of the services of the 
Socialist Party, in the near future, will 
be in the fact that its competition will 
cause the capitalists to make serious 
concessions in the hope of maintaining 
their influence on the growing youth. 
The greater these concessions the bet 
ter for us if we can show that it is 
due to our competition, and to the 
need of counteracting our influence. 

The Prussian Landtag election has 
been set for June. The three class 
system prevents considerable gains for 
the Socialists. H.v some Comrades, 
extra parliamentary measures are ad­
vocated. The majority, however, be­
lieve in the political agitation. 

England. 

An American is struck by the evan­
gelical energy which characterizes the 
Socialist propaganda in England; it 
would be hard to match it on the con­
tinent or in this country. 

The party papers have set themselves 
to raise 20,000 shillings for a campaign 
throughout the country. The Clarion 
has organized a chain of cy. ling clubs 
which make frequent runs to hold meet­
ings or distribute literature, and var­
ious Party Locals have organized 
choirs which furnish innate at public 
meetings. Hut tin chief weapon of 
the Knglish proletarian is argument. 
There probably never was in the world 
such an epidemic of debating as rages 
now in the British Isles. Before clubs 
and into public gatherings the Social 
ist is sent by his organization to de­
fend his faith. The Party papers give 
a constant moving picture of English 
economic conditions. The horrors of 
unemployment, underfeeding, laek of 
housing and other atroeit ies, are re 
veiled in articles that leave little to 
desire in the way of detailed informa 
tion and vigorous statement. There is 
disagreement within the ranks in Eng­
land, even as here. Put internal dis 
sension is not allowed to turn the at­
tack from the capitalist system. 

Italy. 

The Italian railway employees have 
finally turned their backs m pure and 
simple tactics. They met in conven­
tion at Pome mar the close of .Ian 
nary. The convention accepted a 
straight revolutionary program; the 
purpose of the union organization is, 
it is declared, the preparation of the 
workers to take over the railways and 
operate them ill the interest of society. 
The most significant resolution pro 
posed, however, was one which repre 
sented the Socialist program. Since 
the Italian railways ate owned and run 
by the state the government is watch 

ing developments with a g I deal of 
uneasiness; and the bourgeois papers 
have been plunged into a most undigni 
tied |tate of excitement. 

The May celebrations at Pome were 
numerously attended, and great enthii 
siasm prevailed. In the Car in a dis­
trict a strike of peasants was declared, 
which has since continued. The num­
ber of the strikers is said to be l O i M M I , 
and the town population is taking 
sides. Large bodies of cavalry and in 
fan try have been drafted into the 
district; some conflicts have already 
taken place between strikers and 
blacklegs. Women are taking a most 
aggressive part in the struggle. 

By recent referendum, May Strick 
land of Anderson, Ind., was elected 
State Secretary and S. M . Reynolds of 
Terre Haute, a member of the National 
<'ommittee. 

By a recent referendum Tom Clif­
ford, 3517 Fulton Road, Cleveland, and 
II. H . Caldwell, :<09 Bank St., Dayton, 
were elected members of the National 
committee for Ohio. 

The Woman's committee, elected by 
the National Convention, recommended 
the appointment of Comrade Anna 
Maley as National Organizer. The 
same has been confirmed by the Na­
tional Executive committee. 

All the hatters of Orange, N . J . , 
nearly 3,000 i n number, have been 
locked out by the bosses' combination. 
The immediate cause is that the hat­
ters stood by the women trimmers, 
whom tho bosses attempted to vic­
timize. 

Comrades Kugene Y. Deb* and Ben 
llanford, the candidates of the Party, 
will II t a sub commit! >f the Na­
tional Executive committee at Na­
tional headquarters within two weelu, 
to arrange the general plans for the 
speaking campaign. 

Eight thousand union railroad men 
in the United States and Canada were 
represented by 120 delegates at the 
fourth biennial convention of the In­
ternational Brotherhood of Railway 
Employees in Boston last week. The 
convention lasted four days. 

The railway trackmen are planning 
for the establishment of a home for 
their aged and indigent members. It 
is proposed to acquire a tract of 500 
acres near Fort Scott, Kan. , as the 
location for the institution. 

The National Executive Committee 
in accordance with the instructions of 
the Convention has provided for the 
submission of the platform and Con­
stitution to a referendum vote of tne 
entire Party membership. Tin latter 
to be submitted in the following form: 
•'That amendments adopted by the 
Convention shall be submitted together 
with the corresponding sections of the 
old Constitution. The amendment to 
be printed in italics." 

Contrary to the reports sent to the 
rest of the world by the capitalistic 
press agencies, the municipal elections 
in Erance have resulted in a satis 
factory increase in the Socialist vote. 
In Paris, tor instance, the vote in 
creased from !»."»,l<it in BX»4 to lito.Bil 
in B M I H , on the first ballot. In the 
northern part of Elaine the increase in 
the Socialist vote was noteworthy. In 
Lille the vote increased from 12,li|H 
to lii.oiui.

M. Cleiiieiiceau will no 
doubt claim great credit for having 
saved society, but we may also con 
gratulate the leaders of the workers 
on having abstained from any action 
which would furnish a pretext for the 
use of force. 

We heartily congratulate our French 
comrades upon the results of the 
municipal elections in Paris and in tin 
provinces. The Socialist V o l e cast 
s h o w s a considerable advance not only 
in the metropolis and the great indus 
trial centers, but in the smaller towns 
and country districts. The summary 
of results given by Longiict in " l . ' l l u 
innnite" proves this conclusively. (>f 
course the reactionary journals, Liberal 
and Conservative, in England as in 
Erance, declare that this means a set 
buck for Socialism, especially as the 
elections passed off quite quietly. That 
is nil right. If our enemies are thank 
fill for such mercies us these, they must 
be in a terrible fright.

