Labor Refuses to March With Soldiers
Employed w0 Break Strikes and
Enforce Injunctions,

Well, it's Four days of
agony for the sake of bringing busi-
ness to the Helena merchants.

Four days of commerclal “patriot-

And even the merchants are dis-
gusted, as the eagerly sought profits

did not materialize. Too many un-
employed to make profit for mer-
chants. Six million unemployed !
They are making nc product A8
long as they are above ground they
must consume in some miserable sort
of & way.

Commercial civilizntion is a fallure
and a fake; and the commerclal pat-
riotism was sticking out all over this
Fourth-of-July celebration. Those
who were the most zealous and the
most comnspicuous were those who
had some political job to brace up on
which thelr living dopended.

No enthusiasm was manifested by
the crowd for any “patriotic” sug-
gestions or symbols. They are get-
ting dead on to the game that there
isn't much to worship Iin a govern-
ment that looks upon six million idle
and starving men with Indifference
and appropriates 230 milllon dollars
for war measures.

Not one cent to employ and save its
citizens, but millions for murder, and
to hound them down as “hoboes™

The toadylam to the military fea-
ture in the parade was sickemning. A
nation that parades its instruments of
murder, its gatling guns, its soldiers,
its legalized murderers, I8 still in the
stages of savage barbarism.

But the paraphernalia of death and
butchery evoked no enthusiasm from
the crowds that silently gased. It
takes the rich, the prosperous and
the elite to grow enthusiastic over
military displays. To make these
before the working class multitudes
of the Weat is bringing wares to the
wrong market. What kind of “free-
dom"” has American “liberty” brought
to the working man? The national
constitution is set aside by congress,
court and Injunction In favor of the
capitalist.

Army and mavy fight on the slde
of the capitalist. As was remarked
during the parade, “All the soldlers
are for I8 to parade, and to shoot
duwn working men on strike.”

As an Instance of the velled con-
tempt which the pubiic feels for the
goverament's use of its “authority”,
one quiet little wgmun, holding a pub-
lle position, who watched the police
force of Helema under the command
of Lanstrum's errand boy, Bob Fisk,
mount guard over the Auditorium to
prevent the exercise of the constl-
tutional right of frec speech therein,
sald demurely, “I thought they would

The flag flles most consplcuously
over the greatest graft of the cap-
ftalists. It wil be m ore honored
when it floats over more just and
humane Institutions,

The display made by the Helena
Fire Department was the most beauti-
ful of the entire carnival. And this
is a department that merits the honor
and admiration of every ome. It is
a municipal fumction performed by
the city for the protection of all its
citizens allke., It is to save, not to
kill and starve.

When we have civilization all the
necessary functions of soclal lfe will
be performed im the same wWay.

Only the oarpenters pa-
raded, and they are not affillated with
the Trades Council. Ever since the
chlef function of the military has
become that of bresking strikes the
unions all over the country have uni-
form'y refused to participate In any
yarades with the troops. There Is
no use to advertise them as a fea-
ture in government parades, because
they won't go.

The confettl throwing and nolse on
the streets for four nights is a dis-
grace to Intelligence. It is a retro-
gression to the most inferior type of
people In the backward European
countries. All pretense at the dignity
of democratic achievement s lost
Even the orator on human rights,
and the reading of the Declaration
of Independence has been abandoned.
Nothing to arouse thought—just this
wild shriek of commercial “patriot-
Ism"”, “Patriotism” :ays the English

statesman, “ls the last refuge of a
scoundrel”,
As for the “old wsoldiers"—they

were a pitiful exposition of the de-
lusions under which commercial greed
gets the support of i*s victims. Tot-
tering upon the verge of pauper
graves they exhibit to the eyes of
the world that they fought against
the southern capitalist, making profit
off slave labor, yet supporting his
slave, on the side of the northern cap-
italist who could make ='Tre profit
off the wage slave and not have to
support him when he ceased to be
profitable. And In exchange for their
patriotic devotion to northern profits
they may eke out a dog's existence
in government almshouses.

