The t 'hrlstian socials have as­
sured the i r position by a so-called re­
form of the suffrage with a redistribu­
t ion of seats Before this reform, the 
distribution of seats was so that those 
which returned Christian social (or 
clerical) c i indblateH w. re much small-
er, and t h e i r representation much 
gMataf p r o p o r t i o n a t e l y , than In those 
which returned social-democrats; 
now, however, the clericals have made 
the situation even more unjust; the 
constituencies that returned Christ ian 
socials get extra members, so that now 
of the Vienna representatives a social-
democrat represents 58,000 voters, 
w h i l e a t 'hrlstian social only repre­
sents I M M That is a good sample 
of how to combine class rule with a 
sham a p p e a r a n c e of democracy. De­
spite this gross partiality, however, 
our Austrian comrades are taking up 
the right with the greatest energy and 
enthusiasm, and holding up the Injus­
tice of the system as a living example 
of what class rule means. 

F R A M E . 
In the current number of I 'Evel l 

Dcmoeratique, the organ of the Cath­
olic labor reformers. Marc Sangnier. 
a millionaire "friend of labor," who 
has posed for several years as quite 
revolutionary and almost a socialist, 
makes a vicious attack on the general 
federation of labor on account of the 
recent troubles at VUleneuve-Salnt-
Georges. and says literally: "The un­
ions of the general federation of labor 
are outside the laws of justice, morals 
and simple honesty. Whoever denies 
this Is a vi l lain and deserves death." 

The socialist unionists are glad 
thut Sangnier has at last dropped his 
mask and is revealed In his true col ­
ors, because his former Christian re­
form work among the Freach peas­
antry was a heavy drawback to the 
genuine labor movement. 

Spanish Socialists Active. 
There Is great activity among the 

Spanish socialists these days, and a 
movement has been started to trans­
form Pablo Iglelas' weekly paper, E l 
Soelallsta. Into a dally. A co-opera­
tive publishing company has been 
formed to issue the dally, and already-
large sums have been subscribed to­
ward this object. 

PORTO RICO. 
The agitation for the socialist move­

ment Is being carried on actively here 
by the well-known citizen Victor G. 
Cardamo, and many persons are be­
coming Interested. The local press is 
publishing contributions f rom his pen 
upon sound questions which are mak­
ing a deep impression upon the work­
ing class. 

In a recent article Sr. Cardama se­
verely criticised the rioting at Spring-
Meld, III., and concluded by call ing 
upon all the workers of America and 
the world to throw aside race preju­
dice and unite to accomplish their 
own salvation from wage slavery by 
bringing about the social revolution. 

There are said to be 638 socialist 
papers and magazines throughout the 
world, of which 77 are dailies. 

The recent pronouncement by Cath­
olic trades unionists against socialism 
In England Is having an interesting 
sequel In tin- formation of Catholic 
socialist societies. A number of mem­
bers of the I L. P. and the S. D. F . 
are Catholics, and they are retaliating 
by carrying on their propaganda work 
amongst their co-rellglonlsts. 

There has been some controversy 
In the Catholic Times between the 
Glasgow Catholic socialist society ami 
Dr. Colvln. a Catholic medical prac­
titioner In Glasgow. In connection 
with tin controversy the former body 
issued a challenge to the doctor a fort­
night ago to take a plebiscite of the 
Catholics of Glasgow on the question 
of whether they favor the public own­
ership of land nnd capital—the society 
agreeing to pay one-half the expense 
of the plebiscite. 

Our capitalist contemporaries are 
nil moralizing on the "dangerous step" 
taken by the British parliament, un­
der pressure f rom the soclullst mem­
bers, in establishing tin- old-age pen­
sion system. Of course It Is on behalf 
of the working people that these 
guardians of public Interests protest 
A pension of live shillings a week, It 
seems, is sure to "degrade and pau­
perize the recipients. It would he 
much better for the working people 
that they should quietly starve when 
they are too old to be of any use to 
tin employing class. It Is very curi­
ous that, netlher here nor In H o l ­
land, do any of these pious morulists 
find anything degrading to a superan-
uated army officer or the widow of a 
general or admiral In accepting a 
pension of ten or twenty or a hun­
dred times as big as that which Eng­
land's aged workers ure to receive.— 
Dally Cal l .

MARRIAGE I N S O C I A L I S T I C so­

T h e New York Independent of Aug­

ust 22 contained an article on mar-
rbic in socialistic society, written by 
Jean .laurcs, the famous socialist and 
member of the French chamber of 
deputies. M . Jnures discusses the 
question of the family In France, and 
after touching upon the divorce prob­
lem as dealt with by M . Bataille and 
M . Paul Bourget, the celebrated 
Fr. neb dramatists, he draws the fo l ­
lowing conclusions: 

"In the relations of the sexes, as In 
economic relations, real individual l ib­
erty exists only when each party en­
joys certain guarantees against the 
encroachments or abuses of the other. 
U p p e r class individualism is as evil In 
Its exploitation o f woman as woman, 
as it is in its exploitation of the work­
man as a workman. When the new-
socialism gives a young girl and the 
young woman a real and thorough 
education and enables them to sup­
port themselves by labor proportion­
ate to their strength and tab-nts, then 
wil l the "weaker sex" be guarded 
against surprises and traps, tie n will 
the married woman cease to be a de­
pend, nt being held in servitude 
through the fear of want and wretch-
edn. ss, then wi l l she be safe from the 
worst effects of cowardly desertion. 
Tti. education and the laws of social-
Ism will not allow a father to escape 
his duties toward his children by sim­
ply turning out into the street their 
unmarried mother, as can be done to­
day in this beautiful land of France 

"Hut when socialism shall have 
taken all these precautions in the in­
terest of the Individual of both sexes, 
when It shall have guaranteed the 
rights of all human beings, and espe­
cially the rights of the so-called weak­
er sex, It wil l not, at the same time, be 
guilty of rendering marriage a re-
sraining contract of any kind. Each 
one of the contracting parties wil l be 
free to continue to lead the Joint life 
or will be free to break a bond which 
may have become galling; for it wil l 
be held by society and the laws that 
where there is no longer any accord 
or affections or a desire to prolong 
the common existence, this existence 
becomes but a lie and should end. At 
the same time the socialist code wi l l 
teach that no idle fancy must play a 
part in this decision. This would de­
grade the party guilty thereof. It 
wil l never ceaae to teach that the no­
blest act of two beings is to give an 
eternal impulse to their love, and, at 
the same time, to declare that, when 
those who have sworn everlasting 
affection become involved In fatal mis­
understandings and are animated only 
by deadly hate, it would be a crime to 
try and curb two such souls by any-
legal chain. Socialistic society wi l l 
hold that it would be hypocrisy or 
hardness of heart to show any sign of 
reproval If two such beings sought 
happiness in another union. However, 
they wi l l be expected to confess to 
one another that they have failed and 
mifc.M d the highest Ideal of human 
life, which Is to mingle the heart and 
the senses in a single and unchange­
able affection. When the young wo­
man weds under the socialistic regime, 
as under the present one, she wi l l 
believe that she is taking a lasting 
step. But In the new world, as in the 
old, she will surely sometimes make a 
terrible mistake, and wi l l llnd that 
the human affections cannot be really 
bound by laws. The Ideal dream of 
eternal love wi l l be dissipated. But 
our socialistic code, which wi l l strive 
to bring man to the highest point of 
perfection and happiness, wi l l combat 
a too easy admission of failure In 
this soul life. It wil l make man 
ashamed of al l the lies and common­
place adventures which render mo­
nogamy a most cynical falsehood.
