But this art owes its fineness to the fact that it is not a product
of the studio, and not made for the market. These pictures come out of
the cauldron of the mightiest struggle in the history of mankind, They are
a product of the class warfare which will settle the destiny of all men.

These drawings, one and all, are made with a motive not understood by
the conventional draughtsmen of the respectable capitalistic world. They
are the expressions of opinion and emotion of men engaged in class warfare.

In the strikes of the miners, street car men, against injunctions and
frame-up, for Sacco and Vanzetti and Mooney and Billings, in the cam-
paigns against the war danger, for the defense of the Union of Socialist -
Soviet Republics, these artists feel and picture the only cause worth fight-
ing for. The drawings are made for a Communist daily fighting the
battles of the workers—made by artists who are giving their efforts and
genius to the working class, not for huge salary—but usually without pay.

Fred Ellis, staff cartoonist of the Daily Worker, was a sign painter for
twenty years and all this time a member in good standing in his union. A
worker, his cartoons are saturated with a frank working class bias.
