My correspondent belonged to a local which ' 
broke up after the endorsement of the present 
State administration; and eVer since the proleta­
rian ex-members of that local have been looking 
for a foothold which would give them a cWance 
to maintain the fight. I t  would seem that they, 
gained nothing” by leaving the party. Their 
places are taken by smooth bourgeois, mealy- . 
mouthed, anemic ethicists and political adven­
turers. I t is a poor exchange and we are all 
the poorer thereby. The men should: have 
stayed since they could do no better; they 
should-have, stayed and helped the res|t_ iof us.

I t  is easily comprehensible that a yigorous 
workingman sh(^uld desire to play a gaihe more- 
to his evident immediate i n t e r e s t - than j the po­
litical. For the political game at its v^ry best 
can be no more than a reflection of _ the actual 
fight carried on, in the shop, the mill ar 
mine. ' , '  ' . ' . _

Adventurous spirits will naturally find' 
real flight,.the economic fight itself, greater zest, 
g r e a t e r  opportunity aiid more real satisfaction 
than in manipulation and that eloquent hy­
pocrisy which is inseparable f r o m  popu^r speak­
ing and the marshaling of political sentiment. . 
All this can< be readily - granted. No pne can 
'blame a workingman, who, breaking loqsej from 
the bourgeois associations which membersl7ip ■ 
in the Socialist Party necessitates, goes; . into 
the; industrial struggle Jtself determinecl to put ■. 
his whole forc^ where it will immediately tell.

But the Socialist Party exists and willj con­
tinue to exist. I t has^a role to play:, it jis on

■ the stage of history. The character of the =■ role 
i s . largely dependent upon the working class 
and those who think with the working class.
I t  is quite likely that the maintenance of the 
present tendency in the Socialist P arty  will 
cause it to degenerate in to ' a mere appeiidage 
of reform republicanism',, and that its | leaders 
by careful bargainings, may, as is the Avay with 
leaders, land successfully, leaving their deluded 
followers wMlpwjng in the mire'. They ar;e not 
far from it  now; The recent Socialist- Party 
activities placed -side by side with those of re­
form republicanism are hardly- distinguishable ' 
except by the '.inferiority of their texture| and 
the evident amateurism of their construction. 
We find, the same “constructive” policy,; the 
same burning anxiety to give the capitalists a 
chance £to dispose of insecure plants for secure 
bonds, the same flatulent sentimentalism about 
a reformed society, even 'the- same desire to 
truckle to the- organized labor bodies.; I t 
would be hard to say where reform republican­
ism leaves off and Los Angeles socialism begins.

: Still the  Socialist Party is going to live.; In 
spite of all its present vileness, its d'oub̂ le deal­
ing and double shuffling, its belly crawling; and 
humiliating kotowing to labor organizecl^fDn safe, 
s a n e  and c.onservatiye lines, it is a .politic;al man­
ifestation of first class importance. .The eco­
n o m i c ' acts of the proletarians must [• mirror 
themsejves in political action and in thi|s coun,- 
try  they will,' in all probability, find their re­
flex in the Socialist Party. ' |

I t  is necessary then that the Socialist Party 
should as far as possible be made ameriable to 
the proletarian so that the latter may i find in 
it a ready response to such political desires as 
he may possess. For, even laying th|e least 
possible stress upon political action, it is -neces­
sary that the actual achievements of the !pro­
letarian should be converted ■ into statute I law 
enforceable by the power of society as a whole.
If the Socialist Party is not to mirror : merely 
the defeat of the small capitalist and to be 
phonographed in history as a futile whine, it 
m u s t  be ,made to mirror the advance ;of the 
proletarian. I t  can only do this by the presence, 
of the proletarian in its ranks and the presence 
also of those who. are able to interpret the psy­
chology of the militant proletarian.

.Besides this moreover the Socialist! Party 
m u s t  engage in a campaign of education so as

to obtain the support of that mass which while 
not proletarian still will cluster round the mili­
tant ri.ucleus if the aims of that militant body 
caii be made to appeal: to their sense of right 
and justice. -These latter are abstract terms 
and, it imust be remembered, that while such 
abstractions play no rgal'part in the equation 
of social pirogress after cancellation is made, 
they are still most, important elements in  gen­
eration or developing individual and even mass 
enthusiasm. These abstractions the bourgeois 
element in the party, is using to its own ad­
vantage at the present and is emotio|ializing 
with political career well in. view. :

Against this tendency and this emotional 
thimble rigging w e-protest in vain. Negotia­
tions cannot head off positive effort, for men 
after all, express themselves not in negations 
but in affirmations. A critical correspondent 
in REVOLT said rather a good thing when he 
declared that words unmacle men. Negations 
may unmake men and, even affirmations, . as 
the story of opportunist socialism conclusively 
shows.

