And not
only are the captalns of industry, commerce
and finance wiser as well as fewer than
are we of the common herd, but—and this
is the very crux of the matter, the essence
of our hope--these men have so Infinitely
much more at stake singly and colectively
than we'vns In the aggregate even, that
they are nonnd In sheer self-protection to
maintain pablic confidence, and to preserve
private credits—T. 8, lo Mllwaukee Sen-
tinel.
