In additicn to the figures we gave
last week as to the killing off of the
workers by the capitalist svstem, a
fact or two may be added. The
average age at death of the nobility,
gentry and professional classes, ac-
cording to English statisticians, is
55 years. But among the workers at
Lambeth, for instance, the average
age at death is 20 years! Among the
rich eight out of every hundred in-
fants die during the first vear. The
infants of the poor die at the rate
of 30 per cent the first vear! 1In
Paris the rich quarters have a death
rate of 13.4 and 16.2, while in the
poor quarter the rate runs up to
31.3. The figures of occupation
mortally, so far as they have been
collected in BEngland, are startling.

shall live and who shall starve. They
will underbid each other practically
down to the mere existence level, in
order to get the job. The capitalists
know this. ‘The army of the unem-
ploved—which is very large in Mil-
waukee just now—is the thing they
rely on to keep the workers in sub-
jection. But if the Socialists win
and set the unemployed at work and
stop the competition for jobs what
is to stop wages from going up! The
right to work is as sacred as the right
to life, and the Socialists mean to
respect it.  Of course, the capitalists
will try to get consolation from the
fact that they can import labor if it
gets scarce in the local market, but
they realize that the Socialists would
then be bound to try to increase the
municipal work, so it would be any-
body’s game for a while, at least. It
is no wonder the capitalists are fran-
tic and the Milwaukee Sentinel pan-
icky to the verge of mud-throwing
at the prospect of the Socialists car-
rying the election.

B,erQer’s Speech of Acceptance.

AT THE CITY CONVENTION OF THE SOCIAL-
DEMOCRATS, MILWAUKEE, FEB. 27.

Mr. Chairman and Comrades:

It is no idle phrase if I tell you that I have not sought this nomina-
tion and that personally T would very much prefer another cumrade
who is a more able speaker than I. Yet I understand that I am simply
a #oldier of the Socialist revolution. You command: I ohev. [ also
highly appreciateé the honor of being selected to be the banner-hearer
of the Social-Democratic party that is going to sweep the city from
one end to the other at the next election.

board. For it is a patent fact that
if 40,000,000 people, aided by civili-
zation. possess a greater individual
producing power than-the Innuit,
then those 40,000,000 people should
enjoy more creature comforts and
heart’s delights than the Inniuts en-
joy.

1f the 400,000 English gentle-
men, “of no occupation,” according
to their own statement of the census
of 1881, are unprofitable, do away
with them. Set them to work
ploughing game preserves and
planting potatoes. If they are pro-
fitable, continue them ',y ‘all nfeans,
but let it be seen to that the average
Englishmap shares somewhat in the
profits they produce by working at
no occupation.

In short. society must be reor-
ganized, and & capable management
put at the head.

TEACHERS AND SOCIALISM.

a'{‘houywlm u; interested in So-
cialist propaganda among teachers
should ieep informed c.afg the im-
portant work done by teachers in
Holland. Berlin “Vorwaerts” of
Jan. 5th gives a good report of the
14th annual convention . of the
Dutch Socialist Teachers’ Union,
held Dec. 28th in Dortrecht. The
Socialist Teachers’ Union forms a
special organization of the Socialist
members of the Federation of Dutch
Teachers. Comrade C. Bijkerk, the
chairman of the convention, in his
opening address described the perse-
cutions inflicted on the Socialist
teachers of the public schools in the
past year, especially on aceount of
the general strike movement. The
speaker declared that the principles
of the Socialist Teachers’ Union
constantly gain new influence in the
Teachers’ Federation. In the Ams-
terdam Branch of the Federation,
at the last election of officers, of the
7 candidates of the Socialist Teach-
ers’ Union .6 were elected, and the
7th failed to be elected simply be-
cause his opponent was a woman.
From the annual report given by
Sacretary Ceton, it 1s seen that the
Socialist Teachers’ Union. now has
155 members, of whom 60 live in
Amsterdam;  the other largest
branches are in Deventer and Cron-

of 1,200 copies. The convention
then discussed the question “How
far and in what manner must the
branches of the Federation take part
in the munidipal’ election?” It was
argued that as the labor unions
make demands for legislation the
exbeution of which devolves on the
political party so the teachers’ or-
ganization should make its demands
and leave their movement to the So-
cialists in municipal and legislative
bodies, and should not, as has al-
ready occurred, nominate separate
candidates. It was urged that the
effort must be made, more and more,
to awaken the workers’ interest in
school affairs and to form a stronger
bond between the teachers and the
labor movement. * These principles,
which were advocated by Comrade
Ceton, were generaly supported by

nual convention. Comrades Bijkerk,
Ceton and Jansen were elected to
the Union’s Executive Board, 'The
formesr editors of the “Volksonder-
wijzer,” Comrades Ceton, Jansen
and Zander, were alfo re-elected.

One Horror, and Funother !

Here is the way the New Com-
monwealth comments on the great
theater horror last month in Chi-
cago:

The Milwaunkee Sentinel has been
+somewhat jarred by a claim made
in Milwaukee by Max S. Hayes, be-
fore a “Young Men's club, fo the
effect that the laboring class is so-
viety, the capitalist class being a superfluous class.

In a letter to the Sentinel Comrade Hayes caid: “You seem to be
grieved because I ‘counsel laboring men to wrest the police power from
the hands of society.” Who is society, anyhow? The capitalists? The,
laboring class is the overwhelming majority, and, therefore, is society,

Who is Society?

