A TIMELY ANALYSIS BY EUGENE V. DEBS.

AYOR Jones 6f Toledo, the prophet of the golden rule, denies
the class struggle and proclaims himself “for all the people.™
He is for the exploiting capitalist as well as the exploited
wage-worker. Natnrally he could not be against the one
or the other and still be “for all the people.”” He declares

his opposition to the wage system, but just how he can be against the

system and for the elass who uphold and get rich out of it and will fight
for it to the last ditch, he has not yet expiained. :
Perhaps Mayor Jones expects the capitalists themselves to abolish
the wage system and go to work for a living. As well expect spring
pullets to pick themselves of their last pin feather and walk into the
kitchen and ask to be fricaseed. : ;

From a man who in the present struggle is “for all the people,’
that is to say, for both sides, for master as well as slave, the following
excerpts certainly sound strangely and require a little explanation:

“The struggle for more wages will ever continue” while the wage system
lasts, until by an awakened social instint and a more enlightened conception of
our relation to each other we shall come to see that we are really brothers and
must learn to live brotherly.”

“Workingmen must not only make common cause with the workingmen
of their eraft, but with every craft under the shining sun. They must Jearn
not only to make common cause with the workingmen of their nationality and
their color, but with all colors.”

“The capitalist will not hesitate to take his money bags and go to the
Orient if he can make more money out of a Chinaman there than out of a
white man here.”

“It is the capitalistic spirit—the spirit that would separate man from wan
and brother from brother—which must be overcome, and to this end let labor
make its contribution and to ghe development of the idea of unity, of oquﬂity.
liberty and fraternity, if we hope to see the American ideal wrought out and
democratic American conditions prevail, where every man can stand

SOCIALISM, THE INEVITABLE REMEDY, DEFINED.

As a cure for the economic and industrial wrongs of capi-
talism, Socialists advocate what their philosophy teaches them
to believe iz both a logical and an inevitable remedy.
not, strictly speaking, the remedy OF Socialists, in the sense
that it was formuiated, or created, by any man or men who
belong, or who ever belonged fo the Socialist party. 1f the
remedy of Socialism were a MAN-made affair there would exist
a very great possibilty that it would fail when put to the test.
But gocialism is something vastly greater than the creation of
any human intellect. ' It is a remedy provided by the operation
of natural laws for a diseased social state. That it IS a natural
remedy is proved by the fact that the only way to cure any ill
—whether it be an ill of the physical body or an ill of the sociai
body—IS TO REMOVE THE CAUSE. The CAUSE of any
ill is lack of harmony with natural laws, since the natural con-
dition of anything is health.

If physical man he threatened with -tuberculosis of the
lungs, his physician, if he be learned and. infelligent, will tell
Lim that the cause of the condition of which his disease is the
EFFECT is lack of wholesome air in the proper quantities, as
he will also advise him that‘the imperative first step toward re-
moving the disease—EFFE(CT—is to remove the CAUSE.

In like manner, Socialists contend that the wrongs that
have grown out of the private ownership of the machinery of
production. cannot be cured except by removieg the CAUSE
that produced “the EFFECT which we know as wrongs—hy
enabling the working elass which produces al. weaith to gain
aceess to the tools which its necessities compel it to use at SOME
price, without agreeing to give the owner of the tools any part
of labor’s product as the price of their use.  Could any remedy
be MORE reasonable? IS any other remedy SO logical 7

And yet the mere fact that Socialists advocate this remedy
is no more reason for saying that it is THEIR remedy. in the
gense that any Socialist or Nocialists CREATED it, than it
would he to say that the first physician who saw the absolute
necessity of preseribing fresh air in abundant quantities fo re-
move the CAUSE that produces the consumptive EFFECT, in
any way CREATED the fresh-air cure for tuberculosis.  The
Power that created the universe created the first air cure for
tuberculosis when it was deereed ihat all living things on this
earth shall have a certain amount of fresh air or beeome diseas-
ed and die. And the physician who preseribes plenty of fresh air
for consumptives, instead of CREATING a remedy, or utilizing
a remedy that any other himan heing has created, merely re-
cognizes the utter fulility of trying to remove an EFFECT
known as disease: without removing its CAUSE: withont, in

other words, causing the patient to place himself in harmony

with natural laws.

Socialists contend—and they are eager to defend their
philosophy on the grounds of reasonableness-—that the only way
to remove the effect known as the robbery of labor of the greater
part of what it produces is to abolish the privatg ownership of
the machinery with which men must work: because it is the
private ownership of such tlrings that has CAUSED the little

capitalist class that owng the tools but does not use them fo ob-
tain most of the wealth produced by the great working class that
uses the tools but does not own them.

