The gig was
ca'led away and when she came alongside of
the starboard gangway, Mr. Judd and the
midshipman stcoped inte her and were palled
ashore, landing at a small landing stage some
distance from the pler to which the Colon
was moored

They left orders for the gig to wailt for them
and proceeded to the ofize of the steamship
agent which had also been taken possession of
by the revolutionists. Here the lleutenant
made known (ne orders of the captain and
wher they turned to go back to the boat, they
were seized by some .* the revolutionists and
taken to the calaboose. Al the same time the
Unlited States consul and several other United
States citizens were arrested and imprisoned.

After a little while the midshipman was set
at liberty and told to Inform the captain, that
at the first shot fired from the ship or {f any
atte apt would be made tov liberate the prison-
ers, these would be executed.

No violence had been expected, so the gig'e
crew of six men were unarmed and could not
prevent the officers from belng taken even If
they had known what was golng on.

Wherr the gig returned to the ship, all of the
boats had been manned and armed, ready to
go and recapture the Colcn. But when the
midshipman reported how matters stood
ashore the ren from the boats returned on
board, the snchor was hove up and the ship
hauled in closer to the Colon.

The city qwna its water system, and
hat pays« Thne people do not have
to hire attornsys to put up jobs on
them.

Now, note the difference between
private and publlec ownership. The
natural gas supply of Lethbridge is
owned by a private corporation, and
the price of gas for domestic use is
85 cents per 1,000 cubic feet, and for
industriai-use it 15 156 centa per 1,000
cublc feet. But Medicine Hat owns
its natural gas supply, and the pric
for domestic use i3 156 cents per 1,000
cubic feet and b cents per 1,000 cuble
fiet for Industrial use, .

The publicly owned electric lHght
and power plant of Lethbridge gets
its coal from a coal mire owned by
the city, and here Is what the Leth-
bridge Board of Trade says of the
electric light and power plant:

“There is no watered cap'tal stock
demanding high rates for interest, the
result being a stex 1y lowering of rates
as the comsumption of electricity Iin-
cpeases. The lighting rates are al-
ready down to 8 cents per kilowatt
hour, and the power rates to 2 cents
per kilowatt hour, with a 10 per cent
discouat for prompt payment."
