BOSSES DEMAND PROTECTION

The “Square Deal,” publlshed hy (‘.rape Nuts Post of Ball]v. |

Creek, reprints a very interesting letter sent to the Collector of
the U. S. Internal Revenue by a prominent manufacturing firm
(name withheld). Here is the letter:

“Enclosed herewith find New York draft in full payment for
our curpomtmn tax for the year 1912, as per bill enclosed.

“We pay this tax under protest. We do not object to the tax
itself, although a special tax is odious because it is always unjust.

“We object to it because a government that will not protect
manufacturers from constant encroachments and crimes of law-
breakers should not put a special tax on manufacturers.

“The government of the Unfted States has never given any |
adequate protection against the crimes of organized labor. It
has allowed another government to grow up within the United
States directly in opposition to the faws of the United States or
to any moral law.

“The United States government has now, by Congressional
enactment, signed by the president of the United States, specif-
ically d\\(luallﬁed itself from protecting manufacturers and other
incessantly n«.ummg unlawful deeds h\
would and should be used |
d.

to protect us legally shall not be so us

““In other words, the government of the United States, which
< a tax on us, has deliberately abdicated its duty of protect-
ing us while we are ¢arning that tax, and turned us over to be
governed without remedy by organized labor. Organized labor
today, as it shows itself, and as it has shown itself from the days |
of the Molly \hu!uiru-\ unitil the present time, is a cnmmul organ-
ization. Its main element in enforcing its mandates is the strike,
and a strike is always a criminal conspiracy to compel employers
to grant them whatever they choose to demand. It is always a
combination in restraint of trade, a combination which takes no
care to act in accordance with, law. It is a cembination in re-
straint of trade which has done more damage to the industries
of the United States, done more to bar its prosperity, and done
more to make the cost of living artificially high, than all the other
combinations in restraint of trade that have ever existed. It
has made this greatest of nations the least efficient per capita
among manufacturing nations.” It is a shameful fact that for a
generation or more, no matter what party was in power, em-
ployers have never had more than the slightest protection from
the crlmmn] aggression of organized labor.

“We, therefore, protest against the paying of-a special tax
as employers until the government of the United States recog-
nizes its obhgahmw to protect employers while they are earning
the money for paying the tax. - This protest is on prmclple We
have never had labor troubles of any kind, but have had ample
opportunity to observe them and know we are at any time liable
to them.”

This document is interesting in more ways than one. First,
it shows that “who pays the piper should by right choose the
tune.” That is, since the manufacturers—the employing class
generally—pay the taxes to maintain “government,” they are
properly entitled to the “protection” of that government against
the working class—the revolting portion of which is referred to
here as “criminal organized labor.” No I. W. W. man can really
quarrel with this argument of the manufacturing firm quoted.
The argument is a striking confirmation of our oft-repeated con-
tention,-that, since the capitalist class supports the government
out of plunder stolen from the product of labor, it (the capitalist
class) has a right to, and does receive the "protec'.mn" of the
state when dealing with its slaves.

Then why this whine about not receiving adequate protec-
tion from the government? If this were some labor union utter-
ing that cry, on the ground that “our” government is “of the peo-
ple, by the people and for the people,” we might take it as a mat-
ter of course.. But in view of the fact, for instance, that the state
of Massachusetts furnished the “protection” of 2,000 well-drilled
soldiers and a still larger army of police and special deputies to
the American Woolen Co. in the great Lawrence strike of 25,000
textile workers last year; in view of the fact that. state, county
and city governments in all parts of the countryghave placed their
police and fire départments, their courts and all the rest of the
coercive machinery promptly at the service of manufacturers
with strikes on their hands—in view of such increasing evidence
from all directions, what shall we say? Why should the manu- |5
facturers whine about not being sufficiently “protected”? The
answer must be that THE SPIRIT OF THE LABOR MOVE-
MENT IS JRREPRESSIBLE. That the moral and physical |}
power of the insurgent working class is stronger than the com-
bined repressive force of the employing class and its govern-
ment.

And such is the case. This manufacturer unconsciously be-
trays the weakness of his class. That class now finds the “gov-
ernment” inadequate to cope with the rising spirit of the work-
ing All efforts to repress strikes have only resulted in
incnumg their number and enlarging their scope.
