Owners Not Managers.

The capitalist was originally a
manager who worked hard at his
business and recelved what e¢dnom-
lsts call the ‘“wages of superinten-
dence."” So_long as he occupled that
position the capitalist might be re-
strained and controlled In various
ways, but he could not be got rid
of. He performed real functions, and
as® soclety was not yet prepared to
take those functions upon itself, It
could not afford to discharge .him.
But now the capitalist proper has
become absolutely useless. [Finding
it easier to conbine with others of his
class In a large undertaking, he has
abdicated his position of overseer and
has put in a salarled manager to act
for him. - This salaried manager now
performs the only soclal function of
the ¢apitalist, while the capitalist
himself has become a mere rent or
interest receiver.. The rent or In-
terest he receives is pald for the use
of a monopoly which not he buta
vast multitude of - people created by
thelr joint efforts. '

This differentiation between man-
ager and capitalist ls.a necessary part
of the process of capitalist evolution
due to machine industry. As compe-
tition led to waste in production, so
it :lso led to the cutting of profits
among capitalists. Te prevent this
the concentration of capital was nec-
essary, by which the large capitalist
could undersell his small rivals in the
marketing of goods produced by ma-
chinery and distriputed by agencies
{nitially too costly for any individual
competitor to purchase or set on foot.

For such massive capitals the con-
tribotione of several capitalists are
necessary. Hence the joint stock com-
pany, the ccrporation, and finally the
trust. Throuxh the medium of such
agencles a person In the United States
can own stock In an enterprise in
Africa or South America which he

. | has never visited and never Intends

to visit, and which, therefore. he can-
not “superintend” in any way. He
and the other stockholders put in a
mahager with injunctions to be eco-
pomical e ma ‘s business is to
earn the largest possible dividends for
his employers.

whole of industry will represent a
glant corporation in which all citizens
are stockholders and the state will
represent a board of directors acting
for the whole people. Detalls of or-
gonization and performance may well
be left to the experts to whose direc-
tion the matter will be glven when
the time comes. It Is not the mission
of the Soclalist party to speculate
concerning the manner ia which the
workers will conduct thelir affairs
when they have come Into pos-
pession of their inheritance which the
ages have prepared for them. Stan-
dards of right and justice under the
new regime, however, may well be In-
dicated.

Parasites Must Go.

“Within rights there shall be no
duties; without duties no rights.”
What will be the practical Interpre-
tation of this Soclalist axiom? Ob-
viousiy: social parasifism must cease;
every man must be a producer, or
perform some boclally useful func-
tion, in order to procure title to any
share in thé product of the collective
industry. The only citizenship held
.honorable will be economic citizen-
ship, or comradeship In production
and In sharing the product.

The spectacle of strong men walk-
ing the streets idie and hungry. vainly
beégging for a chanc¢e to work for the
pittance that will suffice to ward off
starvation from themselves and their
loved ones, will be no more. The
cruelty of children of tender years be-
Ing forced hungry to school in a great
city like New York will disappear. No
longer will there be a problem of the
unemployed, and the capitalist will
be elevated from his present condi-
tion of parasitism to that of a worker
and preducer of wealth.

Brotherhood Realized.

The class struggle must necessarily
cease, for there will be no classes.
Each Individual will be his own eco-
nomic master, and all will be servants
of the collectivity. Human Brother-
hood, as taught by Christ nineteen
centuries ago, will for the first time
begin to be realized.

The struggle for working class
emancipation, which finds its expres-
sion through the Socialist party, must
continue, and will increase in inten-
sity until either the ruling class com-
pletely subjugates the working class,
or until the workihg class entirely
absorbs the capitalist class. There is
no middle ground possible, and it Is’
this fact that makes ludicrous those
sporadic reform movements typified
by the Populist and Independence
parties.
