King at 220 West 456th 'street, was
locked up at Police Headquarters late
last night under suspicion of the theft
of two dlamond rings, valued at §1,-
500, which were missed by one of Mrs.
King's patients on December 5. The
woman denied that she had taken the
diamonds and gave the police a good
previous record,

According to the complaint which
Mrs. "King made at Headquarters on
December 16 Mrs. Fergueson Brown,
of Louisville, Ky., who Is one of the
patients ut the hospital, had put her
diamonds In her trunk on December
§ before leaving hér room for a shoet
period. When she returned they
were gone. Mre. King could not
bring any diréct evidence against the
nurse save to say that since she had
been employed at the hospital many
potty thefts had been noted and that
the nurse had access to the room
where the patlent kept her jewels.

Miss Wagkamp, who is a Hollander,
told the detectives that she came to
this country on the same steamer with
the late Ljeutemant-General John M.

PEARL FISHING INDUSTRY.

Pear! fishing 18 revolutionizing with
the X-ray. By the old methods
which have been employed since ear-
llest history, and perhaps before, an
enormous number of the oysters are
taken from their beds and destoyed
without reférence to ecomomy. It is
said only 1 pearl is found in 100 oys-
ters, an@l oply 1 per cemt. of the
pearls found are of any commerclal
value. Thus some 10,000 of the
precious mollusks are sacrificed for
every useful pearl obtained. Among
these vietims there are many minia-
ture pearls of etceds, baby pearis,
which might grow and become valu-
able gems, but which are deprived
of that possibility by premature de-
struction. ’
