A communication was read from
the Fur Floor Workers' Union No.

and Drivers’ Union No. 345, was elect-
¢d to investigate the matter and to
report.

The report for the month of March,
1912, of 8. John Block, counsel to the
Labor Secretariat, was read and ap-
proved. Counsel stated, among other
things, that he had drawn hve bills
which were Imtroduced in the New
York State Legislature. One of the
bills would render It easier and less
expensive to obtaln judgments in ac-
cident cases where the defendants do
not appear, and serve answers in the
action. At present in such caces the
damages ‘must be fixed by a sheriff's
Jury instead of by a jury in-court, and
the cost of bringing the matter on for
hearing before a sher!ff’s jury is about
five times as great as the cost in
bringing the case bhefore a Jjury In
court where the action is In the City
Court, County Court aor Supreme Court.
The bill provides that damages in
such cases should be fixed by a jury
in court and not by a sheriff's jury.
Another of the blils would render it
more difficult for defendants to have
the place of trial of actions changed to
remote countles in the State. At pres-
ent it is not diMicult for defendanta
to obtain a change of the place of trial
which is usually a great hardship to.a
plaintiff who is a workingman, for he
might be compelled to go to a distant
city with his attorney and witnesses
to try his case. Three of the bills
were drawn for the benefit of the In-
ternational Hotel Workers' Union and
provide for the listing of hotels, res-
taurants and catering estabilshments
as factorles and bakeries and making
them subject to the regulation of the
labor law affecting factories and bak-
eries,

Committees reported that Bricklay-
ers’ Union No. %7, and a joint mee:!.
ing of the local unlons of the Plano,
Organ and Musical Instrument Work-
ers' International Unlon of Americy
had been visited and requésted to join
the Labor Secretariat, and that said
organizations have not vet taken def-
inite action In the matter.
