feceive many thousands of dollars a year. Much of the money—that
does not go to the waiters—is used for the purpose of attracting
patronage. That is, the meney is used in advertising. So in order
to keep the advertising, in order to increase it, and in order to show
the proprictors that they are against the waiters, these papers have
misrepresented the waiters' strike. While the men have been stick- |
ing together, while the kitchen workers have combined with all the
dining room workers, and while there has been actually an under-
standing of the great problems with which the men are confronted, |
the papers have maliciously, intentionally and for the sake of adver~i
tising misrepresented matters.

There is no reason why they should not have done so. That
is the thing for which they are in business. They depend upon this |
advertising. The lousy few hundreds of dollars a week or a month |
that they receive for it count for more than the life, the safety and
the comfort of thousands of waiters. The waiters do not advertise |
—except for a job. They are not dependable readers. They are!
theoretically supposed to amount to nothing, and they might as well
‘realize it.

But while the newspapers have been industriously trying to!
break the strike, for the purpose of holding the advertising, the!
truth is that the men have been holding together more firmly than |
ever before. They are determined to fight for better -onditions, and |
they are in a fair way of winning them. That is the very thing that
is not wanted. So, without heasitation, the New York papers have

gone in the meanest possible way to help break the strike. !

The very news writers and editors who did this are possibly
no better situated than the waiters. They have not struck—yet.
They have not the courage to declare themselves or to assert them-
Belves. They also stand and wait. They furnish the thing that is
ordered. In the hotel or the restaurant is a printed bill of fare |
The patron looks it over and decides what dish he desires In the
newspaper office there is not a bill of fare, but there is a “business” !
policy, there is a set of office rules, there is a “style sheet,” and it
4ll amounts to the same thing. The men who work upon that paper |
must as surely set before their patrons the ordered intellectual and
fiews dish as the man behind the chair must furnish what is ordered.
