The report
was prepared under the supervision
of John Lee Coulter, expert special
agent for agriculture.

The total number of farms in the
I'nited States <perated by their own-
ors, which Wwere mortgaged in 1910,
is 1.527.429; while 2,621,281 were re-
ported ag free from mortgage, These
fizures show .an increase since 1909
of 17.7 per cent in the number n{‘
farms mortgaged: and of {.4 per vent|
in the number of farms free from |
mortgage. The report will show thal,
58,104 farms were operated by mln~n
agers—a decrease of 1.7 per cent since '
1900, and 2,264,676 farms were oper-

ated by tenants, an Increase of 14.3
per cent since 1900,

No statisties pertaining to mortgage
indebtedness were secured for farms
operated by tenants or hired man-
agers.
