F. ot L., condncted ax a “pure and sim-
ple” ecanamie organizatiom, te the ex-
elusion of the political- feature which
in comjunction with economie organi-
zation alene can hring prurut amel-
foratien amd final emancipation of the
working class,

I am convinced of this fact heth by
inductive reasoning, and by ohserva-
tion and experience during my elose re-
Iationship with organized laber in. the
past. Pare and simpledom may have
fulfilled its purpose in the years that
are gone, but the advent of the concen-
tration of capital in the ownership of the
means of large production, together with
the facr that capitalism has intrenched
jtself behind every possible barricade
of lezal statutes created for the protec-
tion 'of the capitalist class as' against
the interest of the workers of the world
compels moral centralization - to adjust
itself to the new politico-econnmico con-
ditions, The pure and simple Trades
Unian is inadequate to solve ‘the problem
that eonfronts the working man. The
Trade Union does not insure to the or-
‘gnnized worker even temporary ameliora-
tion. Steam driven, time saving and la-
bor saving machinery have displaced an
army of laborers who are compelled by
necessity to work or starve, so that
every strike rusulta in defeat and. lower-
ing of the standard of living in the dom-
estic life of the working class,

I have come to understand that there
in a mighty struggle between classes
that have absolutely mo interests in
common—I mean between the produc-
ting class and the parasite class: be-
tween the workers and idlers; between
the skinned and the skianers, the rob-
bed and the robbers. I understand, too,
that thix trouble camnot be divested of
its political side because the class ltrn:~
gle is a political struggle.

The pure and simple Labor l"nlon
has been-made the exploiting ground of
fakirs ‘and skates with aspirations to
office in the eapitalist parties or directly
in the pay of those parties, and the or-
ganizations of labor have thus been ren-
dered ineflective by the capitalists eith-’
er taking control of them through their
lieutenants in the unions or where this
measure fails, by falling npon them with
the combined forces of police, militia
and jodiciary whenever the wurkln:men
take the field in the economic struggle
betwoen the two.

JUNKET TRIP FOR GOMPERS.

Wil Escape Inclement Season by Golug

{o Porto Rico. 4
WASIIINGTON, Feb. 23. — At to-

day's session of the Executive Council
of the American Federation of Labor
President Gompers. submitted the text of
« letter addressed tc the workingmen
of Parto Rico, which. was approved and
ord«md to be forwarded. The letter
says:’

It ir our duty as mnnlud workers
of the United States to aid to the fullest
extent. of our ability in the organization
of our felelw workers of I'orto Rico and
their' full aMliation with the workers
of the United Staten. We have request-
ed all our National and international

upions in the United States to have
their cenatitutions, rudin: and other
printed matter transiated into the Spnn-

ish language, printed, published and dis-
tributed among all the Spanish speaking
workingmen,

“If ‘we lere realize that otnnlntlon
is gopd-and essential for the promotion
of the wage workers interests and bens
eficent* for all people, you also must
come 1o the conclusion that the workers
of America, no matter where they may
be located, should unite and federate
their jnterests, and thus make common
cause for the abolition of such wrongs
which may exist and the attaipment of
such rights to which we are all entitled.

“With this object in view we freely
ask that you correspond with this office
on any matter of interest to Porto Ric-
an workmen or in any way which will
bring nboat their organization and their
attachment as unions to their respective
nationnl or international orgmnization,
or whirre such do no. exist, directly to
the Aimnerican Federation of Labor.”

The letter suggesiy that the Porto
Rican organizations recommend names
of volunteer organizers, and says the
Federstion may authorize a commission
to go to Porto Rico at an early date.
It is signed by President Gompers.

It was decided jthat President. Gom-
pers he authorited to visit Porto Rico
and make an ipvestigation and report
on the conditions fopnd there: that he
be aulhorized “to appoint an orgapizer
to aceompany him and, if necessary, to
remain on the island.

Besides that, he'is always ready
sto sing a solo when the accompaniment
is plased in eash., Morcover, Mr.
Flugrath is also the financial secretary
of the union, a salaried post. Afcord-
inglyy the side incowme, of this genuine
upionist amounted to at least four times
as much as the benefit which.an unem-

. ployed member receives, Such a poor

devil, cannot be ailowed to remain out of
work. Accordingly,, Mr. Flugrath was
given a job immediately, contrary to all
the rules of Trpozraphia No. 7.

