of the Internatjonal Socialist Movement.

To organize the workers into a work-
ing class political party through which
to secure control of the powers of gov-
ernment, the law-making and law-en-
forcing machinery of the nation, to pat
into effect the above declared object is
the mission of the Socialist party.

To secure control of government, the
Socialist party appeals to the working
class and the ballot. Though a revolu-
tionary party in the sense that it pro-
pases to put an end .o the present indus-
trial system and cstablish a new social
order, its program is one of perfect peace.

That violence and bloodshed are re-|

sorted to is not because of the Socialist
party, but in spite of it.

The present system, called the.capi-
talist system because 1t is controlied by
capitalists and operated in their inter:
est, is based upon the slavery and rob-
bery of the working class. Such a sys-
tem has to be supported and prot:cted by
force. Violence follows as a matter of
course.

to meet brutality with brute force, to
answerthe club with the dirk, or the
bayonet with the revolver, but it does
advise them to use taeir brains, remove
the cause and walk forth free men.

There has been a great industrial
change in the last century. New condi-
* tions have arisen, and theSe demand a
new system. Machines are now used
instead of hand tools; great mills have
teken the ‘places of small shops, and
armies of workers, co-operatively em-
ploved, are required to operate them.

These machines and mills are at pres-
ent the private property of a few capi-
talists and are operated purely for their
profit. /

All the wealth the armies of workers
produce above a bare living is taken from
them by the capitalists, the owners of
the mills and machines, who are also
their industrial masters. 'These ewners
and masters can close down their mills
and exclude the workers from them =zt
will. The workers are wholly dependent
‘upon them and at their mercy.

In modern society the capitalist, the
owner of the machine, the tool of pro-

duction, without which the worker can-|

not work, and therefore cannot live, has
the power of life and death over his
workingmen, their wives and children.

It is essentially a barbarous and demor-
alizing system' in all its effects. The
capitalist is calloused and debased, while
the worker is enslaved and brutalized.

A few capitalists are gorged and
bloated to the bursting point. Their
features are distorted and discolored by
their valgar excesses. Their beeter na-
ture is besotted and conscxence has been

 suffocated.

As to society or the state first giving
consent to the birth of a child the charge
is so preposterons that no sane person
could give the statemeat serions thought,
Socialists believe with proper economic
conditions parents can have children that
will not be martyrs: that will not be
doomed to the factory, mine and perbaps
spend the best part of their lives in prison
or in a house of prostitution. Society
should see that the children are well eared
for and properly educated. If the igno-
ramus who wrote the libelous cirenlars
knew a little of our capitalist law he
would kuow thut even to-day children
may be taken away from incompetent
parents, Socialists know that the parents
and home mustalways remain the basis
of civilized gociety and it is az infamous
fulsehood to charge that so called free
love and promiscuous sexual relations ave
advocated by the leading socinlists, Be-
cause the marriage and sexnal relations—
with divorces, mlultery, prostitution, se-
duetion, desertion aud all other deplorable
phases of the question are criticised and
condemned it does not follow that social-
isty are opposed to all marriage: on she
contrary the socialists aim at a sacred
and enduring marriage relation.

The Republienn and Demoeratic parties
stand for 1l the hideousness of the exist-
ing sexual relations.
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The other circular sonnds a note of,
dlarm on the race question Yy charging

social equality between the white and
negro races. Social equality eannot be
established by law or by governmental
reguintion. The socialists believe that
the colored man has no more cause to be
despoiled ns a wage slave than he was as &
chattel slave so they advocate equality of
opportunity. The Negro amnd all other
races are invited to join usnot as Negroes,
Japanese or any other race, but as work-
ingmen whose interest as such is the same
as the white workingman—to get a free
opportunity to'work and ges the full pro-
ceeds of his labor, and not be robbed by
the eapitalist class, be such cluss made up
of white, black, hrown or yellow nfen.

We soeialists have nothing to do with
making the negro socially equal. He will
have to av that by his own inteliectual ef-
fort. We know one thing, wherever the
Negro and Mongolian are organized they
make good union men and help white
wage slaves to retain their manhood.

It is not a'guestion of one race against
another or one npatiomality opposed to
others; it is the working class, or the de-
spoiled class, against the capisalist, or
despoiling class. Socialists know distine-
tion of race, creed or nationality. These
have always been the subtle devices of
tyrants to divide the workers and give
the idlers a soft berth.

Terribly afraid of social equality these
unctuous raseals are and they admit if
you give men industrial equality you will
give social equality! This is why the rieh
claim they are our soeial superiors—be-
cause they enjoy superior indwstrial ad-
vansages. It is not Nogro equality, work-
ingmen, that they fear, iv is the equality
with you shey fear. They know under
socialism they would have to do somé
useful work, so they wont te alarm you
lest the Negro might become your equal.

Dear workingmen, in the eyes of therich
you are not as geod as a Negro. Youare
a cheap and common wage slave.

As to admixtion of races, the socialists
do not sdvocate any such doctrine and it
1% a base lie. Bus if you waus te see
mulattoes you do not have to wait for
socinlism. Inevery Negro settlement nre
living and hideous marks of the white
men's 1nst, aud the blood of ye Southern
planter and other good demo-republicans
courses in the veins of many & poor
maulatto.

In meny states to-day there Are no laws
preventing the amalgamation of the
races, buk they do not mix. But you may
go down South where there are laws
sgainst ‘intermarringe yet you will find
mulattoes of all ages and sizes and shades

of their doublets nor Dbreeches or
doublets of any kind of silk nor gloves
garnished with silver or gold lace, vel-
vet or silk nor girdles or garters or
shoe ties of silk or ribbon nor any rose
or such. like toyes at all upon the shoes
or garters nor sleeves held out by a
framework of wire nor silk stockings
nor Spanish leather shoes nor any
shoes with high heels nor the hair done
with any tufts or locks, but cut close
in decent manner.”

MUSHROOMS ON TREES.

The Method by Which They Are Cul-
5 tivated In Japan.

Mushrooms . grown on trees form
quite an important article of export
froin Japan to China. Shikoku island,
where much camphor is produced, is
the chief home of this industry. The
method employed is as follows: Oak
trees about thirty years old are felled
in the autumn, and incisions are made
with axes at intervals of three or four
inclhies.  The trees are then cut into
logs four or five feet long and are left
In dack, secluded parts of the forest,

After three years mushrooms make
their appearance in the inciged por-
tions, and when the crop shows signs
of growing thin fresh logs are provid-
ed.  These mushrooms will grow at
cvery season of the year, but in win-
ter and spring artificial stimulus is
needed, which is supplied by steeping
the logs in water and striking them
with inallets or axes to prepare the
beds and facilitate the growth, The
autumn crop is the largest. The mush-
rooms after being collected are dried
by the sun or by artificial heat,
