The appeal which the I L. D, is
taking to the U. S. Supreme court
antomatically delays the gentence

of‘eexcution ‘set for May 13 by the?

Alabama court.

Ferced by the crudity of the per-
jured evidence to dissent from the
decision of the Alahama bosses’
court, Judge John C. Anderson,
chief justice, admitted that the de-
fendants did not get a fair and im-
partial trial.

Scottsboro boys, the California I. L.
D. is placing a vigorous demand be-
fore the State Board: of Terms and
Parols to change the conditions of
parole in the cases of Carl Sklar,
Tsuji Horiuchi and Eduardo Her-
rera, three of the six Imperial Val-
ley prisoners, :

April 14 marks the second anni-
versary of the epochal Imperial
Valley case, which was an out-
growth of bitter struggles of the
Mexican, Filipino and Negro work-
ers, against brutal speed-up and
exploitation in the factory-fields of
the ‘valley.

Forced by -mass pressure the
Prison Board has reduced the sen-
tences of the seven Imperial Valley
prisoners from 14 years' to five
years,;with paroles that will free
the last Imperial Valley militant,
Lawrence Dmery, on February 18,
1933, Oscar Er ickson and Danny
Roxas will be released on paroles
July 18, 1932. Herrera is scheduled
for deportation on April 28, 1932.

SACRAMENTO, April 4.— The
twenty-five families living in the
“camp”’
the 12th and 16th street roads, or-
ganized into the Sacramento Un-
employed Council when they were
threatened with eviction from their

miserable “homes” where they have

been trying to keep alive waiting
for the fruit season.
About .a month .ago the local

“bulls” told them to leave or. be,

thrown out. The workers organized
to stop the eviction, 70 joining the
Unemployed Council.

The Charities tried to bring pres-
sure on the families to leave by re-
fusing any relief,

A committee was formed to de-
mand immediate relief. It was
turned down. A mass meeting was
called and it was decided to bring
mass pressure to force the Charity
Director, Mary Judge, to feed the
destitute families.

On March 31, 1000 workers, five
abreast, marched to the court house
to demand relief. They received a
promise for an investigation by the
director, and allowed her one hour
and a half to make the trip. The

STIRRING EVENTS

In the six weeks that followed,
the movement against imperialist
war showed growing signs of life,
especially in street demonstrations.
Four unemployed workers were
murdered by Ford police. Thael-
mann got 5 million votes in Ger-
many. A bitter hunger fight was
staged in San Diego. As each day of
the trial passed and the argument
between the prosecution and the de-
fense grew hotter we were supplled
with facts out of the daily news re-
ports. A million bales of cotton for

explosives were shipped from Los’

Angeles harbor to Japan. The day
before the trial 'closed, 220 bat-
tleships, the -largest war armada
ever gathered in Pacific (meaning
“peaceful”) waters, steamed into
view of ouwr windows again. It was
the entire American fleet. For war?
The bailiff says, “No—just keeping
in trim so that we could lick any
navy in the world.”

When they tried to enter they were
assaulted by.police, who called for
re-inforcements from nearby towns,
But these former allies were too
busy. They themselves were demon-
strating against the government.
For a week Brianza and the neigh-
boring towns were in a state of
martial law. ‘

In Sinese the desperation of the
population culminated in a battle
between the police and the entire
town when mothers demanded
bread and relief from taxes. Re-
fused aid, and attacked by police,
they burned the City Hall to the

| ground. The hundred and eighty ar-

rested are still in jail.

In San Vittore Olona a parade to
the State Employment Agency was
broken up only when three hundred
police re-inforcements arrived to
end a battle in which a score were
injured and ten arrested.

Virulent Epidemic’ of Smallpox
Kills Thousands of
Workers

SHANGHAIL—Famine and pest-
ilence are sweeping through the
crowded refugee camps in Shang-
hai, as an aftermath of the slaugh-
ter and destruction wrought by the
Japanese armies.

An epidemic of smallpox, so vir-
ulent that more than half of those
stricken die, has broken out, kill-
ing thousands of workers and peas-
ants made homeless by the des-
truction of Chapei.

Famine is so acute that even Sir
John Hope-Simpson, director of The
China Famine Commission, was
forced to admit that the people
had been driven to eat the bark of
the trees, the. chaff of trashed
grain, and weeds,

Admitting that the commission
was helpless in the face of this
‘mass starvation, Simon stated that
unless the dykes, on which nearly
500,000 flood vietims are employed,
are rebuilt within three months,
new disastrous floods, similar, to
those of last year, are certain.

Nothing more clearly shows the
corruption and rottenness of the
Kuomintang regime than the fact
that these dykes on the Yanztee
River have been allowed to .fall
into such a state that millions of
peasants are in imminent danger
of death by flood.

