VACAVILLIE, Calif.,, Nov, 19—
Latest reports from the 400 strik-
ers on the ranches here are that

the strike under the leadership of}

the Agricultural Workers lndustrial
Union is solid and all attempts to
bring in scabs have been frustrated
by militant solidarity between the
strikers and ‘unemployed workers.

The strikers are well organized
in broad strike committees. The
first meeting of the strikers was on
Wednesday in the back yard of one
of the workers at which there weére

ents, police and stool pigeons were
well in evidence, but did not dare
to interfere because of the mili-
tancy of the workers. .

her, International Labor Defense
attorney, forced the City Council
this afternoon to condemn the Klan
raid on a worker’s home here last
Wednesday, to decide for a grand
jury investigation of the raid, and
to adopt a motion to investigate at
a public ‘hearing the edvidences of
police collusion with the Ku Klux
Klan thugs. The Grand Jury will
conduct its investigation Nov. 21
and the Council an open hearing on
Nov. 25. A mass meeting of work-
ers previous to the' latter dates is
being arranged to prevent the hear-
ing becoming a further attempt at

SEATTLE, Wash., Nov. 15.—De-
termined to place before the cap-
italist congress, Dec. 5, the de-
mands of the workers for Unem-
ployment and Social Insurance, im-
mediate payment of the Bonus, and
farm relief, at the expense of the
bosses, ten marchers arrived from
Portland yesterday, joined with the

The Comnuinity Chest of Port-
land gets over three- quarters of a
million dollars from workers But
not for relief of unemployed work-
ers. Dxactly .the contrary. The
Portland 'Community Chest turns
over the money to thirty-eight ag-

encies that use it against the work-:

ing-class.

Any c:tarvmg worker who has
tried to Pry loose 5c worth of
crumbs from these “relief” agencies
will testify that Community Chest
claims are.thinly disguised horse-
radish.

The amaszr thmg is that the
Commumty Chest of Portland in
their own leaflet “Soc1al ka is
The Balance Wheel * admits they
are to put down the struggles of
the workérs to get real relief. They
say:

“Every e ency m the Chest mem-
bership has been flghtmg its owh
battles nst the by- products ef
J mental bntterness
and discontent mcreased delmqgen-

‘ing.”

¢y and lawlessness among boys
and girls, lower standards of living,
lower standards of heaith, restless.
ness and uncertainty as to the
future, which threatens the whole
community.”

There is no question what this
says. The agencies are for the
purpose to dope the workers with
hot air so they will starve off
quietly.

To prove this we need only go
further into their own leaflet.

Of the thirty-eight Agencies, gett-
ing a total of $787,296, only one
can be said to be a direct relief
agency, the Public Welfare Bureau.
This Agency gets but $54,986, or
7c out of each dollar.

But this outfit is for direct relief
only in the way the bosses look at
it. This means salaries and graft.
As they put it, “personal service in
distribution of food, fuel and cloth-
An army of “visitors,” social
experts, .secretaries. and sub-sec-

retaries, ‘etc,, must get paid out of
vthe 7c -before the unemployed ‘are
entitled to, thelr crumbs

‘Where does the rest of the mo-
ney, 93¢ out of each dollar, go?

SEVENTEEN CHURCHES
GET $170,289

Church organizations that have
discovered it is good business to
racketeer in *“‘charity,” such as the
Catholic Charitable Societies, and
other well-known fraud schemes
like the Salvation Army, get $170,
289.

To say that these outflts give
away nothing tp the.jobless would
be incorrect. Better, they glve
a.Way nothing to the jobless unless
they make a neat profit on the
transaction for themselves and for
the capitalist system of mass mis-
ery and unemployment

Let us consider them.

