Hut of late tremendous changes have
taken place In the orgnaolzation of in-
dustry,  Combinations of capital have
been formed on.every hand. The ins
dividual emplover has glven place to
the corporation and the corpordtion has
been merged In the trust. Employers
no longer compete, ‘but combine, that
they may prevent the laborers from seo-
curing a larger share of his product.

Bo it has come about thit while the
rmde unfon  movement wWas never of
strong s it Is today it has taxks before
It many fold more difficult than those
with which it has ever beer praviously
confronted. In the face of the complete
trust It 1s well-nigh helpless, If it calls
a strike, the employer can walt, serene
in the conviction that ' no womipetitor
can undersell him, and certaln. that
when production bégins again he will
still control supply and demand.  If the
strike is only at one plant he ean ¢lose
down where attacked, and transfer his
work to.another plant and curry on his
businesd unaffected by the efforts of his
laborets. These tactics have already
wiped out all upions in the packing In-
dugtry, the Standard (11 lines of pro-
dugtion and in most branches of the
It is time the union men
sought new methods of fighting before
they are depiived of all weapons, i

Let us look back for a moment and
see what it 1s that gives the employer
his present commuanding position.  We
shall find that it i» simply his owner-
ship of things which the laborers must
upe If they will live.
