YLOVE'S CONING OF AGE." By Bd-
ward Carpenter. Chicago: Charles

Kerr & Co.; cloth, $1.00,
What will be the relations between
men and women; what will jove be;
what will marriage be In the new so-
ciaty that is coming when the working
class shall have won its freodom?
Thess are questions that must be
faced even though some who call them-
sclves Sociallsts are panic stricken at
the very thought of their heing raised,
at the' very suggestion that pregon:
Cosventional standards of sexual mor-
ality may not tm eternal and unchange-
able
NG one can give any intelligent an-
swer to such questions who does not see
that these conventional standards are
Iargely due to the economic dependence
orf women on thelr husbands or on their
employers, and that when Socialism
has set every woman free most of those
present standards will lose their rea-
san for existence, o much Is easy for
any intelligent Soclallst to see. But
what then?
It neads more than & mere econamist
to answer those questions, for they turn
on the highest feelings and desires, now
repressed by the sordid struggle for
bread, but ready to blossom forth when
freedom has made room for them.
Edward Carpenter {s the poet prophet
of this new life in the days that are to
be. He is as clear-as Engels himself
in his a2nalypls of the material causes
that have shaped the presant relations
of men and women and the dstinctive
traits of each, bat his poetic insight
carries us with him into the happy fu-
ture that {s to come, and helps us to see
the forces that will bring order, self-
restruint and healthy relationships out

forces of class tyranny.

In his first chapter, the author treats
of the sex passion, shows that it ought
not to be suppressed as something to
be ashamed of, but should be con-
trolled rationaily, and he shows how
under freedom the strong controliing
force will be thé iove which will seek
'the highest happiness of its object.
Next comes two chapters, "Man the
Ungrown,” and “Woman the Serf,"
which are thus summed up in the auth-
or's own words: “Man has developed
the more active, and woman the mors
passive qualities, . . ., . That there
are permanent complementary distine-
tions between the male and the female,
dating  first perhaps from sex, and

ures, physical, mental and moral, of
each, no one can reasonably doubt,
Thess distinctions have, however, we
contend, been strangely accentuated
and exaggerated during the whole his-
torie period, till a2 last a point of max-
fmum divergence and absolute misun-
derstanding has been reached. But
that point is behind us now.'

In the chapter on “Woman in Free-
dom,” the author makes the point, fa-
milinr enough to Soclalists, but a sealed
mystery still to most of the valiant ad-
vocates of “Woman's Rights,"” that
nothing short of large social changes
stretching beyond the sphere of woman
only, ¢an bring about the complete
emancipation of the latter.

The chapter on “Marriage, a Retros-
pect.,” is a rational and moderate criti-
clsm of the commercial marriage sys-
tem as secn today In civillzed coun-
tries.
