When the order of business came un
for adoption vigorous protest was
made at the ftem providing for the
election of a committee on trade
Loionism,  Bat it was shown that the
issue conld not be avoided; that the
question would inevitably come befors
the convention, and that it was n mat
ter of expediency that & committée he

jected to deting the position of the
convention and, as a matter of course,
the American Socialist party, and this
was the line of action that prevailed

1t was proposed that the committee
be composed entirely of unlon men,
Lint this proposition was very wisely
voted down. Oarey and Max Hayes
were both on the committee, the lat
ter acting as secretury. When the re-
port was presented it contained a
clause condemning political action on
the part of unlons. A motion was made
to réfer the reéport to the Committee
- on Resolutions, which carried, This
committes was composed of Heydrick
of Pennsylvania, Klein of Minnesota,
O'Nelll, Spargo. Algernon Lée  and
myself.

Spaurgo proved to be the “Great Paci-
goator” of the occasion. He said it
wus evident that we should hand in
no unitied report:  that be had read
our most extreme efforts to some of
[ the unipn men, and Carey and Mux
FHlayes wonld not socept them, and his
sugestion was to return the resolutions
bhanded over to ug by the convention
1o the source whence they came. This
wns done.

When the question finally camhe be
[ fore the convention for discussion the
wording of s presentation forced the
debate pro or con uolon  recognition
and enconragement, Those who spoke
Agatust the mensure were not speaking
against unionism in general, but the
form lo which it was presented. They
felt that since there were some utffons
in the country and those representing
great bodies of workers, that realized
that the only remedy for the worker's
sinvary  was in Independent, political
aetion, on the basis of the cliass strugs
gle, and a demand for the means of
production and distribution, this ad-
vanced step shouid be recognized and
recommended by a Soclalist conven.
tion; that this was what the Socialists
of the world had been trying to get
organized labor to do from the begin-
ning;: that in fact it was the only way
by which unkonism could be made ef-
fective, or even maintaioed; that this
wethod was the final goal of both
nplonism and Soclalism.  They also
felt that the opposition to this position
came from the union men who were
affiliated with the American Fedem
tion of Labdr; that in fact the matter
wis not being debated on its merits,
but that the fight between the Eastern
and Western unlons was belng waged
on the tloor of the Socialist convention,
and that the American Federation men
were uphalding their union independ-
ent of the principles of Sociallsm.

Those who espoused the measure
felt that great union interests were at
stake: that the orgnnized labor df the
sountry was an enormous Institution
that the Socialist party counld not af-
ford to antagonize even in behbalf of
developing Sociallst prineiples in cor-
tain sections of it. Moreover, the de-
cided andl disgraceful slump of the
most prowinent Soclalists in the West-
ern Federation of Miners and the
Awerican Labor Union in Colorado to
the Democratic party gave ample
ground 1o the conviction ' that  the
Western Soclalist labor movement was
not a.class-conscious, bona fide move-
ment, but Iargely a sentimental depart-
ure impelied by devotion to Edward
Boyee and Bugene Debs, and the: en-
thusiasm of certain speakers and agi-
tators. The fact that the Ways and
Means Committee appointed by  the
State Federation of Labor of Colorado,
with Tull powers to control the political
poliey of organized labor in the State,
had decided to support the Demoeratie
party, and put its strength on down-
ing Peabodyism, (nstead of capitalism:
that Haywood and Hysler, when the
former was on trial o the justice court
on the charge of desecrating the flag,
were commanded to come off the city
Soclalist ticket by the judge on pain of
the discontinuance of the Haywood
case, aud did so;  that the “Miners'
Magazine,” an avowed Soclalist organ,
suddenly became rabidly Democratic
