The
people are robbed by the one as by the
othen,

We have our schools owned by the
wunleipalities and State governments.
Has the working elass any use of
them? Look st the department stores,
factories, cotton and silk milis, mines
and sweat shops.  Every oue of these
children who work there belong to the
worling cluss. They are not in ghool.
Poverty compels  the  wage-slave to
send his chikd 1o work. - But say our
reformers, we will fyrnish the children
with freg text:books, I can not help
ealling onr reformers Iguorant tyros.
Are the chlldren sént to work because
of the fnability te buy the text-hooks,
of because the working class lacks the
means e eloth, feed and shoe the chil
dren?  Free text-books will not til the
stomachs,  Empty stomachs can ot
study.

If
our government is popular, s pot cor-
rupt, there is no wrong, ne injostice,
no robbery, I ask, what is there to
be  reformed?  What 8 there to be
changed? The incumbents? We have
seen that municipal and State owner-
ship of public utilitles does not bring
happiness to the working class, It is
robbed by the one as by the  other.
Reforms as advocated by onr reform
politicians will nok  eradicate  “rob-
bery.”!  On the contrary, we see that
reforms, as conservatism, retards prog-
ress, Why? Recange our reformers
do not touch the cause of the evil

What is this cause? Economie in-
equality, and not the government,  As
long a8 this Inequality continues, that
long wili wage slavery continne.

our propoganda. It is an absured con-
tridiction of terms to talk of Sodnusm
without organization.
1t might be well to start out early in
the morning so that the territory al-
totted to each,detall could: be covered
easify, and so that all the varlous de-
talls might fisish In thneé to return to
local beadguarters, or, better still, 10 a
park or pieni¢ grounds for supper amd
&  general  “experienee. meeting,” at
which the Incldents of the day could
be related and much valuable Infor-

slmilar nature. 1o this way, the wives
and families of the members could get
'pequaunted with each other and a so-
clal life could be developed, and addi-
tlonal work planned for the future.
