Under the present system of produc-
tion, the great mans of the people ean
only acquire the mesns of existence
by selling their labor power, and thus
their own persons, to the capitalist
minority, who own the land and the
machinery of production nud distribu-
tion,  With the progress of Industrial
development, the economiec antagonism
between these two elihaos is reflected
in politios and becomes the main Issoe
which overshadows every other ssue,
This s the only sste which 18 of vital
futerest Tor the working class, all other
Issues being merdly means of deceiy-
ing the workers fn the interest of the
capitalist winority.

In the course of the Inst two decades
the great capitalists have secored full
control of the Republican party and
are now Hh‘lkllll{ grm\l efforts to cons
trol the Democratic party, which had
so feng been purtially g the eolitrol
of the middie class,  But this stroggle
hetween these two chpitalist camps Is
carried on solely for the purpose of
deeiding whetber the great capitalist
or the small capitalist shall bave the
privilege of approprinting the greater
share of the product of the working
eliss,  The workers must not be de.
coivad by  the patriotic, sentimental
and humanitarian phrases by which
the two old parties seek - to concedl
thelr real purposes,

Both the great capitalist and  the
wilddle class have now outgrown their
social usefuiness. The great ecapital
ist class leads o mere parasitical life.
The capitalist migority of the middle
class 18 no longer an essential factor in
social production, while the majority
of the middie class are In practically
the sume position as the mass of the
proletarian workers, who have no oth-
¢r means of existence but the sale of
thelr labor power. They cannot live
pnless  they "sell  themselves to some
master, and they cafiuot find a master’
unless they produce®profits for him.
But this proletarian clags 1s the essen-
tial class in modern production, and
therefore 1t shenid rule In society and
conirol the prodact of its labor.

Owing to the Introduction and per-
fection of modern wachinery, the con-
centration of Industries in trusts and
the everdncreasing tendency towaril
female and ehilll labor, there Ix a con-
tnaally growing army of unenployed,
ablebodied men, who depress the price
of human labor power, prevent the

Lworking clasg from reaping any appre-

cinble benetits from the increased pro-
duetive power of soclety, and general-
Iy have o other alternative hut erime
or staryation.  The howe and the fam-
iy of the workers are thus destroyed,
shelr individual development arrested
or reversed, their soclal and politieal
stntus lowered, their opportunities for
Ife, Hberty snud the pursuit of happi-
pness are thus diminished or totally de-
tled, and they become outeasts in the
very soclety whigh they have helped
to make rich beyoud dreams.

The economic development which
has bhrought about these  conditions
vontinoes to s logieal end—that is, to
the control of the means of life in the
hamds of o few grent corporstions and
the pbsolnte economic dependence of
the mass of the nation on thess capi-
taligt masters.  To the extent thut
thin development proceeds, also grows
the arrogance and lawlessness of the
cnpitalist class and the tendency to os-
t-tlish & centralized and | oppressive
government.  The whole maehinery of

The coming of Socialism does not
slmply  depend on the economic de-§
velopment of the capitalist system of
production, but alse on the intellectual
and polltical self consclonsness of the
working class.  The Socialist party can
improve the conditions of the working
¢lass only to the extent that the work-
ing class supports this party. So long
as the Soclalist party Is a minority
party it ean; therefore, use only what
political power It may have acquired
to seciire such amelioration ax may be
outlined in the instructions given by
the party to its elected candidates.

But a minority party Is easlly de-
feated or obstructed In parlinmentary
activity. Only when the Socinlist par-
ty will have the majority of votes, not
alone in the stute of Illinois, but in
the whaole nation, can permanent re-
lef come to the majority of the tollers
in the cities and on the farms, To ac-
complish this the Socialist party urges

amnd of all occupations to nnite politi-
cally and vote for Soclallsm.
