BUSINESS AND GOVERNMENT.

The secret relations between business and government are plainly
indicated in a great deal of congressional action; but it is only under
extraordinary circumstances that the individual transactions of Con-
gressmen with bus ness interests become know n, and we are tréated
1o spectaches such as the trials of two United States Senators and a
former Representative for grafting, while at the same time a great
number of Congressmen in both hf)ll‘t"- are formally charged m an
official report with grafting on the postal service,  The pension sys-
tem has long been a favored field for congressional grefting, and the
railway mail seérvice another. When one considers that «Omc $38,-
00,000, OF about one-fourth of the total revenues of the Postoffice

Department. 1§ yearly paid to the railroads for hauling mail; that
the rate per ton per mile i about twenty-five times as much as that
ior freighe, and that the yearly rental paid for each mail car is con-
siderably greater than the cost of the car, he may understand how
valuable tmust be the grait involved in this service. Even petty grait
i§ not beneath congressional dignity. The bill introduced by Repre-
sentative Gallett, of Massachusetts, in February of the present vear,
abohishing clerk hire, mileage, and stationery allowances, and ad(lmg

$2,500 to the congressional salary, was an acknowledgment of cur-
rent abuses in these charges, and an dﬂtnll)t to correct them.

The graft in the various departments follows closely upon, and is
generally associated with, congressional graft.  The Postoffice De-
partmient has been a rich field for the grafter since long before the
days of the Star Route frands.

pent: np Utica contracts the powers of the postal grafter. The whole,
the boundless ramifications of the service are evidently his.  And
though becanse of the dismissal of certain officials, and the trial and
conviction of some among them, the assertion is now made that graft
has been eliminated from this departiment, the public waits only some
now unapprehended circumstance to bring before it a'fresh series of
disclosures.  The Navy Department has had its armor-plate swindles,
THOTE its navai supply-fund scandals, and the odor of
embalmed beet vet clings to the War Department.  In certain bu-
reaus of the Interior Department, particularly those of public lands,
pensions, and Indian affairs, gratt has long maiatained its hold.
Within the last vear a new scandal was brought to light—a gigantic
serjes of frauds in the acquirement of several hundred thousand acres
