DR. TRIGGS' NEW BOOK.

*The Changing Order,” by Oscar
Lovell 'Triggs, Ph. D.; has just been pub-
lished by Charles H. Kerr & Company,
Chieago, as the first volume of their new
International Library of Social Science.
The book Is handsomely printed and
bound, and sells for a dollar, postage
lnciuded.

To Socialists up to this time Dr.
Trigg bas bees known simply as 'a pro-
fessor who spoke truth too plainly for
the business interests that control the
University of “Chicago, and was com-
pelled to find work elsewhere. His new
book is an unexpected contribution to
Bocialist thought, and one of no slight
value. It is & study of the inevitable
movement toward industrial democracy,
and of the necessary changes the new
socir] ceder will bring, in art and lit-
e atare, o work and play, in education
and in religion, *“The Changing Or-
der” is & complete and satisfying an-
swer to those who fear lest the triumph
nf Socialism might crush oot the intel-
lectual life. And the book is in itself a
needed stimulus for those  Socizlists
whose knowledge of Socialism is confined
to & few phrases. Nooe of the phrases
are here, but the general conclusions of
the book are & clear application of the
fundamental principles of Socialism, in
a style that is delightful reading.

. Rev. Powell of Pullman, Wash., preach-
ed a sermon advoeating that the city take
over the suloon business, by which the
rules could be enforced and no one would
have any profit in violating them.
