IS RUSSIA BANKRUPT?
Persistent Rumors to the Effect in
Circulation.

Thut there is womething unnsoal going
on in the field of “high finnooe” is very
eyident. The rate of exchange of the
Bank of Englund has besn raisod to 5 per
cent, n figure that bax mot heen touched
sinee the Boer war. Eyery financial col-
umn of the capitalist pross ts whispering
rimors of all sorte. The most persistent
of these is that Rossia will defunlt on'the
pext intercst paymeut apon her lomn. If
this is troe it means a clmax i inters
national polities that may enslly apell
finig for capitalism.

The defauiting of that loan means com-
plote collapse of the Russian government,
It ‘means  interngtional interference by
pither Germany or France—or more prob-
ably & sguubble between those two nations
uver the hones left by the Ruwsisn bear.
But there will be lile in those bonos—the
life of a revolutiosary projetariat, which
may make them a diffienit meal to digest.

Another indication that Kupssis ia col-
lapsing is furnished by recent events in
France. Here the Faillieres ministry is
sbout to resign and it is understood that
Clemencean will be called upon to head
the new ministry. His only hope of sne-
cesn lies in the fact that he was formerly
connected with the Socialist movement,
and he is therefore expected to wecure the
co-operation of some of the unattached
Socialists—robably Viviani. It is more
than whigpered that a coup d'efaf is plan-
ned by which the present republic will be
overthrown and Clemencsan made a dio-
tator. .

The reason for these elaborate prepara-
tions in Fragee can be understood when
