It would be
slavery of the gloomiest kind, without
hope of enfranchiscment." ;

He then, page 49, declares that "the
Boclalist, above  all the Anarchist.So.-

In bourgeols moclety, therefore, the
past dominates the pressnt; in Soclal-
st soclety, the present dominates the
past, In bourgeocls soclety capital is
indépendent  and bas  individuality,
while the living person is dependent
and has no individuality.

Today labor ig the slave of capi-
tal. The man ia subject to the ma-

chine, The stored up labor of hia
predecessors enslaves the present

worker.  Soclalism would reverse
this. It would make capital the
glave and helper of labor. It would

use all the stored up wisdom and
wealth of the ages to lighten ‘the
toll of the workers of today.
And the abolition of this state of
things a3 called by the bourgeols: abo.
lition of individuality and’ freedom!
And rightly so. The abolition of hour-
geois  individuality, ' bourgeois inde«
pendence, and bourgeois Freedom s
undoubtedly aimed at,
By freedom s meant, under the pres.
ent bourgeols conditions of production,
free trade, free selilng and buying.
But if selling and buying disappears,
free  selling and buying dizsappears
also.  This talk about free selling and
buying, and all other “brave wards'" of
our bourgeoisle about freedom in gen-
eral, have a meaning, if any, only in

-lcontrast with rtestricted selling and

buying, with the fettered traders of
the middie ages, but have-no meaning
when opposed to the Bocialistic aboli-
tion of buying and selling, of the
bourgeols conditions of productioa, and
of the bourgeoisie ltself,

But in all
countries, at some stage In the game,
the capltalists were forded, sometimes
by the discontent of the laborers (more
often because thelr votes were wanted
to whip the landlords), to give the
working class the right to vote,

The capitalista soon succeeded In
yery thorpughly whipping the land-
lords, and the capitalist class became
the ruling class, and have continued
as such until the present day.
