THE TRUTH ABOUT THE COLUMBINE MASSACRE

(By Henry Allander)

LAFAYETTE, Col.—I want to tell
yvou about the fight at the Columbine
mine, Monday, November 21, 1927.

On that day a group of picketers
went to the Columbine mine. When
they reached the gate, J. D. Rockefel-
ler's gunmen called the strikers out-
rageous names. The Columbine gun-
men then began to throw tear and
gas bombs, and beat the men over the
head with leaden clubs. My brother,
Wm. Allander was carrying a U. S.

flag. The gunmen tore it out of his
hands and tore it up. The guards then
retreated to where their machine
guns and rifles were and began to
shoot.

They killed six strikers and wound-
ed seven. One of the picketers was
beaten to death with a lead club. Dur-
ing the fight William Allander held
up another flag and they shot it out
of his hands. The gunmen beat it
out of the mine about half an hour
after the fight.

A few days ago, January 8, a strik-
erks son, Bud Riskofsky, had a scrap
with a scab’s son. The principal
promptly expelled the striker’s boy.
Bud’s sister went to the principal
and told him that she thought that
scab’s children should not be allowed
in school and if they were the strik-
ers’ children should leave. The prin-
cipal suspended her also. Instead of
going home_ Elizabeth went into the
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class room and said: “Say, we are
strikers’ children! Let’s show them
the strikers children’s spirit!” With
these words all the strikers’ children
walked out singing strikers’ songs.

They formed themselves into line
on the street, made up a sign say-
ing: “Our father strike—we strike!”
and went to the other school on the
other side of the town to get the
children there out also.

The childen’s demand was to re-
instate those who were suspended.
After a day’s strike they returned
to school because their demand was
granted.

Next day they organized a meeting
to organize the strikers’ children.
Altho the militia threatened to break
up the meeting it was held iust the
same.
