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March Sixth! This day will go
down in history as one of the most
heroic for the workingclass! Iun-
dreds of thousands of workers and
workers’ children in the United
States demonstrated against unem-
ployment for WORK OR WAGES!
Hundreds of thousands of workers
demonstrated in spite of the police,
who in most cases beat up the work-
ers, broke up the meetings, arrested
many.

In New York, a few days before
March 6th, the schoo! authorities is-
sued a warning to all workers’ chil-
dren: “Any child found at the dem-
onstration, any child not going to
school on March 6th will be arrested
for truancy!” This was done in or-
der to frighten the workers' chil-
dren from attending the demonstra-
tion on March 6th, and showing
their solidarity with the old and
voung workers. This was done to
keep the children from seeing and
learning about workers’ movements!

But the children of the unem-
ployed workers and the Pioneers
were not frightened Dby these
threats.

The morning of March 6th! Thirty
children who met in the lower part
of New York to prerare to go 1o
the demonstration were arrested!
Jessie Taft, a Young Pioneer, ar-

rested and given five days for dis-
tributing leaflets calling on the work-
ers and the unemployed workers to
demonstrate.

March 7th! Fifty children already
in the hands of the truant officers
for attending the demonstration on
Thursday! Harry Eisman served a
summons to the children’s court.

Now the parents of these chil-
dren, all of whom are workers, many
of whom are unemploved, must pay
either $5 fine or go to jail. This 1s
the democracy we are taught in the
schools! This is the ‘“free speech
and freedom of thought” we arc
taueht in schools!

The bosses’ schoo!s think that
this will stop the workers’ children
from taking part in the demonstra-
tions and struggles of their parents.

Workers’ children! You must
join in the fight against the perse-
cution of workers’ chi'dren who take
part in the demonstrations of the
workers!

You know
what it means when your father
or your mother are “out of a jobh.”

Our work is very hard,
because the Young Spartacus Bund
(the name of the Young Pioneers in
Germany) is prohibited by the gov-
ernment.

In the game the
Staten Island Spartians showed
unusual talent against the Wing-
Foot A. C. During the last half
of the game the Ring -Footers
had a lead of 9 to 0, but when the
whistle blew at the end—the Sparti-

ans came out on top with a 21 to 19
score!

Baseball.

Last year’s bats and baseballs ar=
being taken out by the workers’ chil-
dren from their hiding places. This
means that you've got to form your
baseball team now, start practice
now—and get into the Junior Base-
ball League now being organized by
the Junior Section of the L. S. U.

In the year 1870, in July, France,
then under the rule of Napoleon the
Third, declared a war against Prus-
sia. This was a war like all bosses’
wars—a war in which workers lost
their lives. suffered misery and star-
vation while the bosses grew rich.

On the second of September, Na-
poleon handed over the sword to the
King of Prussia. France had lost
the war.

When the news reached Paris,
"Thiers and other leaders overthrew
the empire and set up a republic.
This was a republic only for the
hosses like we have in the United
States. It immediately tried to blind
the workers. These leaders said:
“We will not cede an inch of our
territory nor a stone of our fortress-
¢3.””  But behind the backs of the

wgrkers, they were planning a treaty
with the Prussians who had sur-
rounded Paris!

But the workers of Paris were not
so easily fooled! They saw that
this new government still kept them
starving and refused to give them
arms to defend Paris! On the 10th
of March Thiers and his government
fled to Versailles just outside ot
Paris. Paris was left without a gov-
ernment.

On the 18th the workers declared
the Commune! The troops of Thiers
tried to seize the cannon from the
National Guard—the army made up
of the workers. The order was given
to fire on the crowd of women. men
and children! But the so'diers re-
fused!'!

As soon as the Commune was set
up, the workers of Paris started
building a new order of things. Ed-
ucation was made free for all work-
ers’ children. Religion w23 not al-
Jowed in the schools. All the offici-
als in the government were workers,
they were not allowed to receive
wages higher than the wages the
workers received in the shops. No-
one could eat who did not work! Just
like the workers of Russia, the Paris
workers did away with a system

where a few live on the toil of many.

But the workens of Paris did not
have a strong Party which could
lead them and show the way to keep
the power they had fought for. In
Russia. it was the Bolsheviks, now
the Communist Party, who lead the
workers during the Revolution, and
who now lead the workers in keep-
ing power. The ‘Paris Commune al-
lowed the bosses to keep on printing
their newspapers. They did not take
arms away from the hosses, and a'
lowed them to carry on work in Ver-
sailles.

The Paris Commune had a short
life. In May the bosses started their
bloody revenge ! Thousands and thou-
sands of workers were slaughtered!
Women and children fought side by
side with the men on the barricades!

But the Paris Commune was NOT
DEFEATED! The Russian workers
victoriously carried out the battle of
the Parisian workers—in 1917!

The workers’ children of the Unit-
ed States must take part in all the
struggles of their parents to set up
such a government as there is in the
Soviet Union, here in the United
States!

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CHICAGO PIONEERS CARRY ON
FIGHT AGAINST BOY SCOUTS

In Chicago the Pioneers called -an
anti-Boy Scout meeting for the
workers’ children. At this meeting
one of the workers’ children who
was a delegate to the Soviet Union
last year, gave a report of the con-
ditions of workers’ children in the
Soviet Union.

This meeting was held on the 2nd
of February. On the Saturday be-
fore, the Pioneers distributed leaflets
against the big Boy Scout demon-
stration held that day. Immediately
the bosses’ newspapers came out
with big headlines denouncing the
Young Pioneers and praising the Boy
Scouts as an organization that teach-
es patriotism denying that the Boy
Scouts prepare the children for boss-
es’ wars! The schools began dis-
criminating against those Pioneers
who took part in the distribution
and also in the “Defend the Soviet
Union” meeting on the 2nd.

The Pioneers throughout the coun-
try should follow the example of the
Chicago Pioneers, go out among the
workers’ children, teach them what
the Bov Scouts are, teach the work-
ers’ children in the Boy Scouts that
their organization is the Young Pi-
oneers! Carry on the fight against
all the bosses’ organizations for chil-
dren.

BOSSES MILITARIZE SCHOOLS

The Coughlin Bill which has been
introduced into the New York sen-
ate calls for the forced military
training of all school children be-
tween the ages of 10 and 18. The
state government, of course, will
provide the uniforms. This Bill
comes at the very same time that
the bosses’ governments are talking
“peace” at the naval conference in
London.
