Fifty-four per celt of those who
appited had temypor#ry Dhysical e
fects, with wlich even under the «x.
tsting laws or child labor, they conid
not be permitted to work until tli.y
have overcome them. The fact, that
the present laws fordtdding children
uander the age of 14 to work during
school hours and at might on the
street. are violated, was revealed.

One -Mr. J. W, Sanford, the chicf
probation officer of the Juven.in
Couri, hall the nerve to defend Child
rabor, sayving that work keeps
chilidren out of mischief. Miss e -
1.y put most of the blame of this m:-«
violations of the echild labor laws
here upon the lack of inspectors. W
really did not expect more of these
2¢0ple who represent the hosses in-
stead of the children.

7t should be obvious tc uy honest
man. even though he is not a work-
er, that the fauit with the child labor
laws not that theére are no
spectors, but the reason that <o mayy
children who live under the most i
«erable conditions are compelled t¢ o

HAIL MAY DAY

BY JIMMY.
“Workers of the world unite”—

It iy characteristic of the reaction-
ary character of the officlaldom of
the American Feoderation of Labhor
that the best militant traditiona of
the American labor movement ate
thrown into the dump-heap, while the
“patriotic” boss-ordained holidays are
celebrated with all thé pomp that
Gompers in his time, and today Green
and Lewis can muster. The evident
intention is to give the impression
that American labor was alwass a
docile lamb waliting to be “!aughtered;

in 1880 ibe conveniivia ui the Fed:
cration of Organized Trades & Labor
Union, the forerunner of the Amer-
jean Federation of Labor, was . held

iin Chicago. It was composed of dele-

gates from trade unlons from the
Unii~4 3tates and Canada. The con-
veuatioa passed a resolution caliing
tor the esisblishment of the S-hour
day, and.asking the workers to strike
to enforce this demand it necessary.
May 1, 1888, was set as the day upon
which to inacgurate the 8-hour day.
In the Central Labor Unfon of Chica-
go this proposal was hrought up and
adopted. Albert R, Pursons, editor of
an anarchist paper, the Alarm. was
the leader in the agitation. The en-
tire Chicago lahor movement was
soon lined up solidly for the 8-hour
day, and other cities joiued. in the
movement.

May 1, 1886, found the Chicago la-
hor movement well organized and de-
manding the 8-hour day. Wherever
it was refused, strikes were declared.
It was a fine demonstration of the
solidarity of lahor. In the biggest
factory in Chicago, the McCormick
works, the workers struck solidly for
the K-hour day. On May 4th, a3 meet.
ing of the strikers and sympathizers
was held in the Haymarket. The po-
lice. who had, with great brutality,
already hroken up several meetings
hetore, ro-:= into thix one also, club-
bing in all directions. Someone threw
a bomhbh. Many policemen were killed
and injured. Who threw the bomb
is not known, but the capitalist clasy
used this incident as a pretext to
