West Africa Is Bad
The Uni ted Na tions must take

very strong action to end South
Africa' s ma nda te over South Wes t
Af rica. The Sout h West Afr ica
People's Or gan isation (SWAPO)
ap peals to the worl d body to give
the indigenous people the righ t to
prenare for their self -government
under the Unite d Nations supervi­
sion. We dema nd that S.A. mus t
withd raw her tr oops fro m the in­
ternat ional territo ry of South West
Africa.

Reports from S.W.A. are to the
effect that the S.A. poli ce and
troops are raiding the ho uses of
th e Africa ns from the so-called
po lice zone to tbe reserves where
the Afr icans used to stay freely.
On October 4, 1961, Mr . Godfrey
Nangonja was arres ted by the S.A.
police and beaten up till he was
unconscious. When he recovere d
they deported him to Angola . On
October 24 M r. Mathews Hikupu­
lua was also arrested earl y in the
morn ing a t gun poi nt and deported
to Angola escorted by one police
van and two armoured cars. All
these are leaders of th e South
West Africa People's Organisation.
Some leaders have been arreste d
an d imprisoned without trial.

We appea l onc e aga in to the
U nited Nations to send a force to
South West Afr ica to protect the
lives of the Afr ica ns. and enab le
all the leaders who are in exile to
go back to thei r own country.

"In granting remission of sen­
tences each individual case is treated
on its merits with due regard not
only to the prisoner's behaviour
whilst in pnson but also to all the
circumstances surroundin g the crime
he has committed.

"After careful consideration of all
the relevant facts it is regretted that
the grant of any remission of sen­
tence to person) convicted under the
emergency regulations cannot be
favourably considered."

This is clearly a completely new
departure in South Africa and yet
another instance of callous, blatant
discrimination against politicals, who
are made to pay doubly hard for
acts of resistance against the Ver­
woerd Government.

These provisions do not refer only to the Commu­
nist Party; any group considered by the Board to be
furthering the aims of Commun ism can be dealt with
under the Act and at the moment at least eleven
court cases are pending against so-called "Comm u­
nist-front" organisations to force them to register.
The Communist Party is the first to be attacked but
Negro organisat ions and labour unions will suffer
next.

Recently there has been a rapid increase in the
membership of the sinister new John Birch Society
and three corporat ion executives who formerly
headed the National Association of Manufacturers
now sit on the Society's executive board. This lunatic­
fringe group is devoted to hunt ing out the Commu­
nist agents they are convinced are lurk ing every- '
where.

Some of tbeir 'Iu ds" include the former
President Eisenhower, Mr. John Foster Dulles
and General Marshall whom. tbey attack ed as
"agen ts of the Communist Party!"

But this group is not such a joke as it may seem
and many innocent people have suffered at their
hands. Their leaders propose that all methods should
be used to fight Communism even those that are
"mean and dirty."

The Uri-Am erican Activities Committee continues
its dirty work of smearing innocent people; the Ku
Klux Klan is more active than ever and in the South
the Freedom Riders and Sitters are meeting increasing
violence. These brave demonstrators have been bat­
tered unconscious by screaming mobs while police
look on or take care not to arri ve until. it is too late.
Then the freedom riders are arrested for a "breach
of the peace" and taken off to gaol for a further
beating by the police or by other prisoners at police
instigation.

Time magazine reports that even moderate Negro
leaders are arrested on trumped up charges. ONE
NEGRO. AFTER BEING ARRESTED FOR A
PETTY OFFENCE. WAS TORTURED TO DEATH
BY POLICE. HIS CRIME? THE CAR HE OWNED
WAS TOO "SWANKY" FOR A NEGRO, THE
POLICEMA N SAID. Time reports that the men
responsible for this outrage are still unpunished. In
spite of the Constitution, most Negroes in the South
are kept off the voters' roll.

War hysteria has hit America hard. Private groups
are training in guerilla warfare in order to continue
the fight if America is over-run and atom shelters are
springing up everywhere. The construction of these
shelters is now big business. Meanwhile religious
leaders debate whether it is morally rigrt, if there is
a nuclear attack, to shoot your neighbour to prevent
him from sharing your shelter and food supplies.

The mighty freedom
stru22les of the Negro people have in particular in­
spired workers, students and fntellectuals all over the
country to adjust themselves to the realities of the
second half of the twenti~h century and to appreci­
ate the sterility of anti-eommunism as a policy.

Meanwhile the embattled but undaun ted American
Communist Party is fighting back against the latest
threat to its existence. Its leaders realise that they
have a responsibility not only to their own members,
but also to all democratic and progressive Americans
whose activities will be affected by the McCarran
Act.

Gus Hall, the general secretary of the Party, was
quite explicit about his organisation's attitude to­
wards the Supreme- Court ruling when he declared:
"We will not lJetray the confidence of a single mem­
ber of the Part y or a single Party support er. We
would rather spend the rest of our days in prison
than betray anyone."

