THE WARFARE STATE

TTHE Nationalist Government is irying to whip up a war scarc

THIS IS THE OLD HITLER TECHNIQUE, AND THE
PEOPLE OF SOUTH AFRICA SHOULD NOT FALL FOR

The Minister of Defence, Mr. Fouche, says he has informa-
tion that the Afro-Asian powers are planning a war of libera-
tion against South Africa. The Minister of Justice Mr, Vorster
savs South Africans must be prepared (o defend their way of life
to the last drop of blood.

We challenge the Government to produce proof of this war
danger, which we don't believe exists except in the imagination
of the Ministers. Where is the army in Africa massing to march
on South Africa? Where is the state or combination of states in
Africa even capable of matching the military potential of South
Alfrica at the moment?

We reject out of hand the ludicrous suggestion that war
against South Africa is being planned in New Delhi or Peking.
The Asian powers have their hands full without getung them-
selves involved in Africa.
