But, to do so, we are not going to
reinforce the stereotypes or to tie down the hands of the masses, but to
encourage and call for the birth of new things in accordance with the
greatest interests of the broad masses, to open a new road for these things,
and defend the orientation of the great proletarian cultural revolution in
accordance with the spirit of "struggle, criticism, and correction" of the
Party Central Committee!

We are absolutely not anarchists. We only oppose the 0ld order and
want to build a new order.
