Comrades Chou, Ch'en, K'ang, and Chiang gave important
directives (Texts of speeches on pp 1l-2) The meeting was con-—
ducted from beginning to end in an atmosphere of great zeal. IT
sounded the bugle call for-the attack on the bourgeois reac-
tionary 1line existing in midle schools. Under the correct
leadership of Chairman lMao, the party Central Committee, and
its Sub-Committee on the Cultural Revolution, let us thorough-
ly criticize the bourgeois reactionary line in middle schools,
resolutely fulfill the great tasks of struggle, criticism, end
transformation, and carry the great Proletarian Cultural Revo-
lution in middle schools to the end.

Speech of Courade Chiang Ch'ing
Little Red Guard Generals, Comrades—-in-Arms:
How are you? Chairman Mao wishes to be remembered to

youe. He is greatly concerned about you. His concern is as
keen as the warm sentiments you are expressing today.
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The level or the views expressed by you Just now is

all very high. It is higher than that of mine, and I must
learn from you. I must confess that we have done very little.
It is the duty of every member of trhe Communist narty to do a
gocd decd mow and then. In case he does wronz, he has to be
criticized, of wnich a real Communist party member is by no
meang ofrvaid. If thieg critvicism is right, it is sccepted. If
it is wrong, it should not be minded. If the critic is coun-
..rzevolutionary, & strugsle should be waged against him to
vile very end.

_ There are only two points on which I wish to speak %o
you. First, sgainst whom should the spearhead of our struggle
be pointed? Tnis is 8 big question of right and wrong. Ref-
erence has Just been made by some students to the East-City
Inspection Team, the West-City Inspection Team, snd the Hai-
tien Inspection Team. These teams are composed of a handful
of small fry implementing the bourgeois line, and it is their
mistake to point tne spearhead of thelr struggle against you.

Today, while we are engaged in self-criticism, we nust adnit
tn-i we have not educated them well enough, and that thne older
people ¢f 40 or 50, 60 or 70, cannot be free from this respon-
sibility. Ilieuabers of the teams regard themselves as aristo-
crats and as having noble blood (Pow ridiculous!). Eere I
have the feeling that Chou Jung-hsin, (0719 2837 §515), Yung

Wen=-t'ao (7167 2429 3447), and Vang Jen-chqu (3769 0117 6850)
all have their responsibility. ZLet them malte their confes-
sions to you. How could they have supported such a handful of
rotten eggs in their gendarme activities against you? I hope
that you will punish these young students who nave committed
mistakes with a view to deterring others and as a preventive
neasure. As to the middle-aged and aged among them, the die-
hard supporters of the bourgeois reactionary line, they must
be struggled against till they smell &and till they foll.
Bhould we ask Chou Jung-hsin and Yung Wen-t'ao to stand for-
ward and let us take a good look at them? (The masses: "Yes.")
Step out, you! (The masses: "Lower your heads:!") Well, quiet!
thtle Generals, Comrades-in-iras, now that you recognize
them, let them go home. (The masses: "Go home!") They have
let loose the small fry, and so we shoald especially emphasize
their responsibility.

In addition, I wish to refer to the relstionship between
the dictatorship and democracy. 1Is " our aictatorship of the
proletariat stable? I believe it to be basﬁcally stable. Eow-
ever, i1if in some places some people retreas vefore a pandful
carrying weapons to kill and beat up people, they cannot con-
solidate the distatorship of the peoletarlau. Without the dic-
tatorship of the proletariat, how can we heve greater democ-
racy? ‘Tnerefore we_shonld resolutcly crreoss these organs of
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dictatorship which are timid and which shy awsy from partici-
pation. At tne same time we should really raze to the ground
all reactionary fortresses. Therefore we must resolutely im-
pose the dictatorship on the handful of murderers, people-
beaters, and destroyers of the revolution.

However, I hope that you will not regard everyone as
bad Jjust because there asre a handful of small fry who have
done bad things. I hope that you will be clear-headed about
this point. It is only then that you can unite the great ma-
jority. But if you do not impose the dictatorship on the
handful, it will be very difficult for you to bring sbout
unity for the revolution.
