After a long mental struggle, I have decided to witndraw from
the Crimson Guard.*

During my revolutionary travels, I saw the revolutionzry mi-
norities of the various areas fiercely attaciking the authioritarians
following the capitalist road in the party. I personally saw nhow
they were suppressed and attacked. From my study of the 16 articles
and the words of the chief, I began to understand ths actions of thue
minorities, and progressed from resistance to support. Time and
again, the authoritarians following the capitalist road in tae party
and the executors of the reactionary bourgeois line suporessed the
great cultural revolution, which was personally initiatved by the
Chairman, What other choice than rebellion? Revolution is not a
social occasion, but a violent class struggle. We rmust rebel against
those adhering stubbornly to the reactionary bourgeols line. Only
rebellion will bring thorough victory to the revolution.

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Member comrades of ths Crimson Guard, let us look tack over
the past several months and see Jjust what we have done. If we make a
cool analysis, dear comrades, do we not feel a deep resret? In the
early stage of the movement, we mosily supported the college (yuan)
party comaiissioner and caused the first setback to the great proletla-
rian cultural revolution.

When the Work Team (Kunz-tso Tsu) sponsored the exiraction of
poison weeds, the mejority of us became active participants, thus
suppressing the opinions of the revolutiocnary masses and opening the
way for those implementing the reactionary bourgeois line. Wren the
Work Team withdrew, instead of criticizing the errors of its direc-
tion and line, we extolled its merits, and even undertook a larze
scale "signature movement."

Is tiere
any personal interest which we cannot sacrifice? Is there any error
which we cannot rectify?"
