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In this decisive stage of the strugzle between the two classes,
the two roads, and the two lines, the small handful of capitalist
authoritarians in the party and the monsters and evil spirits are
unwilling to accept defeat. They continue to mislead the people,
gang up the conservative forces, recruit the dreps of society, in-
dulge in conspiracies, and shoot arrows in the back, recklessly at-
tempting to reject the general direction of the proletarian revolu-

ion and azain condemn the revolutionaries as "counter-revolution-
ary." '"When the map is unrolled, the dagrmer appears." They pur-
posely provoke struzzle by force, and strive to suppress the prole-
tarian revolutionaries.

It was exactly what the small handful of capitalist authori-
tarians headed by Li Ching-ch'uan (2621 006L 3123) did! Over a long
