J llA VE l'cccived a mosl pro[ound education through

Before the Eleventh Plenary Session of the Party·s 
Eightb Central CommiUee [convc•n<'d in August. l fJ66] 
I had a vc1·y poOl' understanding of the grc-at proklarian 
cultural revolution per:;onally initialed and lc-d by Chai1·­
man Mao, I failed lo follow Chairman Mao·s thought 
c.losely and said 1md did some wrong things. 1 got

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mysell into the position of lc-ading others in the revolu­
tion or making revolution against others. While I 
reg�rded myself as an integral parl of the revolutionary 
force, I failed lo make myself a target o[ the 1·evolution. 

In lhe past, lhe Cighl against Japanese impc-l'iallsm 
and Chiang Kai-shck. the land reform, tht' agricultural 
co-opcrativization. the transformation o( capitulist in­
dustry and commerce. and so on, were all struggles to 
make revolution against olhc•rs. But the cu1Tcnt grcal 
proletarian cultural revolution is a revolution in which 
1 myself should be a tal'gel. Since my world outlook 
had not been thornughly remoulded. this WC'akne�s of 
mine came into lhc o�n at the key moment of this 
class struggle. 

Al the Eleventh Plenary S{'.s.«ion. the prol<'larian 
revolutionary line represented by Chairman Mao won 
a great victory and th<:! bourgeois rC'actionary line was 
declared bankrupt. The lcachings of Chai11nan Mao 
and his close comrade-in-arm& Comrade Lin Piao 
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
