
However , two opposing sides did appear at the lower levels and the
great alliance failed to materialize in a number of spheres , industries ,
districts and grassroots units . Revolutionary mass organizations belonging
to opposing sides , though agreed on the cardinal issue of fighting against
China's Khrushchev and other top capitalist-roaders , differed on many minor
points and often engaged in feuds.

When Chairman Mao's latest instruction reached Shanghai , local revo-

lutionaries immediately pledged themselves to act in accordance with it .
Shanghai working class , which was a glorious revolutionary tradition , again
set an example in closely following Chairman Mao's great strategic plan .

Following the alliance of the workers ' organizations in literary and
art , publishing , and scientific and technological circles have united . Pre-
paratory groups for the great alliance have been set up in a large mumber
of colleges and schools .

All this has greatly enhanced unity and reduced feuding among revo-
lutionary mass organizations . Now , with their strength redoubled by the
great alliance , Shanghai's proletarian revolutionaries are intensifying their
general offensive against the top handful of capitalist-roaders in order to
refute and discredit them completely .

Chairman Mao's latest instruction has reached north and south of the
Yangtze River and inside and outside of the Great Wall , whipping up a torren-
tial current of the revolutionary great alliance .
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The working class , proletarian revolutionaries , Red Guard young
fighters in Peking , Shanghai and other places in China greeted our respected
leader Chairman Mao and the CCP Central Committee with their new victories
in the revolutionary mass alliance . The jubilant sound of gongs reverberated
and countless posters reporting on the happy news lighted the sky with red .

The revolutionary great alliance is an irresistible , great current
of history . This current is a still heavier blow on the handful of party
persons in authority taking the capitalist road , and the most fierce assault
on the factionalist tendencies of the petty -bourgeoisie . This current will
serve to organize millions upon millions of the masses and move a mighty
revolutionary army into action to insure that the great proletarian cultural
revolution will advance forward along Chairman Mao's proletarian revolutionary
line .

PEASANTS MUST ACHIEVE "6 GOOD " IN AGRICULTURE
(24 September 1967 )

Full text of an editorial entitled "Achieve the 'Six Good '
in Agriculture during the Course of the Great Proletarian
Cultural Revolution ."

Comrade poor and lower-middle peasants , comrade revolutionary cadres
of the rural areas : With the commencement of the current very busy season
in the three-autumn farmwork , you must further implement the great guideline
set down by our great leader Chairman Mao and the Party Central Committee to
grasp revolution and stimulate production , and mobilize all forces on the
glorious road of socialism to achieve the 'Six Good ' in agricultural . This
'Six Good ' is : Good in production , good in harvesting , good in selecting
seed strains , good in procurement , good in distribution , and good in storage .

To be good in production means to strengthen the management of late
autumn crops later, and to plant wheat fully , well , and in time .

To be good in harvesting means to harvest and thresh autumn crops
with great care . Every grain must enter the storehouses so that there will
be a bountiful output and rich harvest .

To be good in selecting strains means to adequately select fine
strains on the spot in order to help meet the requirements of next year's
sowing .

To be good in procurement means to insure the fulfillment and over-
fulfillment of the state's procurement tasks .

To be good in distribution means to implement Chairman Mao's instruc-
tions on taking into consideration the interests of the state , the collective
and the individual taking into consideration the general situation , and recog-
nizing the whole . It also means equality among the commune members , distri-
buting according to labor , and at the same time suitable care of households
in difficulties .

To be good in storage means to store well the grain and others crops
for the economy from the bountiful harvest and to avoid damage and loss . Be
frugal in consumption and use and oppose waste and extravagance .
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
