vith incomvarable arzer we the entire body of warriors of the
Honzn Provincial Revolutionary Rebel General Command protest in the
stronrest terms the control by a handful of power holders led by LIU
Chien-hsun (0k51/16G6/3133) ard WEN Min-sheng (2429/2404/3932) within
the Honan Provincial Cormittee and *.elr tool, the Horan Irh-ch'i
Corrrune, who have iznored the Party Central, resisted Premier CECU's
directives, illezally kidnapped and beaten up our representatives
leaving for Peking, and seized the entire data on the great Proletarian
Cultural Revolution in Honan comniled by our delegation for the Party
Central and Chairman Mao. We angrily accuse a handful of power holders
in the Provincial Committee taking the capitalist road of the crimes of
resisting central directives, destroying comriled reports to Peking ard
destroying the great Proletarian Cultural Revolution in Honan.

The great Proletarian Cultural Revolution of the fatherland's
Central Flain, Honan, like other areas of the country, has penetratingly
and kroadly wazed the struczle between the two classes, the two roads
and the two lines, with political forces certered around the axis of
struzzle of "noliticial rower."™ One class battle after another has
been rourhte o' it has reached an unprecedented fierce staze of close
comtate Is the 120t :oin: Zo seize tcwer ard carry cut the proletarian
dicta%orship, so thit %he zraat Proletarian Cultural Revolution can te
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carried to the end; or is it the risht going to seize power to
implement the hourzeois dictatorship to restore capitalism? Such a
critical moment has arrived. Every proletarian revolutionary is
engaged in profound thinking and struggle, and waging a bloody strugzle
to realize the formere. One would not hesitate to shed blood for truth

ard revolution.

The Party Central and Chairman Mao are most concerned about the
great Cultural Revolution in Honan and are forever standing together
with our proletarian revelutionaries. To thoroughly resolve the
Eonan problem, Premier CHOU telephonec us on 26 April directing our
General Command to sent a delecation to Peking to report to the Party
Central and Chairman Mao about the situation of the great Proletarian
Cultural Revolution in Honane The entire tody of warriors of our Honan
Revolutionary Zebel General Command, with infinite love for and faith
in the Party Central and Chairman Mao, on 20 MHay sent to Peking a
delegation entrusted with the historical mission by the Honan prole-
tarian revolutionaries and fifty million revolutionary pesople, to
report to the Party Central and Chairman Mao about the situation of the
Honan Proletarian Cultural Revolution. At this time, a long contem-
plated, well planred and orgzanized incident of political oppression
happened! Late in the evening of 22 May when the members of the
delezgation were concentrating on preparing data for the report,
suddenly a group of bandits from the Honan Erh-ch'i Commune together
with a handful of rascals of the Peking Aviation academy and Peking
Railway Academy led by HCU x-x (0186), numbering about 500, forced their
way into the Peking Hsi-yuan Hotel where our delezation was staying,.
They claimed that they came to "carry out a special mission at the
order of the Peking lMunicipal Revolutionary Committee." These rascals
were totilly unreasonatle, and acted like wolves and tigers. They
smashed doors and wincows and took away the compiled date of our
delegation ard also their money, ration tickets, clothes, and watches
eseey and then kidnapved our workers and brutally cursed and hit them
and paraded them on the streets., If such barbarious behavior can be
tolerated, what else cannot? The members of our delegation were full
of anger; but they remained calm and gave the attackers a stern lecture.

On the eve of the Party Central's decision to revolve the Honan
problem, at the time of the issue of the six "Important Messages" by
the Peking Municipal Cormittes, and in the evening of the day of the
putlication of Peorle's Diily editorial "Immediately Stop Armed
Strugzle," such a Iriznisening anti-revolutionary incident happened in
our great Fatherland's Capital Peking! VWas it an acecident? ol
Absolutely nol

