FURTHER PRACTICE ECONOMY IN THE REVOLUTION

Must Be Stopped," snd the Editor's Note. This letter and Note
heve posed s question of universsl interest snd represent sn
8ppeal of the proletsrisn revolutionsries and brosd msszes of

revolutionsries in the whole country. They deserve the clo&e
sttention of sll of us.

, Our grest lesder, Chsirmen Mao, snd the psrty's Centrsal
Lommittee have recently issued s new call to the people of the
ﬂhClle country to prsctice economy further in the revolution.
'he resolute implementation of this c¢sll hss a very profound
Podljiticsl bearing on the assurance of the smooth and successful
frogecution of the Great Proletsrian Cultural kevolution, the
bet er prevention of the erosion of revisionism, and the sccel-
eration of the revolutionslizstion of men's thought.

Recently the behsvior of psreding in sutomobiles hss
becn seen in certain districts. This is inconsistent with the
8im of Cheirmen Mso in exhorting the principle of economy in
the revolution, and it must be quickly stopped.

Our automobiles are the property of the stste and col-
lectives to serve the interests of production construction snd
transportstion end comnunicstions, snd they should not be used
by sny group or individusl st rendom. 'The use of sutomobiles
in persdes not only deprecisteSsthe csrs and westesgssoline, but



e8s8ily obstructs the flow of traffic snd csuseSsccidents. Each
mess revolutionsry orgenizstion should stop the use of sutomo-
biles in psrsdes 8s 8 concrete messure to implement the sim of
economy in the revolution.

For the purpose of chastising the handful of top party
persongin suthority tsking the cspitalist rosd and supporting
the revolutionsry struggles of the proletsrisn revolutionaries
in 81l psrts of the country esnd of the peoples of the world,
psrad-s snd demonstretions sre &bsolutely necesssry snd sre
revolutionsry sctions. However, we should promote our party's
behsvior of srduous strugile, develop the excellent treditions
of the old mighth Route Army, and stride forth with both legs
to demonstrate sgeinst the enemies of the proletasrist.

In everything we undertske, we proletsrisn revolution-
sries must attsch the grestest importsnce to the interests of
the stete, start from the genersl situstion of the socislist
revolution and socislist construction, self-consciously set sn
exsmple in prscticing economy in the revolution, by saving for
the state, 8s the mesters of their own country, every drop of
oil, every grain of rice, every wstt-hour of electric power,
every inch of cloth, every piece of pasper, every ounce of cosal,
every unit of timber, esnd every inch of steel materisl. The
printing of s8ll forms of propsganda should lay stress on prac-
ticsel effect and avoid weste. Attention should be psid to
economy in the writing of lsesrge-chsrascter posters snd slogsans,
and use should be made as far ss possible of waste-psper or
other substitutes for the purpose. Little or no use should be
made of srticles snd funds belonging to the state, whereever
possible. Wherever ' the use is not sbsolutely necesssry, it
should be resolutely evoided. Whenever it is found that state
property is sbused snd public weslth destroyed, each one should
resolutely oppose it, boycott it, snd enter into a struggle
with it. "The dictstorship of the proletariat must be practiced
sr:8inst the bad people who destroy steste end collective proper-
Ly, who must be seriously punished sccording to the nature of
their infrection. A strong public opinion should be created to
regard "economy 8s glorious, waste &s shameful, snd destruction
88 criminsl." 'The important results slready schieved in the
movement of economy in the revolution should be totslly and
thoroughly continued.

An importsnt point of the revolution under the dictator-
ship of the proletsrist is the opposition to the capitslist
road, the strengthening end consolidstion of the system of so-
cislism, and the protection of the inviolability of the socisl-
ist system of ownership. No group or individusl hss the right
to sppropriste production msterials owned by the socislist
state and collectives., The free sppropristion of such msterisls
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is the dostruction of the sociselist system of ownership, which
Ir not Ltho rovolutionsry sction of the proleterist, but the
destructive anction of the bourgeolnio. Thia La what munt be
resolutely opposed by the Grest lIroleterisn Culturanl hevolu-
tion. We hope thest s8ll our proletarisn revolutionsry comrades
will fully recognize the gravity of this question.

We proletsrisn revolutionaries must hold sloft the
grest red flasg of Mso Tse-tung's thought, massively propsgsate
end sctively respond to Chesirmen Mso's great c¢sll for the
"¢er gsp of the revolution end the promotion of production" snd
"the prsctice of economy in the revolution," mobilize the
meg ses with s free hsnd, mske timely checks of production=-
inc rease snd economy in our own units, snd sdopt the necessary
nea sures to solve existing problems. With the Grest Proletsari-~
8n Cultursl Kevolution ss the bssis end the penetrating criti-
cism snd judgment of the top pesrty persons in suthority taking
the cspitslist rosd es the driving force, we should further
8tir up 8 new high tide of the movement of production-incresse
