KIANGSI RED GUARDS CALL FOR END OF ANARCHISM

[Text] The Red Guard headquarters of universities and middle schools in Kiangsi
Province, the revolutionary teachers and students general command of Kiangsi Province,
and the Red Guards of Nanchang military (?subdistrict) on 17 February passed a
decision on striking down anarchism.

The decision says: The anarchist trend of thought, like bourgeois and petty-bourgeois
factionalism, is a reactionary trend of thought in society. It is a reflection of
the sharp struggle between the two classes, two roads, and two lines in the new
situation.
