Those who are genuinely (?immature ideologically) are
nainly you big and petty chieftains! Even if there are tliose among the masses who
are (?immature ideologically), it has ruch to do with the fact that you chieftains
are afflicted with factionalism.

(?in total darkness). How can the masses sit quietly by, waiting forever for the
conclusion of these kind of "marathon" negotiations? Frankly speaking, only through
the action of the masses can the situation be remedied and negotiations carried
forward to a successful end.



We shall follow the party spirit of chieftains but will not take after the factionalizm
of chieftains, So long as chieftains! views and actions are in line with Mao Tse-tung's
