flow can we consolidate the newborn revolutionary comhittees and smash the counterattacks
and offensives launched by the class eremy? Chairman Mao says: "If we are at one with
the people, if we rely on them, have faith in them, and resclutely believe that the
crative capabilities of the masses are inexhaustidle, we can overcome any and all
difficulties. No enemy can overthrow us; on the contrary, the enemy will be ovetthrown
by us."

If the members of revolutionary committees at various levels want to make revolution they
must never forget Chairman Mao's teaching to always trust the masses, rely on them, and
integrate with them. They must be willing pupils of the masses. If one aspires to an
official position, he will inevitably despise the masses, put on bureaucratic airs, place
himself above and become divorced “from the massés. Therefore, the question of what
attitude to adopt toward the masses--whether one should or should not keep close ties
with the masses=-is a problem concerning one's fundamental position, not a question of
general mental attitude.
