150,000 armymen and
civilians in Nanning,
Kwangsi, at the
forefront of support-
ing Viet Nam in
resisting U.S. aggres-
sors, held a grantl

rally on May 21.
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The militia of Janchuang Vil-
lage in Chingyuan Count5r, Hopei
Province, has a glorious revolution-
ary tradition. In its "tunnel war-
fare" rvaged on the Central Hopei
Plain during the War of Resist-
ance Against Japan, it used home-
made rifles, cannon and mines and
srvords and spears to repeatedly
put to rout the Japanese aggres-
sors who appeared so powerful.
In studying Chairman Mao's state-
ment, the militiamen in the vil-
lage recalled this brilliant fight-
ing history. They shouted: "We
firmly support the people of
Korea, Japan and other Asian
countries in their struggle against
the revival of Japanese mil-itarism
by the U.S. and Japanese reac-
tionaries !" With feeling, they stat-
ed that the decisive factor in a war
was people, not things and that

field. These iron-clad facts prove that it is not the
reactionaries but the people who are really powerful.

Thel- penetratingly pointed out: "All new born
revolutionary forces will quickly and irresistibiy grow
in strength in the course of struggle while decadent
and moribund imperialism and ail its running dogs will
inevitably and inextricably head for their doom. . The
revolutionary forces are sure to win and the decadent
forces are bound to be defeated; this is an irresistible
law of historical development."

A MASS meetirrg was held in Kukes City on 1\,.Iay 28 to
I r rvelcome the visit of Comrade Enver Hoxira, Firsi
Secletary of the Central Committee of the Albanian
Party of Labour, to ihis region, according to A.T.A. In
a speech made at the meeting, Comrade Enver lloxha
said: I am very happy that I have come here in your
midst to become acquainted r,vith your life and successes,
to talk and exchange opinions with you, in order to
take furiher measures so that your lite in the future
will become still more beautiful and better through
yolrr fruitful and tireless work.

Comrade Hoxha said: I have visited Kukes at other
times and I keep the best memories of you, for you are
a patriotic, industrious and progressive people and
fighters for the new, faithful to the Party. builders and
defenders of socialism. This time I feel another joy
rvhich is added to my meeting with you, for I see that
a few kilometres away the nerv Kukes is going up which
has been decided by the Party. The day will come
rvhen the old Kukes where we are norv talking together
u,ill disappear. This is a law, the old town will disap-
pear. but in its stead a more beautiful new citS' of so-
ciaiism is going up.

After having spoken of the glolious past and the
struggle of the Kukes patriots against foreign enemies,
of the difficult life of the Kukes highlanders under
the anti-popular regimes and of their participation in
the national-liberation struggle, he said: The glorious
history of our country and its people has great value.
We are making efforts to draw immortal lessons from
it and we are bound like flesh to bone to this land whose
face we are set to change radically, to make it a bloom-
ing garden, not only in words, but, as our party teaches
us, also in deeds.

Comrade Enver Hoxha also spoke of the great
changes that have taken place in this district during
the years of the people's power. The industrial pro-
duction achieved in your district last year, he said, is
equal to the industria-l production of r,vhole Albania in
1938. Today Kukes alone produces over three times
more blister copper than the whole countr-y did in 1g60.
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Cotnlade Horha said: Whilc r,r.orking and truildirrg,
rve shoulci never forget ft-rr a single a:oment also to be
vigila.nt. There ai'e in the .,r'orld enemies of the pro-
ples ancl of socialism nho are l-ra.tching plots against ihe
freedom and independence of thc peoples and r,r,aging
rvars against them. These enen:ies are the capitalisls,
the in-rperialists and iheir reaciiotlaf i- ser-\,ants. the i.e-
visior-rists and other traitors of every irue. At the fore-
fr:ont of all these enemies are the U.S. imperialists and
the Sor,'iet revisionists. What ale they seeking to do?
Thei' are seeking to dorninate the rvorld and to kecp
the pcoples under their yoke. More exactly this means
that. should they have the possibilit5,, they would bring
to porver in Albania the beys, agas, Shylocks and all the
other garbage rvho tvere mercilessl;r smashed by our
peopie's revolution. But they are not powerful and they
can never achieve this purpose; on the contrarl', they
are r.erv r+'eak. And it is precisely their rnreakness that
makes the imperialists and revisionists more brutal
against the peoples, communism and socialism. They
see death for themselves, but their desire is to live. to
prolong a little more their life-span. Therefore they
are trying by sword and fire to subjugate the peoples
and suppress their revolutions. The peoples, holvevet'.
are stronger than they and the greatest example con-
firming this has been provided by the Albanian people,
a srnall people r,vho contintraiiy fought for centuries
against numerous and big enemies. But they r,vere
neither defeated nor <iid they disappear. On the con-
trar:y. during their national-liberation struggle the
Albanian people defeated the invaders, whether they
rvere the Italian fascists ol the German nazis and their
collaborators. It is easy, therefore, to draw such a con-r-
parison u,ith the liberation struggle which is being
waged today by the peoples against the irnperialist rvild
beasts.

