
Shall I suggest the formation of the provincial committees as 
soon as possible. I think it will be the best way of fighting him 
down, Let us have so all the four centres except Cawnpore orga· 
nised and let all these be affiliated by us to show our existence 
much more bigger than his, and then we will condemn Satyabhakta 
in the C. E. and will place another man in his stead. I am writting 
this to Hassan also, catch hold of some fifteen people and declare 
the formation of the party, in Punjab. Same is to be done in 
Madras, Cal~utta, and Bombay. I shall write to our Calcutta. 
friends and Madras people to do it earliest. And I think you can 
easily do the same at Bombay, getting your forms never mind 
unprinted even signed by some 15 men and announce the formation 
of the Bombay Group. You can place Joglekar as its president and 
some body as its secretary. I think if this thing is done success­
fully in the rest of the fou-r centres satyabhakta will die his own 
death. He knows we have no strength at our back there were no 
other organisation except his own of Cawnpore. I think yon quite 
understand me now. • 

How will you manage to get the forms printed as you write 
in your last. Have you some thing to meet the expences if you 
have that is good otherwise you can through some friend get it 
typed in some more copies. I have not yet received any reply from 
Hasan I will inform you what we determine after hearing from him 
and Calcutta. 

It wiJl be better if you can for some time mor~ prolong your 
stay in the lodge. We will I think soon be able to get some thing for 
the party.