The total amount of literature dis 
tributed by the Milwaukee Smialisis 
during their recent city campaign 
amounted to 1,200,000 pieces of liters 
tore. Now do not think this is a 
misprint, and read it twelve thousand 
pieces. It means just what it says, 
one million, two hundred thousand pa 
pers, leaflets, dodgers, etc. 

Add to this, the Comrades in the 
Tenth ward of Milwaukee have dev ised 
a t u n scheme of propaganda. A ( O I I I - J 

rade leaves at every house a copy of 
"Socialism Made Plain'" and "Social 
isti»clic Prii f e " , in order to reach 
both English and German readers, j 
With this he leaves notice that he will' 
call again next day for these bonks, 
and that any one wishing to purchase 
them can leave the price in an in 
velnpe, which accompanies the books. 
The first experiment resulted in a sale 
of every third bonk left for inspection. 

With all this stirring up of the pub 
lie it is no wonder that an assist.int 
librarian in our public library reports 
that never in the history of the Mil 
waukee City Library were so many 
Socialist books consulted ami taken mil 
on curds as during the last month. 
When yoi» can once get the people to 
reading, you are making Socialists 
very fast, and intelligent Socialists at 
that. 

An organization of voting people's 
auxiliary Social Democratic clubs is 
now on fot in Wisconsin. The object 
is to give the young folks social and 
educational centers, and at the same 
time to train the children o f Socialists 
and others for activity in the party 
as soon as they In me fit for party 
iiiembi rship. 

The total cost of the Milwaukee 
campaign, roughly speaking, was be 
tween five and six thousand dollars. 
Literary campaigns are expensive, but 
the results are lasting 

One of the most interesting move­
ments of the present century is the 
struggle which English women are 
making for the right of suffrage. The 
usual reply of the legislator to the 
plea for women suffrage is that "the 
women themselves don't want to vote." 
The 

irrepressible activity of these en­
ergetic women has answered that argu 
Blent most emphatically. 

Indeed the eagerness with which 
these women brave arrest and imprison-
men1 shows a very deep seated discon­
tent with the present condition of wo­
man. True, from our standpoint, the 
game is not quite worth the candle. 
The suffragists afe beginning at the 
wrong end. Political lil»erty is good 
with economic freedom. Without eco­
nomic freedom it is nothing. This 
holds just as true for women as for 
workingmen. 

But. in the case of women, the ques 
tion of economic emancipation is 
doubly complex. It is not only the 
question of class emancipation. It is 
slso a question of women's natural 
duties and functions, and whether these 
make her a natural dependent. 

At present two totally different 
t y p e s of women arc being evolved. 
There is the wage-working woman, who 
joins jn the social labor of production, 
and i - more or less developed ill char 
•eter and independence by this social 
contact, but is childless. And there is 
the mother, who is giving the world its 
next generation, but who is punished 
for this by economic dependence, by 
isolated and therefore uninteresting 
labor, and by the mental degeneracy 
which is its natural result. 

It must be confessed that each type 
is only half a human being. And till 
some system can be worked nut which 
will unite the two, which can permit 
the working woman to be a mother, and 
the mother to be a free woman, the 
woman question will never be settled. 

There are some scientists, and even. 
We regret to say, some Socialists, who 
claim that this cannot be. They insist 
that the very function of motherhood 
tends to mental inferiority and that for 
this reason woman must always remain 
a dependent. 

If this were true, if humanity could 
only be perpetuated by sacrificing 
one half of it, then it would be well 
for the human race to come to an end 
St once. If the world is so constructed 
by nature that it must necessarily be 
composed of two classes, a superior and 
exploiting sex and an inferior and ex­
ploited sex, then surely there could be 
nothing better than Schopenhauer's 
•'universal suicide", or rather uni­
versal race suicide. That would be the 
only way of getting even with such 
a cruel and cynical law of nature. 

But fortunately there is no such nat­
ural law. 

The greatest intellectual triumph of 
this age, the discovery which has revo­
lutionized all branches of science,• and 
11 opening wide doors on everv side to 
new and startling scientific truths— 
the discovery of radium was made by 
a woman and a mother. 

It is not motherhood that dwarfs the 
brain and cripples the intellect. It 
is the narrow round of isolated, un­
social labor which keeps the housewife 
in the same identical, antiquated old 
treadmill in which her mother, grand 
mother and great grandmother wore 
down their lives, generation after gen­
eration. The world's industry has 
moved on with giant strides. Hers 
has remained at a standstill. 

What to do .' Take her out of her 
little narrow prison-kitchen and make 
In r a social worker .' Alas, under the 
wage system that also is a cruel tread­
mill. If domestic labor dwarfs the 
women, wage labor crushes her. 

So in the end we find that the same 
economic problem confronts the wo­
man as the man. If the abolition of 
the wage system is necessary for the 
w irkiugman. far more is it an almost 
lite nnd death necessity for every wn 
man. Until that is brought about, no 
woman can complete a happy and well 
rounded existence. 

Viol that is why we say the suf 
fragists are beginning at the wrong 
end. By all means let them work for 
universal suffrage, and good luck to 
t heir efforts ! 

Put at the same time let them re­
member that economic freedom is the 
only security for political liberty. 
Let them know that for men as for wo­
men the one open door is through tne 
abolition of wage slavery. First of 
all. let them become convill I that the 
real salvntiou for them and their sis­
ters is through a new economic system. 
And then let them work and fight for 
the Socialist Republic ! The Yanguard. 
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full, but still there is room in them 
for the ballot.