The workers are getting more sense
though, and all over the world are
refusing to fight the battles of their
capitalist masters.

The true patriot wili not rejolce at
institutions that are detestable, but
will strive to establish those fit for
civilized minds to take pride in.

E FINNISH ORGANIZATION.

The present condition of unem-
ployment and prevailing hard times
has acted as a check t othe usual
activities of some of the older com-
rades, but, on the contrary, these con-
ditions have alse bhad the effect of
adding many new members by dem-
onstrating the inevitahle breakdown
and fallure of the caoltalist system.

Beventeen new branches have been
organized during the past six montha.
Two district organisers are afield,
and a third will start August 10,
Temporary agitators will be at work
during the campalgn.

In order to awaken the Finns who
are engaged In farming, the Finnish
organizgation, at a coust of $600, has
translated and publish-d "“The Amer-
lcan Farmer”, written by A. M.
Bimons. These books are to be sold
at nost.

The comrades of the Western Dis-
trict have completid thelr lecture
courses, which covered a period of
nine weeks at a total cost of $876.15,
of which amount tne organization
paid $150.000, the balance being
rilsed by special arsessments and
contributions.

The Central District held its con-
vention June 22-23 at Duluth, Minn.
The Eastern District convention will
be held July 12 at Worcester, Mass,
The object of these conventions s
to devise the best plans for organiza-
tion and agitation.

Besldes four Boclalist publications,
the Finnish comrades keep up a So-
clalist school, located at Smithville,
Minn., This school waes owned by n
religlous organization but about two
weeks ago the soclalists took conirol,
and under their management socialist
scholars crowd the classes,

All of this loss and what amounted
to an absolute ealamity had to be
endured by this one cltigen for the
snke of protecting the health of the
community.

AMERICA’S GREATEST ORATOR

Volces the Hopes and Fears and
Rights of the Common People—
Short Sketch of His Life
and His Works

Eugene V. Debs was born in Terre
Haute, Ind.,, in the autumn of 18565,
Fifteen years later he began his work
as a rallway employe in the old Van-
dalia car shops. From this he at-
talned a position as fireman on a
freight engine, and ag time rolled on,
became 80 ecarnest in the life of the
rallway workers that he was forced
ahead by his men in thelr officlal
councils. He became active in the
Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen,
and when he was twenty-two Years
old that organization made him editor
of its magazine. His ability and his
vitality were so generally recognized
that all munner of hrotherhood work
was placed upon his willing shoulders.

Later on he was made general sec-
retary and treasurer of the organiza-
tion, which grew rapidly from in-
fancy to national proportions, In
this position he was custodian of lit-
erally milllons of dollars of organi-
zation funds,

In 1882 Mr. D:bs founded the
American Raillway Unilon, which
lsought to embrace within its mem-
bership all rallway workers from sec-
tion men to engineer and conductor.
Under his gulding bhand It speedily
reached collossal proportions. This
yvoung glant waged its first battle with
the Great Northern allway and the
road was successfully tied up from
the sluggish waters of the Mississippi
river to the breaking waves of the

Pacific coast. The company was
foreed to accede to the demands of
the men and to restore wages of all
employes amounting in the aggregate
to mapy thousands of dollars per
month,

Following the Great Northern strike
came the big Pullman strike. The
stature of this labor glant was now
comprehended by the general man-
agers. And when the big union gave
it out that no more Pullman cars
would be handled throughout the
country until that greedy organization
made proper settlement with Its men,
and also until other grievances which
railroad men had suffered under were
adjusted, a battle royal was begun.
And yet hardly a batile royal, for the
moment the managers thought that
they would lose the battle they used
their influence with the government
to draw the power of the United
States into the contest. Within two
days of the beginning of the strike
scarcely a car of any description was
moving between the Misslssippl val-
ley and the Pacific occan. Within a
short time the commerce of the na-
tion had felt the power of the organi-
zation and was practically paralyzed.
The United States courts were
wheeled into line by the general man-
agers and Mr. Debe’ brilllant talents
were literally bound and gagged by
injunctions. This meant just what
it would mean If the general in the
battlefield was deprived of the right
to speak or write. Of course the in-
Junction had to be disobeyed, and Mr.
Debs’ brilllant talents were soon be-
hind prison bars. This and the mob
spirit provoked by President Cleve-
land sending United States troops to
Chicago, turned the seales against the
strikers,