Now, wfiat is mearit by a positive platform? 
A platform which will ,make proletarian affirma­
tions as against the bourgeois affirmations of 
the opportunist socialists. There is no space 
now to go more fully in to 'th is  but I .will set 
hereafter a list of matters which might be made 
the prominent features of a socialist campaign.

CARNEGIE c a u g h t  LYING.

■ (B y Nabtonai Socialist Press.) ,
“I  never had a- strike a s  long as I 

was in the steel business!”
This declaration was made by An­

drew Gamegie, the multimitKonaire, 
before the Stanley Steel Investigatitig: 
Committee. Two minutes after he 
had made' this assertion Carnegie 
was forced by a mem:ber of the. comi- 
mittfee' to admit • that there was a 
strike at Ws steel works a t Home­
stead, Pa., in 1892. A  few 'minutes 
later Carnegie again gave himself the 
lie by admitting that there was a 
Strike at Ms works at Braddocks in 
1887v . ^

A statement made by Carnegie that 
he had never employed .Pinkerton; 
detectives to break strifees. was shown 
to; be false by the testimony of J. 
H. Bridge, author o f “The . Inside 
History of the Carnegie Steel^ Com­
pany’̂  . 5 

Just when the hearing became in­
teresting from a labor poiait of view 
the committee, Republicans and D em ­
ocrats alike, decided that the story 
of the bloody Homestead strike and 
Carnegie’s inhuman exploitation of 
his workers “was really extraneous 
to .the investigation.” .

jaw removed as a result of pho ŝ- 
phorous necrosis or “phossy jaw*’ 
was brought before the House Com­
mittee on Ways and Means, at .a 
hearing on the Esch bill which pro­
vides for a pro-hibitive tax on. poison- 
oits 'matches.

Congressman Payne, the author of 
the Payne-Aldrich Tariff Law, fell 
asleep several times throughout the 
hearing. Nearly all match manufac- 
tntrers damned the Esch Bill with 
faint praise, showing that if they 
could have their way no such meas­
ure. would be passed.

LO C A L B U R U N C A M E  “SE L L S O U T ” ; 
T E C H N IC A L L Y , IF  N O T  A C TU A LLY .

•Under influence o ff political pressure, Local 
.Burlingame of the Sbcialist Party  has yielded 
to the suggestions of|, the “property owners,” 
one of the local political factions, to give, them 
a ticket for which they could vote to save their 
abject defeat at the hands of the “Good Govern­
ment League.” So at a- special meeting Ifeld 
Sunday, January 21st, a ticket consisting of 
three trustees, -a treasurer and ;a clerk was se­
lected for the coming spring election. In re­
sponse to the above mentioned "pressure it was 
sought by two of tlie trustee nominees to place 
a certain woman on the ticket who was not a 
member of the Socia.list Party,, but who claimed, 
or for whom it was claimed, th a t she was a 
Socialist, who had also recommended “trading.” 
Another apparent reason for desiring her for 
that, office was the salary attached to it. This 
candidate would be acceptable to the “property 
owners” and thereby bar the' only logical; can­
didate for that position, whose strenuous ser­
vice in the Socialist movement has made him 
“undesirable.” And when it comes to revenue, 
from any source, the individual in question 
needs it-a s 'b ad ly  as any one but he w ill not 
•scrarnble for it, Their, only hope . of . success : 
against the “G. G.’s” was to vote the Socialist 
ticket, inasmuch as it was decided, against con­
siderable reluctance, to put a ticket in \the 
field, thereby insuring the splitting of the Vote. 
I t had been objected all along that “w e didn’t 
have any material to put oh the ticket,” (and 
judging by the political 'discontent in Burlin­
game neither have any of .the others), but sud­
denly it was discovered by the-objectors that if 
they did not do so the Local would .forfeit its  
charter. So they got busy, and simultaneously 
sought to appease the- “property owners.”

Gne of the two trustees who sought to work 
the woman.on to the ticket said,it was absqlute- 
ly necessary to “do politics, no matter what: you 
might s a y ,e tc . So we will have a  politicia,n 
joh the board, (if they win) so detestable a 
thin,g when someone else happens to be. the pol­
itician.” And as there wasn’t a dissenting voicfe 
to this and similar proceedings I am- ofifering 
mine now. - .
' The basis of my uhpopularity rests largely 

in my ardent (uncompromisingly revolutionairy) 
Socialism, airgmented by my impatience vvith 
capitalistic thought, ethics ideals.