" and should enjoy self-government, directly instead of by proxy, direct-

-
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Iy instead of indirectly.” 2

This and a further remark by Hayes that society is made up of two
classes, the laborers and the capitalists, sets the Sentinel off into an
excited excursion through the census statistics, but with rather odd
results. -1t gives the percentages of people employed in gainful pur-
suits—in agriculture, professional service, trade and transportation,
mannfacturing, etc., and® then poings out that there are “but sixty per-
cent of the population actually engaged in gainful occupations.”
Thereby attempting to give the impression that the industrial workers
-are, affer all, but a fraction of society, and that there are other classes
worthy of consideration. And it goes into 'particulars:

“Among the 47220270 persons not listed - as engaged in gainful occupa-
tions are many adult persons who are living upon accumulated revenues, re-
tired merchants, mannfacturers, and farmers, and widows and young people
whose incomes are derived from life insurance or estates.”

The Sentinel speaks of 47,229,270 as mnot included in

list of persons engaged in  gainful occupations, meaning
that that npumber are non-workers from the industrial stand-
point.  But to get such a° figure, it must include the
women and children of the working' class as well as those of the rich
class. which is very clever, of course. But when we speak of the work-
ing class, we certainly include the entire working class families. The
wives of working men work harder than the men themselves, for they
are home drudges who must make both ends meet on starvation wages.
Mareaver, they bear the brunt of the suffering of their clase, due to the
exploitation ‘of labor by the capitalist class.

Far from confounding Comrade Haves’ contention, the Sentinel
only bears it out when it talks of “retired merchants” and “persons
living on accumulated revenues,” for these are manifesily beneficiaries
of a wrong gocial and industrial system. “Accumulated revenues” means
accumulated “rights” to draw tribute from those who remain at work;
it means vampirism. ' Retired business men really belong to this class
also.. A wrong social system has given them the right to retire and
live in ease and
never retire to i

ﬂ;r,

eness without starving to death or becoming a tramp.
The workers are not only doing their own work, but a e added
amount for these drones as well, so that the drones do not deserve to
he considered when it comes to saying who shall manage soceiety. Of
course, we realize that rich drones, under the capitalist system, are set
up as our leading citizens by such sheets as the Sentinel, but that does
not alter their real economic rights from the  standpoint of social
justice. :

Saint Simon said that “all men- must work.” St. Paul is reported
to have said: “He that will not work, neither shall he eat.” In other
words, the workers are society—are the only deserving ones.  THis is
the Sceiglist position, only we go so far as'to make the distinction that
working the workers is not working. We do not believe in' parasites!

But it has been said that the Devil can quote scripture to « his
purpose, and the Sentinel seems to be able to do the'same with statis-
tics. However, statistics really tell a different story .from what the
Sentinel reads into them. An examination of the government census
figures shows that the “working” class, omitting fancy salaried capital-
ists and including those workers who do not get a wage, makes up
about 55 per cent of the population. Add to this the agricultural class
(which is certainly made up of hard workers) and we have, say, 30
per cent more. And we will count the professional class, too, although
some of its members, lawyers and military and naval officers, for in-
stance, are parasites although necessary under the present system, and
this class gives us another six per cent, we will say. And to even up
our leniency with the foregoing class, we will omit the merchant class,
making up something like eight per cent, al'’.ough 'some merchants
ete. are undonbtedly workers. So we have therefore over 90 per cent of
workers—which figure, in order to be surely on the safe side and to
allow for some who may have been included smong the workérs who
really do not belong there, we will cut down to 80 per cent. Thus, we
see, that four-fifths of the people may be classed as workers and one-

fifth as shirkers.

Now, which class should rule America? And which class does
rule it? Manifestly, the shirkers. The workers cannot contribute mil-
lions of dollars to campaign funds, but the plutocrats can and do, and
it gives them control of the.government. In one of the McKinley
campaigns alone Hanna collected over thirteen million dollars from
the trusts and money-lords and work-lords with which to “sweep the
country.” ;
.. But papers like the Sentinel claim that even the simon-pure cap-
italists are workers, as their wealth works for them. But is it their
wealth? Of a truth it isn’t. That wealth represents fleecings = from
labor. Tt represenis capitalist plunder that will dissolve away as soon
as the capitalist system iz overthrown by the workers. [

So who is society? The shirkers or the workers? It is a question
that answers itself.

The city convention of the Social-
Democrats of Milwaukee will linger
long in the memories of those who
were fortunate enough to be present.
It was a political mass convention
in which there was no play of per-
sonal interests, no jarring note, no
trace of the dominant hypocrisy
that typifies the conventions of the
capitalist parties; it was simply a
concourse of earnesc men, bent on

serving the interests of the workers
as the only good citizens in the
community and the class which
must safeguard its rights to citizen-
ship by overthrowing the vandal
hand of capitalism in the admiin-
istration of public affairs. The en-
thusiasm was as unbounded as the
earnestness of purpose. 0Old party
liticians looked on from the gal-
eries with dismay on their faces.
In the perfect order, the radiance
of the rugged faces of the assembled
sons of toil, they could read a por-
tent for the future of their class
that was not to be mistaken. There
were 196 delegates entitled to seats
and of this large number but three
were absent, The location of the
ward delegations was marked by
placards on top of poles, and there
was no confusion in organizing the
convention. Carl P, Dietz, secre-
tary of the city central committee,
called the convention to order, Dr.