If the Socialist contention be admitted that the Socialistic

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Yet it is

known as unjust poverty by removing the CAUSE known as
the private ownership of the tools of production and distribu-

But, as was said at the begimning of this chapter, the So-

cialists contend that their remedy js not only logical, but that
it is INOVITABLE—that the Socialist state is as sure to come
as the sun is sure to rise every morning. Now lot us see what
reason, if any, there is for believing that this confention about
the inevitability of Socialism is based pn truth. And for this
reason, we need not go farther than the natural laws which
decrec that every cause shall produce its effect and that the
constant tendency of every living thing is toward health. That
we have here CAPITALISM,—a powerful cause that must
inevitanly produce an effect, be it what it may-he—iz a fact that
is made only too plain by its maltitude of attendant wrongs.
That capitalizm is also a diseased sovial eondition. tending as it
does toward the blighting and dwarfing of humanity, is proved
by the fact already stated that the NATURAL condition of
tanything is health.
} More than that, all of natare’s
i health wheneit has once been los the result of failure to live
in harmony with natural laws. The late Col. Ingersoll, when
asked how he could haye improved upon the work of the Infinite
if he had made the world, gave expression to a popular delusion
when, he said that he “would have wade health, instead of dis-
ease, catching.”

As a-matter of fact, that is exactly what nature has done,
as any physician will tell you. Discase is an attempt on the
part of nature to relieve the body of certain clements that en-
danger its life, and as such is an attempted return toward health.
That man has introdaced into- his body these dangerous ele-
ments, and may even die as the result of them if nature be un-
sucecasful in throwing them off by the purifving process known
as DISEASE, is no fault of nature. But nature always makes
the attempt 1o restore health through the eliminating process
of disease, and those who go out of the world in physical suffer-
ing, instead of sleeping info cternity as the centenarian does,
do =0 hecause they have violated laws whose penalty i< death.
And let it be understood that no war ever died of any discase,
All men not centenarians die as the result of the CAUSES
which brought discase into being as an attempted cure. The
man whose heart stops hecanse he has pal<ied it with tobacco
is Kille'l with tobaceo and not by “heart disease.”

And that s why Socialists sav that the Socialist state is
inevitable—becanse the pilaging, murderous capitalist system
affords unmistakable prool of the existence of a diseased social
hody and hisease is always the <ign that nature is trving to
restore health by compelling obedience to natural laws.  We can
hinder, if we will, the aperation of this natural law that makes
Socialism inevitable, just as we can hinder the operation of the
natural law that every human being shall so live that he will be
in a state of bodily health or die before the time to which his
inherent vital forves should have ecarried him. But society
cannot witlout literally dving—actually ceasing to exist—stead-
fastly. persistently and continuonsl * violate thiz natural law
that decress that the Socialist state shall be the EFFECT of the
existing capitalistiic state whicl is its CAUSE, without suffering
untold agon.es and actnally meeting the same premature death
that comes to the human being who suffers and eventually dies
before his time as the result of his negleet or refusal to live in
harmony with the laws of physical health.

The eonstant tendency of capitalism is to place the owner-
ship of the wealth of the world in a smaller_and smaller num-
ber of hands, with inereasing poverty for the many. And while
the development of the virgin resources of our marvelous country
has thus far enabled the producing class of the United States
to live with less distress than is endured by the producing
classes of other nations whose natural resources are nearly ex-

In this
old .country it is certainly startling
to hear that you advanced men are
contemplating revolution—I pre-
sume you mean revolution by physi-
cal force. +The fact is, I suppose,
vour protectionist system has de-
veloped your Jeapitalism with great
rapidity and you are experiencing

.|some of the worst effects of it. I

remember  William Morris  telling
me a few years ago that he rather
expected there would have ta be an
upset suth as you say you are' pre-
pared for, before things were finally
settled.

I was myself then, and T am stil],
inclined to hope that nothing of the
kind may be necessary. I have far
greater: faith in the peaceful pro-
mulgation of right principles than
in any reliance on brute force in any
shape or form. We are all of us at
times apt to grow impatient of the
slowness of our progress and inclin-
ed to seck short cuts.