Take another jastance. A certain
Foernaler, being tired of America, made
a trip to the old home. After a year, the
young man, bhaving tired of Europe, re-
turned to New Yohk, Two weeks after
‘his admission te Typographia No. 7, this
identical: Foernsler had another' perma-
nent job while other members 38 cap-
ahle ax himeelf, were held down for
more than three and four years to the
miserable job of “subs.’

Now ler us describe, in a rapid sketch,
two of the prinecipel adversaries of *“De
Leonism,'—Messrs. Jann and Liodner.
Neither of thene econld have made a
living without the union. This will be
proved with material taken from the
documents issued by the one against
the other. !

\When Mr, Jann was secrotary of the
board of directors of the *Volkszeitung™
Hie was commissioned to inform Lindner,
who was empioyed on that paper, that
he' would be discharged if his, Lindner’s,
work did not improve. . But the said
Jann had been dropped from the “Ger-
man Herold” for incompetence as a com-
positor: when he tried to go to work
he fonud his place taken by another,
Jann took ecare, at that time, not to
lodge a complaint with the union against
unjustifiable discharge. Latér the same
Janu was constantly in danger of dis-
charge for incompetency, But this pre-
cions unionist had joinea the clique that
took him under it wings. Now this
man Has a relatively brilliant position
on tae “Morgen Journal.” He has $21
a week with 40 hours work., He never
before could’ earn - tbat muoch in nine
duys. But: despite these $21, Jann has
not vot enongh. His wife must barn a
side revenue by taking in washing. And
for whom does ghe wash? ‘She washes
the towoels used in the office and comipos-
ing room of the *Volkszeitung!” Hence
Jann's anxiety that the nnion donate the
monsy to the “Volkszeitung." !

These are the men whoe are up in arms
agninst De Leonism and puil the leg of
the union for support of themselves. The
eorraption in Typograpkia No. 7 criea to
heaven.

Senater Stewart and Representative
.Newlands Now Tryiog on the Arid

- Lands the Bunco Game They Played on
Silver—This Time They Appear as the

' Paladins, Not of Laber Only, But of
‘the Indians Also. . -

WASHINGTON, D, C4 Feb. 24.—The
Indian is our ward. *“Ward” sounds a
good deal better thdn to call him our
“Pariah.” But to understand things, the
right terms must ' be used. "The Indian
is a Pariab nh:nng us,.and a good deal
more. He is held down, degraded and
made the source of a living by the o!d
back politician. Now this Indian is to
be put to a new use, To fully appreciate
what that use is, I must add right here
that the “beloved workingmman'' is now
coupled to the Indian, and the two are
to be driven like a team. Out of love
for the Indian and out of love for the
workingman a big grab, not quite as big
as some others, is now being.pushed in
Congress. | The grab goes by tlie name of
“reclaiming arid lands.”

“That the arid lands ought to be re-
claimed no one questions. The how is
the point. Around this point everything

turns. Backed by Senator Stewart of’
"Nevada and ‘Representative Newland,

also of Nevada,-a lobby, said by experts
to be the most elabnrate ever gotten up,
is at work to cause the reclamation of

the arid lands to be undertaken in such
way as to place frooy three to four mik
lions in the hands of the schemers.

Stewart and Newland are old hands at

getting up lobbies and at “bringing pres-
sure to bear upon Congress through the
medium of “popular declarations by the
masses.” As silverites, some twelve years
ago, these same gentlemen were adepts
at securing, for very trifling considera-
tion, resolutions “in favor of silver” from

Labor Organizations, and expressions “in.’

favor of silver' from impecunious or ac-
comodating papers. The same mill is
now at work, only more extensively.
The gentlemen are securirg from Labor
Organizations  resolutions in favor of
their *‘arid Iand plan” in language that
discribes, even more floridly than the

“pro-siiver resolutions™ did of old, the

tremendous advantages that wounld ac-
crue to Labor therefrom, and Mr. New-
inods is getting ready to dump them in
the House, while Senntor Stewart is al-
ready dumping upon the Senate the “en-
dorsements by the press” in batches of
two or three hundred at a time. Simul-
taneous therewith the “Indinn™ sympathy
racket is being played: and everybody
who can be fcoled into believing that a
good deed to the Iundian is possible
through the Stewarts and Newlandses is
induced to add his (especially _her) steam
to the Stewart-Newlands arid land lobhy.
1 imagine [ hear readers of the DAILY
PEOPLE say: “Indians! how do they’
manage to rope in the Judian? That
they should play off as ‘frierd of La-
bor' is nothing new, ‘or surprising. But
the Indians!” I am not surprised at
such wonderment. And yet the faot is
true, and fupny 'tis, "tis true. It is done
this wagy. .
Out in Nevada, located along the low-
er part of the Gila river, are three In-
dian 4ribes: the Pimas, Maricopas and
Fapago. Tha first, from time immenior-
ial, e Jast fwo, for many a genora-
tion, have been irrigating Indians, sup-
porting themselves largely by agricul-
ture under irrigation” White settlers
along the upper portion of the river have
diverted the water for purposes of ir-
rigation. The result has heen that thess
‘Indians have beon deprived largely ol
the water which they formerly used,