SEATTLE, Wash.—Working girls
in Seattle are having their wages
| cut far below the so-called mini-
mum wage of $13.20 a week. Prac-
tically. none except the’ laundry
workers and some office girls are
getting abeve that amount nowa-

days.

When - the : néw - Penney store
opened here they wanted girls
with no experience who live at

home hecause they could pay them
only $9 a. week. Rhodes’ ten cent
stores have laid off many girls, and
have paid %9 and $11 a week o
t,uls that thoy call ¢ dpplentlces —
and it is well known that in D’IOSL
places they .don’'t keep a girl after
her “appenticeship” period is over
if’ she wants more wages.

While this wage cutting is
on, girls are made to work much
faster, botl those on piece work
or commission work and those paid
by the hour. In some of the small
dress shops here .the girls make
from $5 to $10 a week and then
take work home at night to do
hand work or pressing in order to
get done. Those who still make
the “minimum” cor above usually
| have to work twice as fast as they
| did before.

you about conditions on a 350-acre
alfalfa ranch 15 miles nerthwest
of Tresno, Calif. That octopus of
finance, the Bank of America, has
squeezed the farmers out of their
land and now, under the guise of
the “California ILands Incorporat-
ed,” operates the farms and ex-
ploits the agricultural workers.

A state of misery prevails among
the workers, Seventeen cents an
hour is the wage they receive. The
working dey is ten hours. The

steady workers live in shacks that-

are “free.” The shacks and guar-
ters in whieh the men live are
withont showers and adequate san-
itary equipment. When I-say “sev-
enteen cents an hour,” remember

that is-without board. The workers }

must feed themselves on the few |
mism*able pennies which are thrown

‘to them for a day’s work.’

The ranech hands are gloomy.
They eat only potatoes and mac-
aroni.
the meats and vegetables which
are necessary to keep thems
in good health.

“Alfalfa is harvested from five to
six times a year. When ha_y-baling

starts the work requires about 15

men. Even though the wage is
seventeen cents an hour and the
general conditions are terrible, men
gaunt from hunger and long periods
of unémployment, are daily turned
away Dby these everlasting words,

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND"

‘What is the significance and the
historical background of May 1?

May Day became an international
fighting day for the working class
as a result of the struggle for the
eight-hour day in the United States,
which culminated in the general
strike on May 1, 1886, centering in
Chicago, the arrest of eight leaders
of the workers and the judicial
murder of five of them following
the bomb explosion in Haymarket
Square while a huge mass meeting
was being held.

As in the Moceney frame-up—the
explosion is commonly believed to
have heen the work of an agent-
provocateur and was used as an
excuse by the boss class and its
agents to revenge themselves upon
the workers and check the growing
mass movement.

Early Struggles for the Eight-Hour Day, the

PERIOD OF STRIKES

The two decades from 1866 to
1886 were a period of rapid capital:

‘ist consolidation - carried on at the.

expense of the working class—a
period of iconcentration in which
bribery. and thieyery on a large
scale played ‘a tremendous  role.

Strikes‘were breaking out with in- |

creasing numbers and . were grow-
ing in<militancy and strength. The
Pennsylvania railway strike and
‘the strugglée-in Homestead, Pa.; in

The trade unions, such as they
were at the time, practically dis-
appeared during the Civil War.
While the bosses were cojncentra;;-
ing in powerfu]l combines, the trade
union movement was becoming
more and more decentralized in
character. It was forced into actiont
as a clags and with the eight-hour
day as its cent/,ral demand, entered
the struggle on a national scale. At
the same time it must be remem-
bered that the struggle had far lar-
ger implications than the mere-de-
mand for the eight-hour day.

Using as a pretext the Haymar-
ket bomb explosion, Samuel Gom-
pers had spurned political action
by the trade union movement ex-
cept as a catspaw of the capitalist
parties, who at that time began a
systematic corruption of the trade
unions which has made them into
such servile tools of American im-

| perialism.

EIGHT-HOUR STRUGGLE
And May Day,  which originated
with the struggle for the eight-hour
day, has lohg since been betrayed
by the. misleaders of American
labor. Working together with the
Wall Street government, the A, F.

of L. substituted Labor Day in "Sepo- ;

tember for the revolutionary work-
ers’ holiday, May 1, To this time,
however,, the, chief . observers of
Labor Day are the bankela, manu-
facturers and the labor fakers who
usually celebrate the day in almy,
camps and millionaire hotels. To
the. great .mass .of workers it is
merely “a day off’-—that is, where
it is allowed among those who still
have jobs.

" The capitalist class of the U. S.,
through 'its government, has made
a long series of attempts to take
May 1 away from the workers as a
day of militant struggle. When this
generation was still y'oung, May 1
was declared to be “Déwey Day” in
commemoration of the butcher of
colonial workers during the war of
1898. More recently May 1 has been
declared Child Health Day in a land
where one out of every four chil-
dren is admitted by government
statistics to be under-nourished,