Catholic Charitable Societies are

to'get $44,066. This is divided. up

Y. M. and Y. W. get $115,000; Religious
' Organizations Get Bulk of Funds;
Unemployed Get Pennies}

among two types of institutions,
homes for the aged and infirm, such
as the Jeanne d’Arc Home, and
forced labor orphanages, such as
the St. Mary’s Home for Boys and
the St. Rose Industrial School.
These homes for the aged are richly
financed by dying Catholic bosses
who see the need for buying their
way into heaven by turning over
part of a life-time of spoils robbed
from the workers, The homes for
boys are inevitably connected with
forced labor farms where free child
labor and cheap (usually donated)
tood makes it possible to make a
profit. farming though other farm-
ers are- losing their shirts.

The Federation of Jewish Soc-
ieties top the Catholics in looting
the Community Chest. They get
$53,786. Their various “societies”

however, differ only in name from

the Catholics. Their intent is id-
entical: to keep the workers from
organizing together for militant
struggles.

SECOND HAND BUSINESS TOO

The Salvation Army and their
lesser rivals in the sécond hand
furniture, old rags, bottles and
bones business, the‘Volunteers of
America and the Good Will Indust-
ries, get paid together $74,737. Be-
sides this they get tens of thou-
sands of dollars from the sale of
chopped wood, repaired  furniture,
painted up junk, etc., which repre-
sents the work of “men who are
down but not yet out”—men who
can still be exploited. .for a miser-
able bowl of soup and a louse in-
fected bed. O, Yes, these three
little rivals are also religious!

There are four freak Agencies
feeding at the Portland trough:
Children’s Farm Home of the Wo-
mens Christian Temperance Union,

Bergesen Prepares
to Reb Pittsburg
Workere of $10 000

PITTSBURG, Calif., Nov. 4.
Stanley Tergesen, chairman’ of the
finance cammittee of the local re-
lief organization, is busy chiseling
the pay checks of the workers of
Pittshurg for a $10.000 relief fund.

600 persons in this small ctiy are
totally unemployed and in need of
relicf.

Most of ihe rest of the workers
need relief too, but can’t get it be-
cause they are working a few days
each week or every other week.
Yet these part-time workers are ex-
pected to put up the $10,600.

One example of (he situation is

in the steel imill, where thyee suc-

‘cessive wage cuts have been made.

the tin mill works five days a week,
the rolling mill every other week.

The Steel Mill hosses show their
hig-heartedness - hy  selling their
coal from- company mines in

mill at $12 a ton. A dealer, buying
coal from the mine, pays about $5

‘Watsonville Farmer

actually work is given by a report
in the Soviet Press of a collective
farm named “Successes of Stalin,”
located in the Middle Volga Region.

The collective farm, comprising
284 ftamilies, has just completed
the distribution of its income for
the current year, after
the year’s program of grain deliv-
eries by August 15. A total of 227
tons of grain was sold to the gov-
ernment out of a total grain crop
of 619 tons.

The gross income of the farm for
the year, estimated on the hasis of
the official prices for agricultural
products, is close to 95,000 rubles.
In addition to 235 tons of rye, 33
tons of wheat, 26 tons of oats and
19 tomns of millet, the farm pro-
duces 66 tons of potatoes, 18 tons
of sunflower seed and 1,600 tons of
hay and straw.

After selling to the govermment
the set quantity of agricultural
products, the farm proceeded to
collect a seed supply to be used
for next year's sowing. Selected
seed is used for this purpose. ‘In
nd(lition, a supply of grain was
collected for the feeding of ‘the
hoxses, sheep and hogs owned by
the collective.

. Before the crop was distributed
among the members, some grain
was also set aside to supply those
peasants who have left to wmk in
the uues under agreements SIgned

fulfilling |

with industrial organizations.