Fo llowing increasing acti­
vity by extreme right-wing or­
ganisations such as the John
Hirch Society and the Ku
Klux Klan, this latter deci­
SIOn, praised by the New
York Times as a triumph for

ghost of Senator McCarthy is
still active and American pro-

The McCarran Act itself has quite a history. It was
pushed through Congress in September 1950, when
the Korean war hysteria was at its height, over the
veto of President Truman. In his veto message Presi­
dent Truman warned: "... these (registration)
provisions are not merely ineffective and unworkable.
They represent a clear and present danger to our
institutions."

President Kennedy, who was elected on a
strong civil liberties ticket, evidently thinks
otherwise. ,His vaunted New Frontier looks
perilously like the old stampi ng grounds of Joe
McCarthy.

Since its passage through Congress, the Act has
been the subject of years of legal wrangling in the
courts. Now, over ten years later, it has been upheld
by the Supreme Court.

The Subversive Activities Contro) Act is similar to

our own Suppression of Communism Act (though its
provisions are even harsher) and it places America in
the same category as fascist countnes like Spain and
Portugal, South Korea, nco-Nazi dominated West
Germany and South Africa. Under the Act a body
of government-appoint ed officials, the Subversive
Activities Cont rol Board, is given the right to decide
who mayor may not voluntarily associate themselves
in any organisation. The Board may decide this,
moreover, purely on the basis of the legislative
"findings" of guilt in the Act itself. The accused is
denied the right to trial.

At the same time these laws make it possible to
attach the deslgna tion of "action organisation" or
"f ront" to political parties, peace ~roups, labour
unions, Negro organisation] and a wide variety of
civic bodies. Alter that, their members are deprived
of many rights. They become subject to criminal
prosecution unless they accede to public self-denun­
ciation as traitors to their country or join the anti­
Communist witch-hunt.

Why did this happen?

Rise or Fall
The people of the Transkei,

more particularly those in eastern
Pondoland, had cha llenged the Na­
t ionalist government on a vital
policy issue-they rejected Bantu
Authorities and took positive steps

to see that they did not work. The
government realised that unless
Bantu Authorities worked in the
Transkei the entire apartheid struc­
ture was doomed to col1apse. The
stakes 'were high both for the
government and for the people.

On March 25, 1960, the spark
that set off the revolt in Pondo­
land was lit at a sub-chief's tribal
court.

Two men were given corporal
punishment by the people because
they had persisted in spreading
false ideas of apart heid through the
establishment of Bantu Authorities.
Saul Mabude, who died a few
months ago, was sentenced to simi­
lar punishment in his absence, and
on the following day he had a
narrow escape when hundreds of
Pondos closed in on him at his
home. He escape d but his home
was destroyed.

Fro m then on to the end ' of
November. when the emergency
was declared, the police failed to
cope with the wrath of the people.

Rifle or Sjambok
Early in December the Nation­

al ist government brought armoured
units into the Transkei. The rifle
and the sjambok became the chief
instruments of ruling.

Like swarms of locusts the
police and the army, in close for­
mation, combed the peasant
villages. ro undi ng up thousands of
men whom they drove in herds to
overcrowded jails and barbed wire
camps.

TRANSKEI EMERGENCY
IS 1 YEAR OLD

FOR twelve months-a year
-life has been a continu­

ous nightmare for the 2 mil­
lion peasants in the Transkei,

Thousands of men-and
women have had their share
of it too-have been thrown
into jail for indefinite periods.
Some were released after stew­
ing there for several months,
only to be rounded up again
and thrown back into jail.

What offence had they commit­
ted against the law? They did not
know because most of them have
not been brought to court to an­
swer any charges. Often their fami­
lies and relatives did not know
where they Were. They only knew
that they had been taken by the
police, or had heard so.

Unlawful Acts
Last week Mr. Pr insloo, Chief

BAD Information Officer, said
there never has been an emergency
in the Transkei. But-

" It is a State of Emergency- a
time when the operation of normal
laws is suspended." That has been
the gist of replies by BAD Com­
missioners and the police to ques­
tions by distressed relatives about
the whereabouts of their people or
why they were detained.

But why a State of Emergency?
Even in time. of war a government
that enjoys popular support only
assumes emergency powers in those
fields of activity which directly
concern the war effort. If a govern­
ment has repeatedly to resort to
declaring a state of emergency in
peace time it must be rotten at the
core.

A government that observes the
accepted democratic practices
never needs to invoke emergency
powers to smother criticism of its
policies, When, therefore, a gov­
ernment assumes such extraordi­
nary Dower , in normal times, it
aives itself the prer ogat ive to in­
dulae in acts of lawlessness. And
that is precisely what the National­
i~t government is doing in the
Transkei.