As early as on 7 February, the Honan Erh-ch'i Commune, in order
to create anti-revolutionary nublic onirions, plotted to pretend a

seizing of newer wille protectins rower, illerally occupied the Fonan
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Daily, published black newspaver and created the frightening
"7 February" and "7 February® anti-revolutionary bloody tragedies.
Thereafter, the Party Central and Premier CHOU directed by telephone
that both sides involved in the fizhtinz send representatives to Peking
to hold talkse. However, the FHonan Erh-ch'i Commune refused to
im-lement Premier's directive and sincle-handedly undermined the
nerotiation, Now that the Party Central again instructed a negotiation
in Peking, they azain resorted to various schemes and boldly torpedoed
it. Vhy did the Eonan Erk-ch'i Commne dare to repeatedly undermine
negotiations? Chairman Mao instructs us: "Zvents in the world are
complex and determined by various factorse™ e "rmust not be too
idealistic ard rezard the class struggle as being simple." The history
of the great Proletarian Cultural Revolution in Honan clearly demons=-
trates this erizmatic problem.

Under the correct guldance of Chairman Mao's line of Proletarian
Cultural Revolution, in the past our province's great Proletarian
Cultural Revolution attained ore great victory after another. This
year is a year of combat and a year of victory and a year of glory.

But as our great leader Chairman Mao has said: "In the history of man,
all reactiornary forces on the verge of extinction will wage a final
strugzle azainst the revolutionary forces." ‘hen our province's
proletarian revolutionaries and the broad revolutionary people are
controllinz the general direction of struggle and launching a general
offensive against a handful of the Party's top power holders taking the
capitalist road and cutting off their claws extenaing into Honan, a
handful of power holders in the Honan Frovincial Cormmittee led by LIU
Chien-hsun and WEN Min-shenz, seeing that their power would be taken
away, used tha2ir tool the Erh-ch'i Commune to wage a counter-attack with
great hatred and frenzy on the revolutionary people, and waged a final
strugzle just bzfore their demisee. Thus, the struggle between the two
classes, tne two roads, and two lines in the Cheng-chou area, Honan,
has entered an unpreceientedly fierce and complicated stage. At this
critical moment of a deadly decisive battle, our Honan Revolutionary
Rebel General Command and broad revolutionary people most earnestly
ard emotionally rerort to comrade proletarian revolutionaries throughout
the fatherland the situation of the great Proletarian Cultural
Revolution in Honan, ile want to use blood and tears to accuse a handful
of power holcders in the Fonan Provincial Committes led by LIU Chien-
hsun srd “ZN lAn-sheng of their arnti-Party, anti-socizlist and anti-
if20ist crimes ard their crires of destroying our province's great
roletarian Cultural levolutione ™Je are not afraid of sacrifice to
drag the enperor Iron his rorse." This is our iron determination,
"~e are deterrined n>t o bte afraid of sacrifice and difficulties to
strive for victoryl" This is our oold prormises, In this unprecedented
class stru~rle, wa nave corrrade warriors everywhere in the burning
mountalin cities or ty the stormy Hsianz RAver., Str=ams, mountains,
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the great Mao Tse-tunz thousht, and the loftiest revolutionary
friendship have tichtly linked our red hearts! ‘e shall forever hoist
hich the brilliant flag of Chairman Mao's revoluticnary line in uniting
the country's proletarian revolutionaries, fighting together and
achievinz victory tozether. We shall plunge into the fiery sea of fire
tozethert