U.S. imperialism started many year:s ago its aggi'es*
sion in Viet Nam, but the heroic people of that counlry
have nailed down in some holes, which are called camps,
this "great imperialist polver," inflicting tremendous
darnage on it. It could not win and it know-s that it
rvill not be able to win in Viet Nam. Thus, faced with
the defeat inflicied on it by the Vietnamese people.



U.S. imperieli5m 1'sssntly attacked another people, the
Cambcdian pecple. It was compelled to do this, think-
ing that it rrould escape defeat, but it will not escape
for the reason that not only all the peoples of the
sr-crld have risen and are condemning r,vith great indig-
nation this savage international gendarme, but actually
U.S. imperialism is now being faced with three peoples

- the Vietnamese, the Laotian and the Cambodian
peoples - rvho, united to a man on the Indo-China
Peninsula, will very soon bury it. The statement made
by Chairman N1[ao Tsetung a few days ago in support
of the struggle of the peoples against imperialism, es-
pecially his '"vords that by "strengthening their unity,
supporting eaeh other and persevering in a protracted
people's war, the three Indo-Chinese peoples will cer-
tainly overcome all difficulties and win complete
victory" is a great inspiration to the Vietnamese, Cam-
bcdian and Laotian peoples in their liberation struggle.

The aims of U.S. imperialism are to prepare for a
war against the People's Republic of China and to sub-
jugate the other peoples of Asia, in order to use them
as cannon-foclder in this war which they are preparing,
that is, to have Asians fight Asians. But U.S. imperial-
ism will never be able to attain this barbarous aim, be-
cause of the tremendous force of the great and glorious
China of Mao Tsetung, and because of the fact tirat its
allies are very much shaken from within, from the op-
position of their own peoples, as well as from outside,
from all the other peoples of the world.

Precisely in situations where there is a general
weakness of the enemies of the freedom of the peoples
and of sociaiism, the Soviet revisionists, these traitors
to Marxism-Leninism, who have transformed the Scviet
Union into a capitalist country, have entered into an
alliance with U.S. imperialism to suppress revolutions
everywhere in the world and to prepare for a war against
China. This a1liance, of course, has been buiit on sand
because it is directed against the peoples and because
it is the alliance of a handful of capitalists with aims of
exploiting the peoples and enslaving them. Therefore,
inside the Soviet Union and with its allies, the other re-
visionists, there exist not only great contradictions but
also movements of opposition to this imperialist road to
the enslavement of the peoples, whieh the Kremlin trai-
tors are seeking to camouflage with Lenin's name as
they did with Czechoslovakia and as they would tit<e to
do with their preparations for aggression against Ru-
mania, Yugoslavia and Albania, in order to prepare for
a war against the People's Republic of China.