In 1882 Mr. Debs resigned his po-
sition In the firemen’'s brotherhood.
He was receiving $4,000 per year.
And the convention of over 400 dele-
gates by unanimous vote, refused to
accept the resignation and offered any
galary he might name. Finding his
mind unalterably made up, the con-
vention offered him $2,000 to go to
Europe and recuperate his somewhat

In view of the political significance
of the term Christian Soclalism In
European countries it Is necessary to
emphasize that the fellowship differs
wholly In its spirit and purpose from
the so-called Christian Socialist par-
ties In Germany and elsewhere, It
must be distinguished from the semi-
philanthrople and  soclal  reform
movements which are sometimes des-
lgnated ag Christian Boclalism.

It has no connection with, but on
the contrary, condemns, the so-called
Christian Boclalist movement of Ger-
many, Austria and other Continental
countries which carries on a violent
anti-Boclallst and unchristian propa-
ganda cf anti-Soclallsm and antag-

countries and is In hearty

onizes the Bocelal Democracy, the po-
litical movement of the working class,

The fellowship belleves in and ad-
vocates soclalism without any quali-
fying adjectives whatever, It
not offer any special form of social-
sim distinetively Christlan. The so-
clalism it preaches differs in no way
from that of the International SBocial-
Ist movement.

The fellowship does not alm
create 4 new political party, but in-
dorses and supports the platform and
principles of the Boclalist party. Most
of the members of the fellowship are
members also of the party, and the
Iinfluence of the fellowship s
servedly glven to the party.

No religlous or creed test Is lm-
posed as a condition of membership
In the fellowship. The reason for its
existence as a special organization s
the need for carrying on soclalist
propaganda amone the members of
the churches and other religious in-
stitutions.

them to propagate soclallsm in the
congregation through the fellowship

The fellowship will confine Its ef-
forts to the special work de-
scribed It will not seek to Influence
the poliey of the Soclalist party, but
will maintain an attitude of strict
neutrality upon all questions of party
organization and pollcy.—Dally Call,

Mr. Debs became an avowed So-
clalist with the new year of 1897,
He Issued a proclamation from the
Jall in which the Injunction judges
had Incarcerated him in which he re-
viewed the economic conditions and
the situation of the labor unlons. He
declared that the lssue from then on
must be BSoclalism wvea Capitalism.
When the Ameriean Rallway unlon
met in national convention at Chicago
in June of that year, It merged itself
into a political organization to be
known as the BSoclal-Democracy of
America. This was largely brought
about by the work of I'Wesconsin so-
clalists. Mr. Debs was made chair-
man of the national executive board,
and the organization at once made
rapid progress all over the country.
A year later the name of the party
was changed to the Soclal-Democratic
party, and Mr. Debs continued on the
national board

In 1901 the party name was again
changed to the Soclalist party, al-
though the organization In some
states, for legal reasons was per-
mitted to retain the old name,

Since becoming a soclalist Mr.
Debe has forged to the front as one
of the most remarkaole platform ora-
tors in the United Biates. He has
spoken In every state In the union,
and is much in demand by Chau-
tauqua meetings. He has never been
able to meet all the calls made upon
him, simply because there are only
365 days In a year. His splendid agi-
tational abilities and his wonderful
powers as a campalgner have made
him the logical presidential candidate
of the Boclal Party, and it Is ex-
pected this year that he will more
than repeat his wonderful record of
four years ago, when on many oe-
cas'ons he drew larger nudiences than
the candidates of the capitalist
parties.—8ocial-Democratic Herald.

ORCHARD

PERPETRATOR OF TWENTY-SIX
MURDERS ESCAPES DEATH
SENTENCE.