Anticipating the choice -for’ the clerkship,. I 
nominated someone else, to put the situation to 
a test. Then, because of the palpably bad 
choice’ I (the undesirable). was feebly nom ina-, 
ted for the position, and then as a further test 
(knowing the “personal” spirit goveFning), I 
submitted two reasons against my acceptance: 
First, I am not in the Socialist movement for 
office ; arid, second, inasmuch as a personal ques­
tion had been, made of it and .the purpose .was to 
“get votes” my presence on the ticket would 
defeat this purpose, and my self-respect must 
repudiate the “personal’’ attitude. .

During the nominations there was considera­
ble declining, but extreme urgeiicy was shown 
to bring about acceptance. However, in my 
case it seemed to lift a load from them arid I 
was hastily passed.

The one selected for'clerk is a mechanic, and 
by occupation and otherwise not at all likely of 
performing the clerical duties of the office, 
should he be elected. But,, this can be con­
veniently turned over to his sister, the lady 
herein mentioned. The nominee is five months 
in arrears, and has not attended, party meet­
ings, hence is in “bad standing” and under the 
Constitution stands suspended. .

Another memher, whom they are attempting 
to get on the ticket^ to take the place of one 
temporarily -chosen, is likewise ■ in arrears ' and 
has attended but one meeting, and he stands, 
likewise suspended. But they think he , will 
caitch votes. i.

There is'som ething radically wrong when we 
pursue “votes” instead of “principles.'’ The 
ones to please in the administration of party af­
fairs are the members themselves and not.those 
in the enemy’s camp.

Having witnessed the above initial proceed­
ings of “political” socialists, who cannot resist 
the temptation to “get votes,”. I now fully ap­
preciate and sym pathize‘with the critical atti­
tude of the “indaistrials.” It is far better to be 
“rabi4’- than t© forsafce your principleis and

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drag your lofty ideals through the mire qf po­
litical policy. . I t  savors of. the sordid scramble 
for office and its emoluments, serving your “per­
sonal friends” .at the expense of loyal comrades  ̂
The “politician” sought to 'observe tlie form of 

; “democracy” in the proceedings, but, just im-^. 
agine .applying democracy! and politics simulta­
neously. And now look ©ut for victory of the 
^'socialist” ticket and what will ,be the outcome ?

The Socialist movement is not here for the 
wqrship of heroes nor for the denunciation of 
“villains.” W e' may admire, qualities or prin-. 
ciples, or denounce the lack of them, but neveri 
lie down before, a person nOr put our feet: 
upon him. There is one quality surmounting all 
olliers, fidelity to our principles'and loyalty to 
our comrades, and- anyone unable to measure tip- 
to this should be gently but firmly set aside in 
the best-interests of the great'movement. How 
the ghosts , of the d.eparted heroes (if. you please, 
who gave their lives to the service of the race) 
of the Revolution .must look down in somber 
reproach- upon rthose who even attempt to com­
promise the true course to the attainment of our 
lofty ideals!  ̂ '

Now this matter is not a personal grievance,, 
for the w riter would rather plead someone'

■ else’s cause or case than his own and with betr 
ter grace but in order to  ̂  portray t h e . seriou s 
conditions and- the dangerous tendencies it, is 
necessary to be somewhat I specific:. Also, this 
matter is not submitted to our State office; for 
the reason that, the w riter’s  personal and party 
experience has' demonstrated that it would be 
indifferently, received. They seem to be tainted 
with, similar tendencies as herein - indicated. 
T here  is 'danger in going over to the “other 
side” 'except to make Socialists of theni and 
when that is-done you won’t have to ask them 
for. their “votes.”

Another danger in ,the.j3arty is contact with; 
the bourgeois' mind aiid environment, thereb}: 
breaking the necessary touch with actual-socia 
conditions and.- Working-class needs. , ■

The w riter'had-sought by propaganda school 
ing methods to: develop the varied ability inher 
ent in the members to the extent of our respec 
tive capacities. I t is no wonder that when w( 
rnake so much o f , an individual and constitutr 
him a  leader,. .that he is in time tempted anc 
led astray and falls into saying and doing 
things that- the workers must in  time reject 
But such is bur. capitalistic-training-.

How soon we forget the “Issue” ;—the horri­
ble conditions of millions of the race, in.. the 
depths of- the,,most unimaginable misery, and 
millions more on the verge of the precipice 
awaiting precipitation ! And in the "face of this 

: we dare to bend the back (or the knee) instead 
of being braced and fired with the invigorating 
fire of the Revolution and striving incessantly 
and laboring/hidefatigably. to  infuse 'i t  into 

- others. If you pursue this course you may not 
be “popular” but you will be Right. ,

Soon the struggle will be over! and th e n -  
wili we regret the part we .have played?