No doubt a short cut may lead to
the goal. There are events in lis-
tory which appear to prove this; but
for every such event there may, I
believe,, be found ten which have
led astray and proved a real hind,
rance to progress. The fact is that
until there is a certain public en-
lightenment—a certain preponder-
ance of intélligent public opinion.in
favor of general publi¢ cooperation
—any physical force upheaval would
be pretty certain to do more harm
than good; and when there is that
general  enlightenment,  physical
force would be needless.

We Americans prate about the
duties of citizenship; but, after all,
how about it! One of the implied
duties of citizenship is to serve the

people in a public ca}mcity when
called upon o -do so by their ballots. If that is a duty of citizenship,
then anything that interferes with or obstructs the exercise of that duty
is subversive of good citizenship and of our American institutions,
which contemplate a government of the people by the people.

In Milwaukee last week the wage-working cl.:s, which, while in the
vast majority, had never before had a class representative in the city
government, elected nine men to the city council and four others to the
county board. In doing this they exercised tardily a constitutional
right, as did the thirteen ¢lected men when they qualified for their new

ublic duties. But the embarassments under which the men did quali-

'y should interest all honest citizens, for they show: that society does not
safeguard its-elected representatives after they have consented to ex-
.ercise that duty of citizenship. :

No sooner were the men elected than they found themselves, most
of them (as they had expected), discharged by their employers.

Although skilled craftsmen, they could not hold office and work at
their trades, too. Thus another class penalty is visited upon them, only
one of the.many social punishments that fall uPon the working class.
The only alternative would be to make a job of ‘politics, although the
pay they will draw as councilmen amounts to only a few hundred
dollars a year, which is certainly not enough to live on. At the same
time the world wonders why men make a business out of politics and
that politics is corrupt.

The working class constitutes the great bulk of the population.
In this country the majority is supposed to rule. But the moment the
working class makes an ‘approach to such a thing, capitalism shuts off
its bread and butter. ’ ;

And so some of our elected men in Milwaukee must give up
gkilled work and seck for some unskilled employment so as to have the
necedsary time left to devote to their public duties. In serving society
they are at the same time society’s wictims!

Failing thus in.discouraging them altogether, it is only “to he
expected that capitalism will begin its usual work of seeking to render
this hostile force innocuous, by corrupting it.

Socialists believe that capitalism has its historic mission to fulfill,
that of building up and concentrating industry to the point where it
is ready for socialization in ownership—to the poiut where the capitalist
himself becomes superfluous in industry and collectivism becomes pos-
sible and imperative. This develosment must to.a great extent precede
the advent of Socialism. To this development our Socialist legislators
would not be hostile, their hostilitywould be toward the control of legis-
lation by the capitalists for Their own private interests and against the
interests of the people at large. This being eo, capitalism, personified
in the corporations and big business interests, wil? try by its usual
lobhying craft to break down the class loyalty and the good resolves of
these men, in order ta turn them from faithful representatives of the
people to creatures of faithlessness and public shame. But our re-
presentatives knew pretty ‘well what would beset their paths when they
accepted the aldermanic and other nominations, and wifl stand the test,
pass by the temptations and come out of the ordeal unscathed.

The capitalistic lobbies (paid for by our “leading” citizens, do not
forget) work with a cold precision and craft that those not behind .he
scenes little dream of.  When & lot of new men enter the halls of legis-
lation they make a particular study of their particular cases. Man
by man they move the procession past them in a mental review. First
-what are the man’s weaknesses that can be played on. Has he brsiness
entanglements or interests that can be turned to account? 'Has he a
past that can be used to frighten him into line? Does he like drink?
Has he a passion for capds? ~ Can he be tempted by women? And so on. .
Woe to the man who can be stealthily approached on any of these lines!

When the infamous Milwaukee street railway franchise sell-out was
engineered some four years “ o, the street railway lobby was not able
to secure a sufficient number of crooked aldermen to get their measure
through. But it went through, just the same. Some idea of the devious
ways by which the needed majority was achieved was had by an in-°
vestizating committee appointed by a citizens’ mass meeting to smell
ont graft some months ago. One of the members is authority for the
statement that at the time of the street railway sell-out, the street car
company were in control of four dopn town houses of prostitution into
which certain aldermen were first lured and then induced to repeat the
visit by presents of passes entitling them to patronize the places free
of cost to themselves. Once caught in such a trap, a trap that would
have done credit to the fertile brain of a melodramatic layright, the
company had the possibility of a domestic scandal to hold ~over the
heads of their victims, by which their_votes were thereafter controlled.
This certainly beats the poker game lobbying method that has been in
- vogue at state legislatures these many years.

The Socialist representatives in Milwankee will face these
with their eyes open, and we have no fears for the result.