 There is not 'enough water there now

available to irrigate their reservation
suficiently so that all of them can be
employed in farming by reason of such
irrigation. This is the way the Indian
*comes’in,” ard is made to join “Bgoth-
er Labor' aw twin pretexts for the 1abor
and humanity-grinding: Stewarts and
Newlandses to capture a plum.

Under the pretence of ‘humanity
towards the. Indians,” an amendment
was introduced in the Senate to the
Indian appropriation bill. This amend-
menr lsoks as ianocent as a sleeping
babe in its motker's arms, In point of
fact, the amendment is to the Stewart-
Newlands arid-land-irrigation grab what
the “Shefman Act” was to-the “froe
and unlimitnd coinage of silver” move-
ment. It was an entering wedgze. It
was to conntruct a dsm and reservair
near San Carlos, Arizona, 130 niiles
long “for the purpose of supplying the
Indians with water;” cost—all the way
from two (o four milions. ;

In the debate it developed that, not
the Indians, but land grabbers of arid
Innds nearby were.to De the real bene-
ficiaries—if the dam was ever built. Ia
the Senate, Mr. Stewart half dropped

the mask and braced himself ap by do-

clairing that the plan was not te ‘he in
fhe intersat of the Indians only, but in
the interest of the workingman as well!

Whe dees not reeagnies in thase words
the rimg of the old song for silver by
silver baroms, who shot their miners
/down. only impmved at this season by
introduciag the pauper ward of the Na-
‘tion, the Imdian; as a particular subject
for the charitable purpsses of these buc-
canears? b i
At any rate the affair is mot without
significance. The fecching in of the In-
dian, as one of the poor fellows who are
to be henefitted, throws light upon the
opinion that ghe Stewarts and Newlands-
es have of the workingman; the fetch-
ing in of the workingman throws light
upon what the Indisn has to expect.
The two—workingmar and Indian—are
hitched together for the Stewarts and
Newlandses to ride. g

President Mitchell in his annual report’
gave the United Mine Workers a grand
send off in heralding to.the world that the
Unitéd Mine Workers had won one of
the greatest victories in'one of the great-
est fichts that has been waged between
.eapital .and labor of late years, the an-
thracite coal strike of a5t year. |

Now let us see what ail the blow and
bluster is worth. i

When the officers and delegates of the
United Mine Workers “met the coal
operators ia jnint convention at Colum-
bus, and presented their demands they
were met by a counter.proposition from
the operators of a reduction of ten cents
per ton, whereppon, a joint committed
of operators and miness was appeinted
1o draw up a seale of prices for the pres-
ent year,
wThis committee failed 'to agree, and a
sub-committee was appointed from this
commitice to try and arrange a scale of
prices. : . i

This committee settled for last year's
prices and conditions. ‘

But before they snbmitted the settle
ment to the joint convention, the miners
held a cauens to decide whether they
would accept the settlement made by the
sub-comrmittee. The miners representa-
tive on the sub-committee repofted to the
catrcus that last year's prices and oondi-
tions were the very best terms they
could got. The operztors put in the plea
that they could not give an advance in
wages, and. competa with the aperators
of West Virginia, notwithstanding the
fact that these coal and coke companies
biad declared dividends for the first eler-
en months of 1000 of 57.5 per ceant.

Now in the light of these facts some
of the delegates ohjected té the settle-
ment , whereupon, the free silver Bryan-
ite E'atrick Dolan of Western * Penn-
sylvania, took the' flpor. He said there
are twelve thousand coal migers in my
district outside of the pale of the Unit-
‘ed Mine Workers and there are eighteen
thousand more in ceniral Pennsylvania
who are pot members of the United
Mine Workers' organization.

When the question of acceptinz the
settlement’ made by the committee for
last year's prices and conditions came
to a vate, there were only twenty-three
dissenting  voices. The - majority  vored
thii it was useless to attempt to strike
for an advance swith these thirty thon-

Thus  puneturing President  Mitchell's
bag of wind in blowing about the great
victory which the Unitad Mine Workers'
organization had won in the aathracite
coal field. < It it paténr to every observ-
er thar the victory gained by the an-
thracite coal miners was due to tae in-
fluence brought to benr upon the oper-
ators by the Republican administration
Fon tke eve of the Presidential election,

© At she close of the delezates’ report
‘the chairman asked for questions or re-
marks.