Thetotal net’ monetary ‘iticonie ‘of
the collective farm from  thle  sale
of grain to ‘tlie ‘government and
from other sources, damoiunted to
50,000 rubles. 'From this sum, the
farm ‘paid agricultural taxes of 1,750
rubles and insmzince 1,700 rubles.
A 3,300 ruble 10an’was 1epaid to
the ‘State Bank; 10 per cent of the
gross income of the farm was turn-
ed into a commnion fund, “‘which is
nsed largely for cdpital construc-
tion on the farm. y decision of
the farm members, an additional
four per cent of the gross income,
was set aside for cultural purposes;
to pay honuses, and similar’ ex-
penses, Two thousand rubles. were
invested in stocks of the Tractor
Center and Incubator Center, which
supply the farm with the required
tractors and incubators. About 4;
000 rubles was spent for kerosene
and lubricating oil for the tractors,
for repairs, and for administrative
expenditures,

After all these expenses were
met, the farm still I)ad nearly 27:0‘(50
rubles in cash as well as 185 fons
tons of wheat and considerable
quantities of other agricnltural' pro-
duots.

“Onward Men All Hell Can’t Stop Us.

By LOUISE TODD

Below is a report on the recruit-
ing of new members into the Com-
munist - Party of District No. 13
from July 4—the date of our Dis-
tric Convention—to November 7th,
when the drive for 500 new memb-
ers ended. Recruiting workers in-
to the ranks of the revolutionary
movement should become the daily
task of the members of our Party,
and from the experiences. gained
during this drive, we should learn
how to win and keep new members.

The concentration industries in
California” are marine - transporta-
tion, and agriculture. Our object-
ives were 25% of the new members
from these industries, and 50%
workers employed on farms, in
factories, ships, etc. We have only
recruited 63 workers from the con-
centration industries out of a total
of 456. Also, we have recruited
very few employed workers, which
proves that we are not directing
our efforts toward the factories
and fields where workers are still
employed, suffering from wage-cuts,
stagger plan, etc. Our recruiting
has been accidental-—not planned
according to strategic sections of
the working class and the impor-
tant industries.

Furthermore, our efforts to help
the new recruits become " active
Communists have been very poor.
New members classes are handled
in-a very careless manner. New
members are not encouraged to
participate in all activities. The
fac’t that the inner life of our units
is often a decisive factor in keep-
ing new members is not taken into
consideration by many of our Units,
and consequently, members are lost
becauseé of the inefficient, burocrat-

paper,. etc., and ship thru Frank’s

company. Frank has a special rate
on the railroads to ship the fruit
to the eastern markets, but Mr.
Small Farmer always paid the full
rate. Mr. Buck also charged Mr.
Small Farmer 7% commission for
selling his fruit in the east at
auction, Mr, Small Farmer has to
accept the reports of sales that

Frank offers him and like it. Frank |-

- was always on the safe side in
other words he not only exploited
the worker but also the small
farmer. This was the condition. in
Vacaville to just a few months
prior to the election campaign.

When we were younger and the
Russian Revolution had not’ yet
taken place a favorite argument
against a Socialist socxety ran like
this:

Socialist is beautiful but if
everyone has the same oppor-
tunity then everyone will want
to be a professional and no cne
will want to do the real manual
work. Why should anyone want
to work in a factory when they
could be in a nice clean school
room and teach or in a doc-
tor’s office where life is easy.
We always had a hard time with
this question bhecause it was ab-
stract. But- because of our bhasic
faith in Socialisim we stuck it out.

While many other people were
watching to see how many new
gadgets were being produced under
the five-year plan we were im-
patiently awaiting some informa-
tion to throw light on this subject.
Now we have it. It seems that it
turned - out exactly the opposite
from what our plaguers claimed.
There is a shortage of labor in the
Soviet Union generally, but those
available are anxious to work in
factories and very few are willing
to make the sacrifice and become
teachers or doctors., We quote from
the Literary Digesf, issue of No-
vember 19:

The serious shortage of can-
didates for many professions
worries the Soviet Government
in Russia,

In Russia proper not counting
some of the affiliated Repub-
lics, it is estimated that in the .
current year the hospitals lack
18,000 doctors, and the schools
25,000 teachers.

Also it is reported that there
are not enough librarians, eco-
nomists, bookkeepers, and
trained- workers in the co-op-
erative shops.

The main factor in this short-
age, writes the Moscow corre-
spondent. of the L.ondon Ob-
servor, is the unwillingness of

voung people to enter such pro-