As pointed out in the "Sixteen Articles® which is a leading
document for the zreat Proletarian Cultural Revolutiont "Due to the
great resistance, the strugzle will have reverses, or even possibly
many reverses." In the past year the great Proletarian Cultural
Revolution in ¥onin has encountered rmch resistance, and many reverses.
Why is this so? This is due to the destruction of the Party's power
holders takins the canitalist road. For riany years a handful of anti-
revolutionary revisionists in the Honan Provincial Committee led by
LIU Chien-hsun and WZll Min-sheng have frantically oppoced our great
leader Chairman ifao, secretly disobeyed Chairman Mao's instructions,
even to the point of shouting noisily demanding to criticize "the
thougzht of total faith in Chairman lMao" while shamelessly extollingtheir
black naster 1LIU Shao-ch'i., "“Comrade Shao-ch'i is a great Marxist,®
"Comrade Shao-ch'i is an expert in leading mass movement." They tried
to beautify the anti-revolutionary LIU Shao-ch'i as a "savior" for the
peorle of Eonan. They frantically slander, distort and oppose the
great Mao Tse-tung thourht by saying "lMao Tse-tung thoucht may also
divide into two," and "How can one study Chairman lao's writings every
day?"® They calumniated the study of Chairman Mao's writings as some-
thing for "those leisure people like bureaucrats and warlordsj and it
interferes with the work of us busy people." Vhen they see "hoisting
high the great red flag of Mao Tse-tunzg's thought™ in documents they
said disgustedly "Don't use sn much empty talk in future writirgs."
They energetically waved the three bourgeois sticks of "simplification,"
"vulgarism," and "utilitarianism"™ in cruelly oppressing the mass
movement of creztively studying and applying Chairman Mao's writings
among the workers, peasants, and soldiers, while faithfully implementing
LIV Shao-ch'i's black directive to issue large quantities of the black
How to Become a Cond Corminist, but not Selected Vritings of Mao Tse-
tunz. ihey aclively prorioted the anti-revolutionary revisicnist line,
attempting to restore capitalism in Honan. They stubbornly opposed the
emchasis on proletarian volitics by saying "sweet potato is politics,®
™ho is Marxist-Leninist?He whomakes grains is the Marxist-Leninist,"
and "To give the people enourh to eat, not to insist on direction."
They cruelly attacked the three red flags of the gereral line, great
leap forward ari peosple’s commune. During the difficult times, they
promoted Mrent-d land™ and "three self-interests and one guarantee" in
the farm villacses a~=d egave creen lizht to "{ree market" in the cities in
treir schema to restcre caritalism, In the Four Liguidation loverent,
they ererzeticilly pro=otedi tke onrortunist line that was "left"™ in
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form but right in substance, attempting to smother the great socialist
education rovement, They heartlessly spread revisionist poison, and
promoted the staging of feudalist and bourgeois reactionary plays while
opposing the critique of the poison by the revolutionary cultural and
art workers and the revolutionary people, thus allowing beasts and
devils to infiltrate into the literary and art circles of Fonan see
truly ,their crimes are too numerous!

During the rousing great Proletarian Cultural Revolution, LIU
Chien-hsun and Wen lin-shenz and the likes of them stubbornly took the
bourgeois reactionary stand, actively promoted the LIU-TLiG bourgeois
reactionary line, attenpting to strike down this great revolution. At
the bezinning of the great Cultural Revolution, they used all means to
divert trne general direction of the strugzle: sent out a large number
of work teams; nade black reports and issued black directives; supoorting
their Cultural Reform Association and other conservative organizations;
establisned loyalist forces; attempted to seize "rightists™ ariong the
revolutionarv people and attacked them as "anti-revolutionary,™ "small
TG T'0 (6772/2148)" and "beasts and devils." They attacked the
revolutionary cadres as "black gang,™ and "gray gang." They implemented
the bourgeois reactionary policy of "attacking the majority and
protecting a handful.® They propagandized for the theory of "settling
account after the autumn,"™ energetically compiled black data and
created a vhite terror, trying to sunpress the great Proletarian
Cultural Revolution,

At the 11th Plenum of the Eighth Congress, our great leader
Chairman Mao personally led the drawing up of the brilliant "Sixteen
Articles," pointing out the correct direction for the Cultural
Revolution. MNumerous revolutionaries have developed the spirit of
daring to carry out revolution and revolt, and under the resolute
support of the reddest sun in our hearts, Chairman }ao, waged a most
resolute struggle with the bourgeois reactionary line. Revolutionary
rebel organizations appeared one after another. These pionesrs of the

tural Revolution bravely follow our red commznder Chairman liao and
have grown up in the stormy class strugcie; they represent the general
direction of the revolution. They are the arch enemy of the anti-
revolutionary revisionists LIU Chien-hsun and WzZN Min-sheng,

rolloving the penetré&ion of Chairman lMao's line into the hearts
of the reople, trhe puhlication of the editorials in Red Flag Nos 13 and
14 arnounced the barkruptcy of the bourgeois reactionary line, and the
Cultural Zseform fS\OC&&uiO“S created by the work teams collapsed one
after aro*her. eeing that it was a dead end to support the Cultural
2afornm Assccia*ion to fizht the misses to protect themselves, LIU Chien-
nsun and WIN Min-ghen: and the lixes of them switched to Msupvorting®
the revclutionary retels and resorted o th: rore insidious means of
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anti-revolutionary double dealing, attempting to find new agents among
the revolutionary rebels, After a careiul planning and selection, they
finally found the "Cheng-chou University Cultural Revolution Liaison
Comnittee," tnis "old rebel orzanization."