The treachery of the revisionists in the Soviet Union
and in all the other countries where these traitors rule
has brought abont a great economic decline and an un-
precedented political and moral degeneration. The
capitalist order is being established there with all its
evils, including savage fascist and militarist dictator-
ship. This dictatorship oppresses the people at home
and prepares for aggression against the other peoples.
Between the imperialists and revisionists there exist a
number of plots and a number of intrigues, overt and

covert agreements, all of them camouflaged, allegedly
in the name of the defence of peace, European security
and the well-being of the peoples. But all this going
and coming, aLl these contacts and talks, all these collu-
sions cannot conceal the aggravation of the situation
within the fold of the imperialists and modern re-
visionists, the great contradictions among them, the
disputes which keep grorving, their failures in every
field, the exposure of their real aims and the upsurge
of revolution.

The imperialists and revisionists are in a deep
crisis, in a political crisis, in an economic crisis and in a
military crisis. In all the places where they rule, the
workers, students and peasants have thrown themselves
into strikes, demonstrations and bloody clashes. On the
other hand, we see that in the great ?00-million strong
China of Mao Tsetung and in the People's Republic of
Albania, socialism is being successfully constructed and
our two peoples have thrown themselves completely
into the struggle for the building of a happy and pros-
perous life. The whole world knows today of the great
successes of the People's Republic of China, successes in
economy, politics, and in the military field as rvell as

in science and technology.

You heard of the successful launching of the man-
made earth satellite by the People's Republic of China
last month. This rvas a great success for China herself
and for all of us, for all the progressive peoples of the
s-or1d. because this event once more showed that China
is inlincible, because her economic forces are tremen-
dous, because the results and progress in her science and
technology are likewise great and, above all, because
I\{ao Tsetung's thought is leading her towards the com-
plete building of socialism, thereby making her an im-
pregnable fortress of Marxism-Leninism and of the
delence of freedom and independence of the peoples
throughout the world. We advise our enemies not to
err in their judgement and not to entertain vain illusions
torvards that powerful socialist country if they do not
s-ant to smash their heads. They have seen quite
cleariy what colossal results and victories the Great
Chinese Proletarian Cultural Revolution has yielded.
The imperialists and modern revisionists had hoped to
destroy socialism in China, hoping that the Great Pro-
letarian Cultural Revolution, led and inspired by Mao
Tsetung, would 'u'u'eaken the Chinese colossus. But the
opposite happened.

The successes of the great China are also our suc-
cesses. We are for ever close allies of the People's Re-
public of China and there is no force that can separate
and divide our two countries, The reactionaries, the
bourgeoisie and the revisionists are barking in vain. We
have often heard of their fables. Our Marxist-Leninist
policy fuliy complies with the Marxist-Leninist policy
of the great China of Mao Tsetung in every direction,
in the political line, economic line and military line.

The policy of our Party and of our Government is
correct, Marxist-Leninist, revolutionary and unwaver-
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ing in any circumstances. We have fought and shall
figirt through to the end for real socialism and ibr com-
rnrlnism, under the banner of Marx, Enge1s, Lenin and
Stalin, against all sorts of winds and tempests, however
powerful they.may be. These rvinds and tempests can
neither frighten nor intimidate us Albanians. We shall
back up and defend all the peoples struggling for their
freedom and independence.

The Soviet revisionists have long been pror,vling
around, intending to subjugate the Sociaiist Republic of
Ru-mania and its people by vile threats and blackmail. In
the name of the Warsaw treaty, they use military black-
mail, insistently asking to carry out military exercises
in Rumania; in other rnords, to introduce their armed
forces into Rumanian territory and never to with-
draw them, so a-s to occupy Rumania and establish
there a quisling government, as they did in Czechoslo-
vakia. The Kremlin revisionist chiefs want to make
Rumania their colony, and for this purpose they are
exerting numerous economic pressures on her. They
$'ant to integrate her into their own economy and even
impose on the Rumanians their o"rrn bankrupt currency.
Khrushchov, in his plan for a "complex of interstate
production of the lower Danube," was more "modest"
then. He had aimed at eolonizing only a part of Ru-
mania, her Danubian areas and the Bucharest zone. But
the Brezhnev-I(osygin clique has a great appetite; it
rvants to swallow up the whole of Rumania. The Ru-
manian people, however, the Rumanian Communist
Party and Government are resisting this shameful pres-
sure wi.th determination and courage.