DEATH SENTENCE COMMUTED

Claims Clemency Because of Service
Rendered Btate Against Western
Federation Officials.

In spite of the confession of whole-
sale murder and of his attempt to ald
in the hanging of Moyer and Hay-
wood for the crimes he had com-
mitted, and of his own expressed wish
to be hanged, the sentence of Harry
Orchard was yesterday commuted to
life imprisonment by the Idaho State
Board of Pardons

Appearing for Orchard before the
board, Frank Wyman, appointed by
the court, argued that by accepting
his testimony in the trials of W. D.
Haywood and Charles H. Moyer, the
State of Idaho had obligated itself to
extend clemency. The recommenda-
tion of Judge Woeod that the sentence
be commuted was also presented.
No one appeared In opposition to the
action.

ENGLISH SOCIALISTS PROTEST
AGAINST ACTION OF KING.

After the visit of the King of Eng-
land to the Tsar, that of the President
of the French Republic is to follow.
That the official heads of the two
most democratic nations In Europe
should in succession pay a visit to
the crowned murderer of Muscovy
vividly illustrates the moral callous-
ness of politiclans in high places. In
France, however, as In England, the
projected visit of the official chief
of the state has been subjected to
well-merited reprobation.

Last Sunday the National Council
of the United Soclalist party unani-
mously adopted a resolution protest-
ing with indignation against the
forthcoming journey of M. Fallleres
to Russia, to visit the Tsar at the
moment when the Russian govern=
ment is hanging, shooting, and de-
porting people to Siberia in Increas-
ing numbers.

In this it was declared that the So-
clalists were following the example
of their Itallan comrades, who In
1903 prevented the Tsar from visiting
Italy, and were imitating the recent
action of the militant members of the
Labour party in the British House of
Commons, who had protested against
the voyage of King Edward to Russia.

MONTANA NBWS HELBNA. MONTANA.

Members of the soclalist clergy-
men's secret organization recently
made the officilal announcement that
its efforts will be directed to convert
seven mlilllon Protestant voters and
three milllon Catholic voters to the
doctrines of socialism,

According to the statement lssued
the number of clergymen agitators
has been Increased to three hundred
The statement says in part;

“The churches of this country,
especially those constituting the
Protestant wing of our American
Christendom, are rapldly belng honey-
combed by the Insidious doctrines of
soclalism as promulgated by a band
of zealots who belleve that thereby
they will restore to the world the
lost economic doctrine of eJsus.

“A few years ago soclalistic prin-
ciples seemed to be mostly confined
to A& small number of Unitarian
preachers, who, being radical in the-
ology, readily became radical In
soclology llkewise. But now not
only do the Unitarians smell of the
malady, but Episcopallans by the
score, and numerous Baptists, Metho-
dists, Presbyterians, Disciples, Luth-
erans, Congregationalists, Universal-
ists and even Roman Catholics have
become Infested with the soclalist
microbe and stricken with the diseas..

“Fully three hundred of the clergy
of the country are already openly ul-
lied with the movement, and it Is ex-
pected that these will shortly issue a
manifesto to the Christians of the
nation.

“When it is remembered that the
respective Protestant bodles number
upon thelr communicant rolls seven
millions of voters, to which must be
added three milllon Roman Catholic
voters, a total of ten milllon voters,
or a clear majority of the whole, It
can be seen to what extent the Chris-
tian 8ocialist propaganda menaces the
old political parties.

PASS RINGING RESOLUTIONS,

The Soclalist county convention of
Cleveland, Ohlo, has passed most
ringing and informing resolutions on
Tom I. Johnson, mayor of Cleveland.

Johnson is a single-taxer, the great
“lUberal”; the sort of man that the
“reform” crowd point us soclalists to,
and ask us why we do not go and
do lkewise, The anarchists point
him out as a shining example of what
the “good man” can do for the work-
ing class, while they cannot adopt the
soclalist line of compact, class political
action.