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WESTERN MINERS.

FURTHER ACCOUNT OF THE STRIKE
* AND THE LAY-OF THE LAND.

The Men Find Themselves Wholly in the

- Hands of an Irresponsible Set of Labor
Fakirs, Ignorant and Lorrupt, Whe
Play at All Points Into the l:lndt of
the Bosses, i

DENVER, Colo., Feb, 14.—Have read
with much interest the article anent the
conl strike in Cdlorado signed *'S. L. P.
Miner” and published in the DAILY
PEOPLE on February 4. I shall ‘eluci-
date some featyres in this contest which
may show the utter futility of an econ-
omic organization of the pure and simple
variety to win out in a struggle of this
kind. R

When the strike broke out in the north-
ern coalfield, comprising the towns of
Louisville, Lafayette, Erie, Marshall,
Superior, ete., it was calculuted partly

{ on the part of the miner to create a coal

famine in Denver as well as in the east-
ern part of the State up as far as to the
main range of the Rockies, thus making
the public the arbitrator in forcing the

operators to make terms. all the more so
as public sentiment is in favor of the
striking miners. Denver, on account of
ite proximity, is fits main market, and
was to be ent off from its “aain supply
as well as the northeastern part of the
State. " The Fremout county
district would take care
Cripple Creek, Victor, ete.: then ex-
tending the strike into the 'southern coal-
fields as far as New Mexico, thus making
the tie-up complete, as far as the afore-
said territory was concerned. With pub-
lic sympathy in their favor, the miners,
in this case might have gained some con-
cessions, from the operators But they
reckoned without the class-consciousnesrs
of the capitalist class and its ofllcial,
the Sherifl of Huerfano County,

As soon ns a coal famine, under such
circumstances . was imminent at the he-
ginning of the contest, the managers of
the different railroads combined ‘with the
Iarge coal dealers and established what
they called an emergency rate on' coal,
The rate was low enough to enable them
to order coel from any point east as far
as lllinois and west as far as Idaho, As
a consequence coal was shipped to this
State from Utah, Wyoming, Kansas,
Missouri and Illinois.  Coal traing on
Union Pacific Railroad woere given the
right of way over everything, even over
passenger trains. The result was that
the coal yards were filled to overflowing
in a short time. It must be apparent to
everybody, that to fight such a combinn-
tion with the economic weapons ouly
used by pure and simplers is the height
of folly. Only the class-conscious ballot
can produce the desired effect,

Now as to the Sherii, of Huerfano
county. When the miners of Fremont
county walked qut, thus closing the mines
in that distriet, John I. Gebr, the dis-
trict president of the United Mine Work-
ers, went in the southern direction, into
Huerfano and Las Animas counties, for
the purpose of organizing the bituminous
district and then call them out. But here
the Colorade Iuel and 'Iron Company
made its stand. Said corporation has
been aad is the supreme ruler in those
counties. It was not willing to surrender
without a severe struggle. True to the
political trodition of the capitalist class,
the Colorasde Fuel and Iron Company
dominates the political destinies of the
southern part of the State, or at' least
as far as their intevest extends.  Hence
the exccutive, judiciary, as well as the
legislative bodies of the different com-
munpities in  eaid territory are their
creatures, hence their power. This fact
is ®0 apparent, that it is a wonder to me
that workingmen can be so blind as not
to see it and pattern after it. The miners
in one of the bigzest eawmps in Huoerfano
county were called upon to hold an open
air meeting. They 'did not tread on the
company’'s ground, but us soon ns they
nssembled, Sheriff Farr broke out with
his deputies, arrested the speaker, smash-
ed some over the heads with his revol-
ver and sent the rest home. This, of
course, broke up the organizing trip of
John L. Gehr of the United Mine Work-
ers of America. .

Now the ‘‘fun” commenced. John L.
Gehr came straight to Denver, appear-
ing before the Governor ot the State,
James B. Orman, and prayed for an
arder to declare martial law in Huerfano
county, as the cofficials of said county
would not allow any peaceable assem-
blage, and otherwise were setting the
Jaw at deflance. I do not know what is
more woundrous, whether the hrazeness
of this pure and simple fakir or his
ignorance. It was preposterous to ima-
gine that Governor James B. Orman,

‘otherwise known throughout the State

as "Pickhandie Jim.” should forget him-
solf so far as to betray his own clasa
by ordering a geunine investigation and
deelare martial law in order to protect
interests  are
diametrically opposed to his own, he
being the main parstner of the biggest
railroad contractors firm of Orman &
Crooks. To receive justice from such
a source is just as difficult ax to try
to convict the Devil of sin and hold the
court in Hell.