The principal personnel of the "old rebel organization"
supported by LIU Chien-hsun and WEN Min-sheng are people who protect the -
school Party Cormmittee, suppress the students, and trv to win over the
"small richtists." Amonz them TANG Yen-ch'uan (7825/6056/1557) is a big
political pickpocket. Before the Cultural Revolution he cruelly
attacked the three red flags and cursed socialism; he is an extremely
reactiorary stuadents The three reactionaryblack letters he wrote in
1962 are the iron evidence of his opposition to the Party and socialism.
Since the Cultural evolution, he energetically protected a han’ful of
anti-revolutionary elements within the Party and treated students
harshly; he is a notorious loyalist,

After a handful of power holders in the school Party Committee
taking the capitalist road have been uncovered, these loyalists were
heartbroken, -and some of them even cried., Having made many reactionary
statements, and after inciting much anger and criticism by the people
through posters, TAYG Yen-ch®uan and other members of the
school black garg went to Peking to make an appeal for the school Party
Committee. When they arrived in Peking, LIU Chien-hsun was in Peking
attending the 11th Plemum of the Eizhth Congresss The latter seized
the opportunity to lay a trapj he did not only receive them personally
but also lived with them, feasted them and greatly praised T:il.G Yen-
ch'uan. When they were going back to Cheng-chou together, they engaged
in "close talks"™ and LIU told them “to establish organizations.™ Upon
arrivire in Cheng-chou, they were provided with a car, In this way,
through political vraise and material stimulation, LIU bought this
running dog TANG Yen-ch'uan., TallG Yen-ch'uan was very gratefule. In
the afternoon of the day of their arrival in Cheng-chou, TAG Yen-
ch'uan established an instrument according to the LIU's instruction, and
this is the so-called "Cheng-chou University Cultural Revolution
Lialson Committes."™ TAilG Yea-ch'uan became its head. Eefore he went to
Peking, TA.G Yen-ch'uan shouted "Down with LIU Chien-hsun."® Now he
tecarie "LIU Chien-hsun's good cadre," claiming "LIU Chien-hsun is a
good secretary.,"” After this dirty transaction, LIU Chien-hsun
irmeiiately issued wnhat ne called "My poster,™ indirectly supporting
TALG Yen-ch'uan,

Wwas the objective of LIU Chien-ksun end 'JEii llin-sheng in praising
TALS Yonech'uan truly "sucoortinz this revolutionary young general?™
S0l In fact the old shrewd LIU Chien~hsun and WZN Min-shergz had long
seen throush this extre-ely reactionary student TA.G Yen-ch'uan. The
d:y telore the issie of ‘he roster, this anii-revolutionary double-
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dealing LIU Chien-hsun said: ™In my opinion, TANG Yen-ch'uan is anti-
revolutionary.® Thris being the case, why did LIU support TALG? There
is only one possible explanations: that is, anti-revolutionaries

support anti-revolutionaries; they form a collusion to undermine the
great Proletarian Cultural Revolution in Honane. .

After LIU Chien-hsun issued "My poster® and when he was questioned
by the majority of faculty and students of the Cheng-chou University as
to why he suprorted this reactionary stuient TALG Yen-ch'uan, LIU Chien-
hsun said shrewdly: ®If I did not put out this poster, Chairman MHao
may ask me what is the matter with you people in Honan, how could I
answer? You are not in an official position, tut I ame You are not
afraid of losinz your jobs but I ame™ Look! Isn't this a total exposure
of LIU Chien-hsun's thoroughly anti-revolutiorary face?