The Albanian people, their Party and Government
are and will always remain on the side of the fraternal
Rurranian people and will back up and support them
ir-r their just struggle. We say to our Rumanian brothers:

It
is justi_v the pride of and powerful encouragemenl to
the Cambcdian people who have been struggling vigor-
ously for generations and are still fighting for the de-
fence of their motherland and building up their beauti-
ful countrl-.

In modern history, the Khmer people fought for a

whole century against the French colonialist rule and
won splendid victory. The 1954 Geneva Agreements
on Cambodia recognized and guaranteed the national
rights of the Khmer people.

In the past 15 years, the Khmer people under the
wise leadership of Samdech Head of State achieved re-
markable successes in persevering in defending their
national independence, vigorously building up an irrde-
pendent econcmy and developing their or,vn naticnal
culture. Bringing into reality the siogan of "Cambodia
helps itself," the I(hmer people have completely chang-
ed the face of Cambodia of pre-independence da;;s.

A11 the achievements recorded by Cambodia in the
past 15 .l.ears are ciosely linked rvith the clear-
sighted pcliey of Samdech Head of State, a policy of
national independence? peace and neutrality for Cam-
bodia, of solidarity and frier:rdship rvith the Vietnamese
and Laotian peoples in tlie struggie againsi the U.S.
in'iperialist aggressors. This polic3r reflects the interests
and deep aspirations of the I{hmer people. It repi'e-
sents a historic necessity, in the development of the
couirtries on the Indo-China Peninsula, namely close

relations in the struggle to rega"ln and safeguard the
national independence of each countly and the solidarity
and mutual support of the three countries of Indo-
China in the struggle against the common enemy, the
imperialist aggressors.

This policy has enabled Cambodia to de{end effec-
tively her fundamental national rights and to advance
steadily in national construction and in the struggle
against the.interventionist manoeuvres of the U.S. im-
perialists and their lackeys coming from many direc-
tions. This policy rvhich has stood numerolrs tests has
proved to be the only judicious policy'enabting Cam-
bodia to become "the oasis of peace and stability" whose
prestige is rising continuously in the international arena.

Precisely because of this, U.S. imperialism had for
many years been resorting to every means in a vain
attempt to sabotage the poiicy of Samdech Head of
State. Faced r,r,'ith the failure of its plan to "Viet-
namize" the qiar and with the danger of being driven
out of Indo-China completely, the Nixon administration
instigated its henchmen, the Lon Nol-Sirik Matak
clique to stage a coup d'etat on March 18, 19?0 in an
aiiempt to liquidate Cambodia's independence, peace
and neutrality, turn Cambodia into a new-type colony
and military base of U.S. imperialism, make it a iink
in the U.S. strategic defence line in Southeast Asia and
at the same time encircle and isolate the Vietnamese
people in their war of resistance and save its losing
plan of "Vietnamization" of the rvar. U.S. imperialism
has fostered an illegal. fascist and racist regime in
Phnom Penh as a tool for sanguinary suppression of
all Khmer patriots and brutal lnassacre of thousancls
of Vietnamese residents. The U.S. intrigue is extremel-v
cunning and rvicked. Horvever. these intrigues were
rilshed up and implemenled at a time rvhen the United
Stai;es 'nvas suffering defeats and declining. Just as
Samdech Head of State pointed out in his opening
addless at the Summit Conference of the Indo-Chinese
Peoples: "But all this is only the deathbed kicks of
the dying U.S. imperialism; ail this is only the sign of
fear and despair of the imperialists lvho see their doom
approaching so quickty in Indo-China.,,

In face of successive attacks by valious patriotic
forces of Cambodia a.nd the danger of the coilapse of
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the Lon Nol-Silik Matsk lackey clique only a little more
than a month after the reactionary coup d'etat, IJ.S.
President Nixon, on April 30, 1970 flagrant1y and out-
rageously dispatched troops to invade Cambodi.a. NIas-
sive U.S. forees and Saigon puppet troops including
infantry. mechanized units, rvar vessels, modern plarres
and even B-52 strategic planes intruded into Carrrbo-
dian territory on a large scale to comi:rit pillage, mas-
sacre the civitrians, burn dorvn viliages, destroy the
fieids, plantations and cities, etc. \{an1- pt'ojects briilt
by the Khmer people in the past 15 years have been
reduced to ruins. Acting like beasts, the U.S.-puppet
expeditionary forces have comrnitted monstrous crimes
against the Khmer people.