The resolutions state that Johnson
has placed obstacles in the way of the
people’s referendum on the security
franchise, They say the great re-
former In the mayoralty chalr of
Cleveland did not try to enact legis-
lation that would Improve the con-
ditions of the employes on traction
Systemas, His settlement with the
Cleveland Eleetrie company burdened
the patrons of the traction system
with an obligation of paying gix per
cent on & sum of sixty odd million
dollars, most of which was watered
stock,

It is pointed out that Tom L. John-
son, the mayor, did not keep the
pledges of Tom L. Johnson, the eandi-
date. In his speeches he thundered
against the corporations and promised
not to grant them franchises without
compelling them to pay for the priv-
Ieges. Instead he granted a free
perpetual franchise worth untold mil-
lions to the Belt Line of the Vander-
blits, and the gas company owned by

John D. Rockefeller.
He Is designated in these resolu-
tions as “‘false to the best interests

of the working men of Cleveland, an
enemy of organized labor, a daring
corrupter of public consclience, a false
prophet of single tax, and a bogus
reformer.”’

CAPITALIST PAPERS DO NOT RE-
PORT SOCIALIST GAINS,

When the soclalists lost two or
three scats in the city council In the
election in Paris the cables were kept
hot announcing the “great socialist
defeat.” Last week the soclalists wan
seven seats In the Prussian Legisla-
true, where they never had represen-
tation before. In Prussia the work-
ing people are practically disfran-
chised, the rich and middle class hav-
ing more voles than they because
of unjust ballot laws, Five of the
seven seats were won in Berlin. But
you heard no cable announcements of
the “Boclallst victory,” did you?

Philipsburg, Mont., June 15.
Dear Comrade:—This has been a
great stunt you started me off to per-
form, but I have survived thus far
and If T get back to Butte safe and
sane tomorrow, we'll call it all right—
for the cause,

Left home on Thursday night, stald
at Anaconda that night and was up
bright and early Friday morning to
find some way of getting to Philips-
burg before SBaturday morning. The
best 1 could do was to take the mall
stage for Cable and trust to luck for
the rest of the way. Luck was with
me, for at Cable I met Mr. Murphy,
the experienced and genial veteran
driver who is carrying the Anaconda
Standards Into Philipsburg these
days. He had nothing but a light
road cart which had room only for
one person and the mall sack, and the
road up the mountain from Cable to
the Bouthern Cross mine was too
badly washed out to make It safe for
even one person on the cart. 1 was
game, however, and so was Murphy.

We strapped my grip on to the cart
and walked up the mountain, letting
the horse and cart go wherever both
wheels could be kept out of the deep
gullies worn In the roads by the
floods. After leaving the Southern
Cross on the other slope the roads

were better., 1 got on the cart and
Murphy drove, walking beside the
vehicle. A mile or so further on he

borrowed A& buggy from a neighbor
and thence onward the travel was
more comfortable.

On the whole, it was a most en-
Joyable drive, The scenery was
superb and the ravages of the recent

flood and the swollen, rushing
streams made it the more rugged and
varied.

We arrived at Philipsburg at 6
p. m., making elght hours on the
road from Anaconda. I lost no time
getting word to the committes that 1
was on hand to make the Miners'
Union Day oration. Just here s
where the Joke comes in, but for the
life of me I don't know who the joke
is on. First, they were not expecting
me or any other outside speaker, hav-
ing arranged with Hon. D. M. Durfee
of Philipsburg, who tells me that he
has been the orator for the Granite
union every year since its organiza-
tion, twenty years ago. Of course, |
not only felt “de trop” but almost
like a sacreligious wusurper. But,
second, when the committee found
that I was a soclalist and had been
sent on your order, they balked.
They didn't want a soclelist speech
anyhow. Of course 1 offered to go
away and leave them In their sins;
but the comrades on the committee
pleaded that it was a shame in view
of the misunderstanding under which
I had come, and in view, further, of
the hardship and expense of the trip,
to send me back unheard, This coun-
sel prevalled when [ promised to be
good and not make a political soclal-
Istic speech. But third, they were not
going to celebrate on the 13th but
had postponed the exercises till the
16th. This meant two extra days for
me and with nothing to do but bear
the tedium of walting. 1 decided to
wait and to make that speech If 1|
could do no more than make ex-