Of conrse Mr. Ormar kindly eonsent-
ed to furnish redress, and after an ex-
piration” of about three weeks he sent
the Attorney General to the acene of ac-
tion to “investigate.”  This was the last
of it. 'The main witnesses were
spirited_ away. No proof of the allega-
tiens could be furnished. {

In the meantime the strike wore along.
That legisiative investigation committee
concluded its work a few days ago and
will make ita report in a day or so. It

strong | political arm. Mr, Duocan is
going at it in true fakir style. He is
inaking a settlement with a few small
operators, blows it up as a great victory,
with the afore-mentioned press as a close
second, that gives him a certain amount
of prestige, and many a miner as well
as wthers are misled. So far settlements
have been made with about a half a
dozen so-called iudependent operators,
exclusively in the northern coalfield. The
terms of settlement are as follows:

“We, the conl miners of Boulder and
L Weld .counties, State of Colorado, re-
spectfully: snbmit to our employers the
following terms upon which 'we are will-
ing to resame the production of coal, and
"further Agree to cantinue at work under
such terms until the first day of October:

“Yirst—Recognition of committees
from and of the orpanization of the
Upited Mine Workers of America.

“Second—That except  in cases of
emergeney not more than eight hours
shall be worked in onesday by any mine
worker, )

Third—That the priecs of mining shall
be advanced as follows: Ten cents of
run of mine per ton of 2,000 pounds, and
all day labor to be paid the same wages
per day as those prevailing!during the
year 1000, ¥i

“Fourth—That employes in and around
mires shall be paid evpry second Satur-
day, the employers hatving the privilege
of holding ‘one weoek's wages in order to
fac litate bookkeeping. -

“Fifth—Check weighman_ shall be al-
lowed at all mines, said check weighman
to have the privilege of checking off the
wages of the miners a sufficient amount
to pay check weighman's wages: also to
check off all ducs and assessments placed
on miners and mine workers and collect-
ed throngh the respective coal companies
for which we are working.”

It will be noticed that the check-off
system is well taken care of. The north-
ern coal field, produces 4,000 tons per
day. . The Northern Coal and Coke Com-
pany produces 3,000, the remaining 1,000
are scattered among a number of in-
dependent operators, of whom part have
signed the scale. By this it may be seen
that the victory is not what it is cracked
up to be. It may not be presumed that
the small operater did sign'the scale Tor
philanthropic purposes, he is as grasping
as the bhig fellows, but as things are
shaping themsglves, he sees his finish
and is trying to save as much out of the
wrick as possible. e s‘gns the scale,
the miners allow him to resume opers-
tion; this .brings him in sharp competi-
tion with the big fellow who at last may
be obliged to buy him out at a falr price.

The Northern Conl and Coke Company
will eventually pursoe this route and
will then be master of the situation.
That the Iast named corporation ix qutite
earnest in their statement that they will
not grant the:demand of the men may
be illustrated by an incident that hap-/
pered lato in the fall, 1808, A strike
broke out at that time with the same
‘demands, it dragged along until January,
18¢0, pressure was brought to bear to
submit it to the State Board of Arbitra-
tion and abide by its decislon. After
due fuvestigation and deliberation, sald
board declded in favor of the miners.
The corporation in queation abided, stat-
ing that they would pay the scale for
the month of February as an experi-
ment and see how they would fare. At
the close of that month/ they closed all
their mines and kept them in that state
till September next when all men went
to work at the old scale. Such was the
situation up to that time, and I may sas
without fear of eontradiction, such it is
to-day. It varies only in some particu-
lars too small tq mention. That the two
mentioned ‘corporations will control the
whole coal output'of the region is only a
question of time. It is their desire;: apd
as sgoofi as accomplished, they will be
master of the situation, and ne amount
of pure and simple organization nor their
tactics  will avail anything to hinder
them from trampling upon the working-

The only
(uestion at issue was, whether the con-
tractor had violated the State's eight-
hour law. The Court decided in favor of
the contractor by pronouncing ‘the eight-
hour law passed by the Legislature tn
he unconstitutional. Thers is nothing
novel or startling in this, To-day, it
takes the weriest blockhead to deny
that the questian of wages is not control-
l2d by the political power, and, conso-
quently, to expect that a Magistrate,