In reality, LIU Chien-hsun's issue of the poster was merely the
beginning of the taking over of the "Cheng-chou University Liaison
Committee™ led by TANG Yen-ch'uane Thereafter, LIU Chien-hsun and WEN
Min-sheng stepped up their political transactionrs, with their sugar-
coated arrmunitions ccncentrated on the “Cheng-chou University liaison
Cormittee." To further enntrol the "Cheng-chou Liaison Cormittee"™ led
by TA'G Yen-ch'uan, a handful of power holders in the Provincial and
Yunicipal cormittee sent neople out to collect materials on TAIG Yen-
ch'uan anl the "Cherng-chou University Liaison Comrittee," and zot hold
of TALG Yen-ch'uan's three reactionary letters and the cormittee's anti-
revolutionary "Urrcent Appeals™ Thus, through soft and hard means and
political and economic rersuasions, they cgained even tighter control of
the "Cheng-chou University Liaison Committee.™ As they said themselves,
*Je have here mzterials cn him (T..G Yen-ch'uan), he dare not disobey
us."

Ever since this time, LIU Chien-hsun and WEN Min-sheng has
maintained close centact with TAL'G Yen-ch'uan and other anti-revolu-
tionary double-dealinzr political prickpockets, ard even "their fate has
been sealed together." LIU Chien<hsun and YEL l4in-sheng have praised
TALG Yen-ch'uan as a "revolutionary young general," who had "a political
mind" and was "an atle leftist leader."® TAI!G, on the other hand, said
"Secretary LIU is a proletarian commander.® Liu said "the Cheng-chou
University Lizison Committee™ was "a leftist organization,® ard the
latter call=d the "Provincial Committee™ "a nroletarian command.®

Thereafter, "the Cheng-chou Liaison Committee™ under TAIG's

control obeyed LIU Chien-nsun and WZl Min-sheng and protected the black
comrand, the Provincial Cormittee.

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The "Cheng-chou University Liaison Committee"™ which was now an
instrument purchrsed bty ITU and WEZN appeared as an extremely "left"
organization, and engaged in evil deeds and words.

It was LIU Chien-hsun and WEN Min-sheng who supported this "old
rebel orgarization" and attempted to seize power in the Capital Mao Tse-
tunz Thought Red Guard Headjuarters and instigated dissensionse

It was LIU Chien-hsun and Wen }in-sheng who supported this "“old
re-el organization™ ard under the pretense of "revolt" faked an attack
on the Three-level Cadre Conference, following their master's instruction.
The black rmaster and running dogs praised each other to fool the broad
revolutionary cadres at the provincial, district and hsien levels,

It was LIU Chien-hsun and ¥z Min-shenz who supported this “old
rebel organization™ in attackirnz the revolutionary peopie coming from
P'ing-tinz-shan Special District to Cheng-chou to cdemand an impeachment
of the Party's power holder taking the caritalist road K'UNG Hsun (1313/
8133) and YANG Chan (2799/1455) and in driving them out of Cheng-chou
in order to protect the Party's power holders taking the capitaiist
road,

It was LIU Chien-hsun and WEN Min-sheng who supported this “old
rebel organization" in rmistreating the revolutionary people and cadres
and in expellinz students from the school, from the League and the
Party, and parading them %o please their master, On the other hand,
they did everythinz ton protect LIU 2nd WElN, and spread the rumor of "no
use to trace hicher® and imnlemented the reactionary policy of "attacking
the majority while protectinz a handful."

It was LIU Chien-hsun and \/EN liin-sheng who supported this "old
rebel organization," in insticating fizht, robbery and confiscation,
implementing the bourgeois dictatorship and engaging in white terror.

Chairman Mao has said: The fundamental problem of revolution is
one of political power., The great "™January Revolution" sounded the
buzle ¢f uniting proletarian revolutionaries to seize the power of the
power holders taking the capitalist road. Power is the center of
dispute among various volitical forces and the focal point of struggle.
A handful of poer holdiers in the Honan Provincial Comnittee taking the
capitalist roai will not voluntarily withdraw from the historical stage.

we prolelarian revolutionary rebels saw through our class enemy's
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scheme to oppose the seizing of power, uncovered their criminal acti-
vities, realized the great unity of the proletarian revolutionaries,
established the "Honan Provincial Revolutionary Rebel General Command,"
in waging a struzgle against a handful of power holders taking the
capitalist road in the Yonan Provincial Committee and Cheng-chou
dunicipal Committee anid their instruments, and thorouchly uncovered

the crimes of opoosing the Party, socialism, and lMao Tse-tung thought,
and of undermining the great Proletarian Cultural Revolution on the

part of LIU Chien-hsun and WEN Min-sheng.