From ihe very first day of resistance to the U.S.
impeli,rlist aggression, Samdech ltread of State has up-
held the patrictic banner, calling on the entire Khmer
people to close their ranks in the National United Front
of Kampuchea to resist the American aggression and
save their country. The sacred appeai issued by Sam-
dech in his 5-point prcclamation on March 23, 1970 as

rvell as his ensuing messages to the nation have won
response far and wide in Cambodia, exhorting the
I(hmer patriots of all social strata and political tenden-
eies to unite and fight for the independence and liberty
of their motherland.

The Khmer people, the national liberation armed
forces and patriotic forces loyal to S;rmdech Head of

In adherence to the proclamation of March 23, 1970
by Samdech Head of State, the Royal Government of
National Union of Cambodia has becn set up with
Samdech Penn Nouth as Prime Minister.

Even
in the United States, the indignation of the progressive
people has reached its highest, leading to rr.any fierce
and sustained strtrggles participated in by people of
various strata including university students, labouring
people, rvhite and black people, businessmen, clergymen,
employees and even senators. Particularly, the demon-
strations which broke out in many American cities
participated in by hundreds of thousands of people each
har;e brought the political crisis in the United States
to the most serions degree for many years.

It is a great honour for me to take the floor today
before the highest Vietnamese authorities and the dis-
tinguished represent'atives of the people of a fraternal
country,, a ccuntry rvhich is the pride of our Indo-
China and all the freedom-loving peoples, and which
is one of the glorious and heroic countries - the Dem-
ocratic Republic of Viet Nam.

How can one not be filled with emotion and
gratitude when one sets foot on the soil of a nation
that has given so much to Indo-China, because it is
she which in the past lit the torch of liberation of our
three countries under French colonialism and it is she
which is today shouldering the heaviest burden of re-
sistance against U.S. imperialist aggression?

How can one not be fitled with pride and admira-
tion when one, as an Indo-Chinese, sees your natiop,
dear Vietnamese brothers and sisters, an Indo-Chinese
nation which, described as "small" by certain ,,obser-

vers," has astonished the worid and won its respect
in defeating, by dint of courage, heroism, ingenuity,
endurance, faith and patriotism, the richest power on
earth and the best equipped, the best armed and the
most Machiavellian expeditionary force of all times?

You perhaps know that the traitorous reactiona-
ries of Phnom Penh have ordered their .,military tribu-
nal" to sentence rne to death for "high treason.,,

My so-called "treason" against the Khmer mother-
land consists of my inflexible policy of anti-imperialist
solidarity with the fraternal Vietnamese people and
my convietion that the future of my people can be
ensured in peace. securlty, independence and territorial
integrity and, consequently, in dignity and happiness
of life, only by r.vinning for ever the friendship of so-
cialist Viet Nam rvhich is and wiil be the one and onlv
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Viet Nam because it is the Viet Nam of the enlire Viet-
rramese peoptre. (The "republic" of Thieu-K1', heirs of
Ngo Dinh Diem, is no more Vietnamese than ihe "re*
pr-rblic" of Lon NoI is Cambodian.)

And it is also in faithfully interpreting the pro-
found sentiments of the Khmer people tou,ards you
that the day after the launching of your heroic resist-
ance against aggression by the bellicose U.S. impe-
t'ialists in south Viet Nam, I had the honour, after
having sent back to Saigon the diplomatic represen-
tative of Ngo Dinh Diem in Phnom Penh, Ngo Trong
Hieu. to announce in the name of the Khmer state
our oflicial recognition of the South Viet Nam National
Fr.ont for Liberation as the only representative of the
south Vietnamese people and our decision to esiablish
rith the Democratic Republic of Viet Nam diplomatic
relations at ambassadorial level.

My country also had the honour of being ali,lolrg
ihe very first sovereign states to recognize de jure the
h'cvisional Revolutionary Government of the Repubtic
of South Viei Nanr follovring the announcement of ii,s
estabiishment.