penses. So I walted and 1 made the
speech today. I gave the "Soclal
Service" speech you heard at Living-
ston. 1 don't call that a “political”

socialist speech, do you? Well, It
pleased the men, even the non-social-
ists with a few exceptions. One mem-
ber of the committee vindicated his
loyalty to his own party by rising
and walking off the stage and out of
the meeting when, near the close |
sald of myself “I am a soclalist”,
That was about as near as I came to
being political; but the gospel is in
the speech anyhow,

Mr. Durfee made a graceful, well
chosen address of congratulation and
of optimistic hopefulness and then
very courteously ylelded the rest of
his time to me. It was highly mag-
nanimous on his part, thus court-
cously to treat a virtual Interloper,
and I take off my hat to him.

On Bunday evening, the Presbyter-
lan clergyman at Philipsburg had ar-
ranged a symposium on the general
tople of labor and modern life. The
principal of the high school was to
speak on “Modern Education and Its
Relation to Labor”; the minister, Rev,
Stevens, was to speak on “"What Re-
ligion Does for Labonr”, and Com-
rade Baurer was to speak on "“"What
Organized Labor Has Done for the
Working Class."” When Comrade
Saurer found I was In town, he got
the consent of Rev. Stevens to have
me substitute for him on the “Or-
ganized Labor” tople. 8o | spoke on
that tople, in the church on Sunday
evening, for about thirty minutes. It
was purely extempore and more ram-

bling than I llke to be but | fancy
it was not wholly In vain. Of course
I preached our gospel before 1 fin-

ished,
Well, the stunt Is ended and 1 am
walting to go home; can't leave till
tomorrow morning. Footing up ex-
penses, I see they will reach twenty-
one dollars and twenty cents. My
recelpts are twenty-five dollars. This
leaves me three dollars and elghty

cents to the good for flve days time,

CONVENTION CALL.

Helena, Mont., July 1, 1908.
To All Unions Affiliated With and

Chartered by the Montana Federa-

tion of Labor and to All Unions Not

Yet Affiliated—Greoting:

The Fifteenth convention of the
Montana State Federation of Labor,
affillated with the American Federa-
tion of Labor, is hereby called to
convene in the City of Billings, Mont.,
on the 1Tth day of August at 12
o'clock, noon, to conslider any and all
business pertaining to the advance-
ment and betterment of the social and
economic conditions of the working
people of this state in particular and
the country in general.

All unions that are not at present
affiliated are urged to do so now and
send representatives Lo the conven-
tion. The Federatior is for the hene-
fit of all and by uniting your union
with it you are assisting in the final
emancipation of the wage earners
from economic degradation and plac-
ing yourself in a position to demand,
instead of requesting, your share of
the wealth created by labor.

Every union in Montana should
have at least ONE dclegate in attend-
ance, and If possible as many more as
the constitution allows. Bhow by
your presence at the convention that
the awakening has come to you which
will be labor's notice to the employing
class that labor Is jealous of its rights
and means to maintain them.

Railroad rates will he one and one-
third fare, on the certificate plan,
from all points in Montana. ALL
persons attending the meeting at Bil-
lings, either as delegates or visitors,
will purchase one way tickets at
starting point not more than three
days prior to August 17, Sunday not
included, and take » receipt therefor
on foem with which the ticket agents
are supplied. This receipt when
signed by the secretary of the conven-
tion will entitle hold«r to return on
one-third fare. Do not fall to secure
this certificate when purchasing
ticket.

The following sections on repre-
sentation in  the convention are
quoted from the coastitution of the
State Federation:

Section 2. Each local union char-
tered by or affiliated with the State
Federation shall be entitled to one
representative for the charter and
one for each 100 members or major
fraction thereof until 1,000 member-
ship is attained, and one delegate for
each 500 members or major fraction
of same after the first 1,000 members.
City or county trades assemblies char-

Bection 3. Proxy votes shall not
be allowed.