After 1LIU Chien-hsun was trarsferred to Peking, he knew that the
truly revolutionary rebels in Honan would certainly crush his instrument
and resolutely expose him. Therefore, while he was in Pekins, he never
forgot Cheng-chou and his instrument., He maintained a close contact
with Cheng-chou by "secret messengers™ and by telephone. He gave black
instructions and continued to exercise a remote control over the great
Proletarian Cultural Revolution in Honane.

In an attempt to stage a fake seizing of power, LIU and WEN
called upon the "Cheng-chou Liaison Committee" to gather a number of
false "left" organizations and gemuine loyalist organizations to
organize the Erh-ch'i Cormmune to fool the people of some revolutionary
organizations. Since the first day of its establishment, its general
direction has been totally wronze Its announcerment claimed wildly:
"The Erh-ch'i Commune is a machine for the proletarian state," and "a
highest powver structure.® It also announced its intention to seize the
"rifle." rrom the very beginning it pointed its spearhead towards the
People's Liberation Arnmy.

They distortedi our great leader Chairman Mao's policy of "3.in-

1 corbinations® and placed the anti-revolutionary double-dealing WEN Min-
sherg and CHI Teng-k'uei (4764/4098/1145) in the "3-in-l comtinations.™
However, the proletarian revolutionaries of the Honan Revolutiorary
General Command are iron warriors armned with Mao Tse-tung thought,

Our rearts are the reddest and our eyes the brightest, and we saw through
their scheme of opposing the seizing of power, and wsaged a resolute
struzgle against theme Our struggle immediately won the energetic
support of the broad revolutionary masses and the troops of the People's
Liberation in the Honan Provincial Military District and in Cheng-chou,
and thoroughly smashed their plot to oppose the seizing of power,

We proletarian ravolutionariss and the People's Liberation Army
are the greatest obstacle to their ooposition to the seizirz of power,
Therefore they pointed their spearhead irmediately toward the Peopnle's
Literztion airmye Thav resisted the orders of the Central iilitary
Comriision, oprosed tie Iibaration Army, kidnapned ard teat up cfficers
of ihe Iibaration Army, attacksd mili<ary orsinizations, spread rurors,
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checked materials on the militar~y district, and exagerated the
deficiencies and errors which are hardly avoidable in the work of the
rilitary district in its support of the left. They erergetically
slandered the People's liberaztion Army and called it "loyalist soldiers"
and ™black troops,™ and labteled the military's suvport for the left as
“suppressing rebels.,™ They frantically attacked the proletarian
cormand, attemptinc to seize the military power and realize the bourgeois
dictatorship.

They pointed their spearhead toward the proletarian dictatorship
organization, occupied the Police Department, Public Security Office,
and newspapers, to undermine the proletarian dictatorship. They used
the newspapers to pu~lish tlack news attacking the military district
and revolutionary mass orzanizaticrse They previded armunitions for
imparialisrm and revisionism to attack China, snd committed unforgivable
crimes against the people of the entire country,.

They oprosed the "Sixteen Articles,™ and diverted the general
direction of struscle, created socizl disorderj incited large-scale
erned conflicts at the Honan Daily, Cheng-chiou Zvening News, and Cheng-
chou 2roadcasting Station; ard created the frichtening "7 February"
bloo<y incident.

They nointed their spearhead of struszgle against the revolutionary
rnass organizations and attacked revolutionary organizations of differert
view points as "Trotskyists,® "Iake rmules,” and "loyalists," and
exercised white terror toward them.

They rounded up the society's landlords,rich people, reactionaries,
and richtists insistinz on their reactionary stand and other various
teasts and devils, and encouracsed them to frantically attack the
proletarian command and the instrument of the proletarian dictatorship.