U.S. imperialism did not forgive me for this deci-
sion. I was in its eyes atl the more inexcusable, for
during the same period I rejected its very conditional
and humiiia'uing military and economic aid and later
on I broke off the diplomatic relations of my conntry
nith its govelnment.

The C.I.A. was then charged with hatching several
plots to overthrow me, one of which is related in a
slightly fictional form by scenario-writer Sihanouk in
the film Shadaw Ooer Angkor which has been shouryr
in Hanoi.

After several failures, the C.I.A. finaliy succeecled
in its "enterprise" of replacing me with a clique in
Phnom Penh at its disposal and entrusted with radical-
Iy changing the policy of anti-imperialism and full so-
lidarity with the Viet Nam of the Vietnamese peopie
into a policy of complete alignment with the United
States and total hostility towards the Democratic Re-
public of Viet Nam, the Provisional Revolutionary
Goverrrment and the National Front for Liberation of
South Viet Nam.

It is tnre that for this "success" my old enemy the
American C.I.A. has utilized all the great means at
its disposal.

My "crirne;" arcording to the Lon Nol dique and
its American bosses, lies in having "betrayed the neu-
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trzility of Cambodia" - | quote their own words -- r;to

the benefit of the Viet Cong and the Viet Ulinh."

As I pointed out in my speech at the magnificent
recepiion given yesterday by His Excelleney the Pres-
idei:t of the Democratic Republic of Viet Nam, the
Khnier peopie and I myself have really brought to the
fraternal Vietnamese people fighting against the tI.S.
impeli.alists for the liberation of the southern part of
their fatherland an effective support and assistance,
tl-iat is to say, an ef:fective support and assistance which
is not lrerbal.

I'his is because one cannot be neutral betrveen the
aggressor and the victim of aggression, between the
American rvho has come from far away to neo-c.;lonize
rvithout any valid justilieation a neighbour ccuntry
a,nd a.brother whose sacred duty is to drive the neo-
eolonialist foreigner out of his motherland.

What is more, to help the Vietnamese people in
their struggle againsl U.S. neo-colonialist imperialism
meang first of all to help my own eountry and my olvn
people protect themselves from the same mortal danger
n'hich is U.S. aggression.

The puppet Lon Nol regime itself has just proved
me to be correct by showing to the world that in re-
versing its policy, Cambodia, whieh its numerous
friends in the world were fond of calling 'oan oasis of
peace, stability. freedom and progress," has become
a real hell within a few weeks, offering at least on a
great part of its territory a quasi-apocalyptic spectacle
and becoming, after 16 years of complete inde-
pendence, a colony with as many as three masters -U.S. imperialism, its lackey the Saigon regime and
another lackey the Bangkok regime.

I w'ish to spare you, dear brothers and sisters, the
details of the current tragedy of my country, details
which His Excellency Premier Pham Van Dong has just
given you most convincingly in his splendid and stirring
speech.

In order not to take up too rnuch of your time,
allow me to come to the question of horv to put an
end to such a tragedy.

Nor,r, this is inseparable from the tragedy of south
Viet Nam and that of Laos, the sole sinister author of
u,hich is U.S. imperialism.

His Excellenry my affectionate brother Pham
Va-n Dcng has rightly stressed that ''our destinies are
closely Linked. None of our three countries can live
in peace, independence and freedom while the terriiory
sf another- remains the object of imperialist aggression."

Nixon has given a lot to publicity to his so-ca11ed

irrevocable decision to withdraw all the U.S. ground
forces frcm Cambodia at the end of the coming June.

But even if such a rvithdrawal takes place, that
Cots not mean that my country u.i1l ipso facto recover
it:s ii-rdependence, neutraiity and peace.
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The satellite forces of the Thieu-Ky puppets intend
to s ay without limit in space or time in Cambodia
where they are behaving as if in a vanquished country.

The Lon Nol clique is overjoyed at this, bui the
Khmer people cannot allow such an occupation and
such anachronistic and impudent colonization.