Bection 4. Each delegate to any

convention of this Feedration must
present a credentinl signed by the
presiding officer and secretary and at-
tested by the seal of the organization
he represents and certifying the num-
ber of members of such organization.
Delogates shall prosent thelr creden-
tinls to the convention before being
admitted to a seat therein.

Section 6. Every delegate to any
convention of this Federation must be
a member In good standing of the or-
ganigation he represents

SOCTIALISM IN CHINA.

A soclalist revolutionary movement
scems to be galning ground in China.
It first came publicly forward with a
definite program a little over &
twelvemonth ago, and s the direct
result of the modernizing of popular
education, Its three great principles,
according to its leader, Dr. Sonen Yi-
slen, are these: The principle of race
struggle in China, the principle of the
people as soverelgn, and the principle
of soclallsm. It is held by these new
agitators that the opening up of
China to modern ldens and methods
will result In the appearance of the
same soclal problems as exist In Eu-
rope, the conflict of capital and labor,
the questions of land value, and a
system  of local administration im-
mensely complicated 'n an emplre of
400 milllons. Anticipate these prob-
lems, they ory, by pelzing the oppor-
tunity and creating a soclalist state,

Even In the backward nation of
Bervia soclalism is taking firm root
At the general election just held one
soclialist was elected to parllament to
volce the demands of the working
class,

It is reported that soclalism is be-
ginning to make some progress in
China. Under the leadership of Sun-
Yat-8en, who has been expelled from
French territory in the Far West, the
yellow “reds” are causing the rulers
sOme wWorry.

The final filgures from the recent
election in Belgium show that the
soclalist vote had Increased more
strongly than the returns at first indi-
cated for the same territory. The
vote was 237,174 In 1904, as against
274,163 for the elections recently held.

For the first time in the history of
Cuba a soclalist party will enter the
field at the coming general election.
The soclalists have a weekly newspa-
per in Havana, called El Soclalista,
and they are also making rapid
progress In organizing in the prin-

lis, | cipa) industrial centers.

Following the example of King Ed-
ward, President Fallieres, of France,
is also going to visit the king of butch-
ers, the Czar of Russia. And follow-
ing the example of the Labor party
of Great Britaln, the soclalists of
France are protesting against the ac-
tion of Fallleres. But it will have no
effect.

At the special election for member
of Parlilament In Dewsbury, the Lib-
erals won, securing 6°'600 votes, the
Conservatives 4,000 and Labor 2,450.
Ben Turner, the well known socialist
cigarmaker, was the candidate of the
Labor party. The Liberals lost heav-
ily and the Laborites increased, as did
the Conservatives.

Keir Hardle, the well known social-
ist and leader of the Labor party in
the British Parllament, will visit the
next convention of the Canadian
Trade and Labor Council, in Halifax,
N. B., next September. Hardie will
make & number of speeches showing
the necessity of organized labor en-
gaging In politics for its own salva-
tion.

The British government proposes to
wipe out one-third of the saloons in
the United Kingdom or a total of
32,000, within a period of 14 years,
compensating those whose licenses
are revoked., The Labor party Is sup-
porting the scheme on the ground
that the unrestricted starting of
galoons s unwise and for the reason
that the agitation will bring the
people to a realization that their plan
of municipalization of the liquor traf-
fie is the only logieal and proper solu-
tion of the problem.

The elections of the Cantonal Legis-
lature at Basel, Switzerland, have
ended in a big victory for the soclal-
ists. Before the election the Grand
Council consisted of 51 Radicals, 38
Socialists, 30 Torles, and 11 Catholics.
Now 43 Socialists, 41 Radicals, 28
Torles, and 18 Catholics will attend
to the internal affairs of this Im-
portant canton. The interesting point
about this election was that it was
conducted on a particular system of
proportional representation. Cumu-
lative voting is one of the features of
this S8wiss scheme, and it certainly is
significant that soclalism came out on
the top.