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On the eve of the Pekirg necotiation they attempted to pressure

During
the "hunger strike" they found excuses to release their "Zrh-ch'i
fizhting comrades.™ They moreover raised many unreasonable demands. On
4 May durinz the period of "hunzer strike" thev single-handedly created
the frightening snti-revolutionary tloody ircident. On 4 May they
prepared an ambush in the buildirgs along Te-hua Street with bricks,
tiles, sticks znd iron bars in their hands. ‘when the parading revolu-
tionary peonle celebrating the "4 May™ were passing through the street,
they accused the parading troops of h -ing an intention to break into
their area of "™runcer strike™ and hit the paraders with everything they
gote Over 3,000 people were injured, fillinz up all hospitals in the
vicirndity. The fresh blood of the revolutionary masses stainred the Erh-
ch'i Square! This tragic scene was beyond description.

On 21 May, a number of rascals of the Erh-ch'l Commune in cahoots
with some good-for-nothings from military schools in other areas suddenly
smashed into the conference room whrere our General “ormmand was having a
conference cf criticizing the LIU-TZING bourgeois reactionary line. At
that time, our side insisted on a debate and perfect order was maintained,
Eorever, in brizht day lizht, these rascals forced their way onte the
chairman's poiium and took away the national flag and Chairman lao's
portrait on the podium, as well as the broadcasting equipment, and
moreover they beat upn the service personnel and military representatives
at the conference,

On 22 liay a nandful of rascals from the Erh-ch'i Commune in
Peking in cahoots with the Pexing Aviation Red Flag's Hou x-x ard over
500 people from the Railway Academy Red Flag took away our compiled
data, and kidnaprned, bezt up and paraded our representatives. Thereafter
they created the serious 25 May anti-revolutionary political incident.

On 23 May a handful of rascals from the Erh-ch'i Corrmune forced
their way into the No. 1 Cepartment Store in Cheng-chou and smashed the
tot2l stock of broadcasting equipment and looted money, watches, clothing,
bicycles and other valuatle goodse. As a result,the store had to stop
its operation, seriously damaging the national eccrony.

On 25 }¥ay they in cahoots 'rith a hardful desperadoes from outside
military schools resisted the directive of the lilitary Commission, and
once more occupied tze Xilitarwv District Building by force, cruelly beat
up warriors ard cllizers ol the Literation Arny, and moreover, they took
down the nation2l flaz of the Feonle's Renu-lic of China, and raised
their ovm tern fl-:. Tha Centr-l !dlitary Cul*tural Revolution
Cormmittee telenhoned then to withiraw from tne military district, but up
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to now they are still stavins in the buildirg, resisting the directive
and continuing their evil activities. They openly grabbed weapons of
the warriors of the Literation Army and injured the warrdors who
delivered food to theme.

On 26 ¥ay, they dared to snatch away the rifles of the guards and
rurdered them with knives., Tney confiscated the household of Honan
¥ilitary District Commissar HO Yun-hung (0149/6663/3163) and took away
top secret documents and other items, and furthermore beat up members of
his family. '

On 27 May they openly destroyed Chairman Mao's great call of
"-rasp revolution ani prormoie production,"and incited strikes at the
Cherg=-chou liorth Railway Station which is the nerve center of Peking-
Cainton arnd Lunc-hail 2ailways, disrupting transportation, creating the
cerious incident of stopping the locomotivess The traffic on the Peking-
Canton Railways was disrupted for more than ten hours, resulting in
great loss to the State.

On 29 lfay they openly stopred military trucks at the Erh-ch'i
Square, looted war materialse On 3C May their beastly nature ran
rampant; they killed revolutionary warriors, raped women, set fire to
the Noe. 6 National Cotton 41l and burned our class comrades to death,

On 31 May, they in cahoots with a handful of rascals from Peking
universities and colleges illegally took away all data brouzht by our
delegation to Pekinc, and moreover kidnapped and beat up our representa-
tives,.

On 1 June, they smashed into the Cheng-chou Municipal Finance
Bureau to destroy the state finance, and took away large quantities of
bicycles, watchaes, and monsy,

On 2 June, they attacked our General Command's Electric Industry
Cormmune. They cid this for six times, attemptinz to destroy the zontrol
buildirz arnd creating the serious incident of power failure in the entire
Eonan Province and in parts of Shansi and Hopehe They beat up revolu-
tionary workers and even their families,