Neither will they allow the Bangkok regime to
send, as it has promised Lon Nol, contingents of the
Thai army into the territory of our motherland.

Our territorial waters and our offshore islands have
already been occupied by units of the U.S. ?th Fieet
and the Saigon puppet navy.

As to our air space, it continues to be brazeniy
violaied by U.S. bombers which ',tiil continue to rain
on our peaceable population thousands upon thousands
of tons of bombs, napalm, etc., and this will last as long
as the Khmer patriots continue their struggle against
the traitors in Phnom Penh.

In these circumstances, hou, can one conceive that
we rvould accept the terms of the enemy r,r,tro demands
that the Khmer people, not even defeated, should lay
down their arms and that an "international conference"
should "take charge" of our country, that is to say, to
legalize the regime in Phnom Penh r,vhich has usurped
constitutional power, and the new status of Ca-mbodia
as a neu'-t;rpe colony of the United States and iis pro-
teges in Saigon and Bangkok?

Referring to his beloved eountry and people, the
illustrious and venera.ble President Ho Chi Minh said:
'There are some people of good will who, deeeived.by
U.S. propaganda, advise us to negotiate at all eosts

with the aggressor; they have forgotten that the war
will come to an end if the American bandits get out,"

"Beceutly, the U.S. aggressors have frantically
made another very grave esealation . . . this is an act
of desperation, the convulsion of a mortally injured
wild beast."

'The war may last still five, ten, twenty years ot
Ionger... but the.Yietnamese people will not he in-
timidated! Nothing is more preeious than independence
and freedom. Ylhen victory day eornes, oul people

will rebuild our country and endorv it u'ith bigger and
more treautiful constructions."

Therefore, if our enemies and foreign observers
lvish to knorv exactty the stand of the Khmer people,

their National United Front, their Governrnent of lrla-
ti.oi-ral Union and their Head of State rvith regard to
the prcblem of Carr.bodia, they have only to refer to
these noble words of President IIo Chi lVlinh that I l-rave

just quoted- and they have only to substitute the vrord

"Vietnamese" with "Cambodian": They lvill kno''ri

exactly our stand which is invaliable. sacred and "non-
negotiable."

The people of Canrbodia, through my voice' ex-
press their deep and eternal gratitude to the Demo-

cratic Republic of Viet Nam, the National !'ront for
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Liberation and the Provisional Revolutionary Govern-
ment of the Republic of South Viet Nam for the total
and resolute support and important material assistance
they har.e given them unconditionally and in a spirit
of complete fraternity for the victory of their just
cause.

A proverb of ours says: It is in misfortune that
one discovers his true friends.

This is why we shall never forget that on the very
first day of the misfortune into which the Lon Nol-
Sirik Matak clique of traitors had plunged our mother-
land, His Excellency Pham Van Dong on behalf of the
Democratic Repubiic of Viet Nam and His Excellency
Chou En-lai on behaif of the Peop1e's Republic of China
have offered me a helping hand, that of tested friend-
ship, not of consolation or pity but of the solemn pledge
of the 40 million Vietnamese and the 700 miilion
Chinese to stand on the side of the seven million
Khmers fighting for the recovery of independence,
freedom, territorial integrity, democracy, neutrality and
peace of Cambodia.

Nor will we ever forget that since its establishment
was announced, our new Government, whose principal
task is to lead our people in this struggle, has been
recognized officially by the Democratic Republic of
Viet Nam and the Provisional Revolutionary Govern-
ment of the Republic of South Viet Nam, the Peo-
ple's Republic of China, the Democratic People,s Re*
public of Korea, the Republic of Cuba, Albania,
Rumania, Syria, Yugoslavia, Iraq, the Laotian Patriotic
Front, the Sudan, Algeria, Libya, Southern Yemen,
People's Congo, Mauritania, the United Arab Republic
and Guinea.

Nor will we forget that the Government of the
Democratic Republic of Viet Nam has placed at our
disposal all its immense prestige and all its diplomatic
talent to help us acquire the support of other socialist,
progressive and anti-imperialist people in the world.