The general election In Japan has
been concluded and the government
has been triumphant The soclalists
made a start by contesting three dis-
tricts for members of Parllament, but
were defeated. In one district they
came within 300 votes of winning the
seat. This Is considered a remarkable
showing when It Is known that three-
fourths of the working people In
Japan are disfranchiscd and that co-
ercive and corrupt methods are
openly practiced by the capitalists
and their politicians. The soclalists
are greatly encouraged, however, by
the showing they have made, and
proselyting will be continued with re-
newed vigor to gain converts and
force the government to grant polit-
ical rights to the working class.

Persin has come to the front with
a Soclalist party. In Persianese It is
called Mudschohld, but the name
doesn’'t worry the “reds.” They have
Issued a manifesto al Tiflis calling
upon the soclulists of the world to
make a vigorous protest against the
governments of Russia and Turkey,
which are charged with supporting
the bureaucracy and the bourgeolsie
of Persia In its efforts to suppress the
revolution agitation It i& probable
that the Russian revolutionlsts have
some connections with the movement
in Persia. It would also appear that
Russin and Turkey are not likely to
deelare war—except upon the com-
mon people, toward which end the
rulers of both countries are bending

all their energies.

The State Convention of Michigan,
which was announced for July 4, has
been postponed untll a later date to
conform to the provisions of the state
primary law,

Comrade J. L. Fitts at Laurinburg,
North Carolina, was called upon by a
committee of good (7) citizens and
informed that it would be healthy for
him to leave town the next morning.
They explained that they did not
want the soclalist doctrine taught
among the Ignorant people of the
nelghboring mill district.

Relating to the liquor traffic the
Arkansas Boclalist platform contains
the following plank: *“9. Resolved,
that we belleve and recognize the
fact that one of the most sinful and
degrading blots on humanity and one
of man's worst enemies is the present
saloon. We believe In protecting
every American hom# from the ruina-
tion that the saloon brings and will
do all In our power to crush out the
traffic in Intoxicating liquors by re-
moving all profit.”

The Wisconsin state convention,
held in Milwaukee June 13th and
14th, was the largest ever held. The
capitalist papers criticised it for
lack of discipline, but gave it credit
for being large and enthusiastic in
the extreme. Comrade Harvey Dee
Brown was nominated for governor.
Notwithstanding the operation of the
primary law the party will have tick-
ets in the fleld at many points here-
tofore uncovered.

Charters have been granted by the
Natlonal Office to locals in unor-
ganized states as follows: Clifton
Forge, Va., § members; Rawhide,
Nev,, 15 members; Dodson, N. M., 6
members; Elkins, N. M., 7T members;

Comrade
Branstetter, state secretary, reports
that they have met the issue, and the
petitions for the state and congres-
slonal tickets, and for about seventy
members of the state legislature, were
filed on time,

To the earncst stu-
dent It I8 made clear from these facts
that Socialism. which stands for the
abolition of private property, I8 the
only source from which women can
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have economic and sex-freedom In
the future.

ON NOMINATIONS,

I suggest that the plan of nominat-
ing members of the Executive com-
mittese be changed rather than the
plan of election. It seems to me the
fault lies there. Why not require ten
locals in three different states to
make a nominee eligible? A candi-
date who is not sufficiently prom-
inent to be thought of thus widely
would have no show for election.
This would also prevent a number of
locals in one state from nominating
one man who, perhaps, Is well known
in the state but not outside. You
may know how that goes. Locals will
nominate one man for everything that
comes up regardless of his fitness to
serve In such capacities. I would
like to have at least one woman on
the Executive committee and I think
most members would, judging from
the way they vote. DBut when many
women are nominated under the pres-
ent plan their vote Is scattered and
no one Is likely to be elected. Granted
that we should have one woman on
that committee then the most feasible
plan suggesting itself to me Is to pro-
vide, constitutionally, for this by call-
ing for the nomination of women
members and placing and counting
votes for them separately.—Edward