Exponding lts Agsressive Wer im Indo-Clrins

A FTER a massive armeC invasion of Cambodia, U.S.
A i*p"riulism recently has embarked on a large-
scale invasion of Laos by hurling U.S. aggressor troops,
south Viet Nam puppet troops and still more Thai mer-
cenaries into that country. This is another grave step
taken by U.S. imperialism in enlarging its war in Indo-
China.

On May 22 a spokesman of the Central Committee
of the Laotian Patriotic Front issued a statement sternly
denouncing the criminal savage aggression by the U.S.
aggressors and their flunkeys. The Chinese people
firmly support the solemn stand of the Central Com-
mittee of the Laotian Patriotic Front and the just strug-
gte of the Laotian patriotic armed forces and people
against U.S. imperialism and its running dogs.

The Nixon government has a guilty conscience. It
claimed at one time that "there are no (American)
ground combat troops in Laos," and at another it went
back on its words, admitting that there were "occa-
sions" on which "U.S. and south Vietnamese (puppet)
forces have penetrated Laos." But it quibbled that the
United States had done this in "protective reaction."
Such clumsy tricks of the Nixon government can de-
ceive no one.

"Protective reaction" indeed! It is nothing but a
pretext of U.S. imperialism to expand its aggressive
war. Isn't it true that the Nixon government's dis-
patch of large numbers of troops to invade Cambodia
and resumption of the bombing of north Viet Nam
have also been Cescribed as "protective reaction"? U.S.
imperialism has alu'ays called its aggression "protec-
tion." This is sheer gangster language!

U.S. imper:ialism had begun to send so-called
"special forces" and large numbers of "military ad-
visers" to Laos a long time ago to attack the Laotian
liberated areas together with the Laotian Rightist troops
and Thai accomplice troops; it has unceasingly sent its
aircraft to wantonly bomb the Laotian liberated areas.
Now, it has directly dispatched U.S. troops and large
numbers of south Vietnamese puppet troops to invade
Laos, thus expanding the U.S. war of aggression in
Laos and the whole of Indo-China. While taking the
field itself, U.S. imperialism is plotting to get the Thai
reactionaries and the Pak Jung Hi puppet clique to
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send troops to take part in the U.S. war of aggression
against Cambodia. It is feverishly entisting the service
of the Japanese militarists and the Indoneslan reac-
tionaries in its aggressive war in Indo-Chir-ra. This is
an attempt to realize its vicious scheme of "using Asians
to fight Asians."

In Indo-China, U.S. imperialism is acting like a
desperate losing gambler. Unable to win in Viet Nam
and Laos, it expanded the war to Cambodia; again un-
able to win in Cambodia, it further expanded the ag-
gression against Laos. Failing to win in In-do-China with
its orvn troops, it turned to depend on its puppets and
lackeys; but as the latter are useless, it was forced
to take the field itself once again and at the same time
mustered still more of its puppets and lackeys to fight
by its side. U.S. imperialism looks fierce and fero-
cious, but in essence it is panic-stricken and making
a last-ditch struggle. This has ful1y revealed its paper-
tiger nature.

Our great leader Chairman Mao in his solemn
statement supporting the struggle of the world's people
against U.S. imperialism has pointed out: "Innumerable
facts prove that a just cause enjoys abundant support
w'hile an unjust cause finds little support. A weak
nation can defeat a strong, a small nation can defeat
a big. The people of a small eountry can certainly
defeat aggression by a big country, if only they daro
to rise in struggle, dare to take up arms and grasp in
their own hands the destiny of their country. This is
a larv of history."

At present, the situation of the three Indo-Chinese
peoples' war of resistance against U.S. aggression and
for national salvation is going fine.

fJn April 24, 1970, China successfully launehed its
firsi rnan-made earth satellite. This great call of Chair-
man Mao's has come true! An atmosphere of great
joy prevailed in the vast expanses of our motherland'

middle peasants, P.L.A. commanders and fighters, rev-

The successful launching of China's first nran-i.ttade
earlh satellite is a great vietory for Mao Tsetung
Thought, a great victory for Chairman Maofs prole,
tarian rwolutionary line and another fruitful result of
the Great Proletarian Cu1tural Revolution.
